Sardines with Rice Open a can of sar-

dines, remote the ash carefully and pour
the oil into a frying pan. adding to It
half of a bay leaf and a half teaspoon-fu- l

of curry powder. Thicken with a
very little corn starch rubbed to a paste
with melted butter. In fie minutes add
the fish and draw to one side of the lire,
where they will heat through Sere
them on a platter with a border of boiled
rice

Bouillon Take three pounds of beef
from the under part of the round; this
piece is usually selected because it is
lean and free from bone, the latter never
being used for soup which is to be clari-
fied Wipe the meat with a damp cloth,
trim off the fat and run the lean through
a meat chopper. Transfer it to an agate
or porcelain-line- d soup kettle, coter It
with three quarts of cold water and let it
stand "on the table for an hour, stirring
occasionally. Put on the fire and heat
slowly to the simmering point, skimming
frequently. Simmer, closely covered, for
four hours Add one medium-size- d onion
cut fine, one-ha- lf of a cupful of diced car-
rot, two stalks of celerj. one sprig of
parsle, one bay leaf, one scant

of peppercorns, and two cloves
and simmer for one hour longer. Strain
into an earthen bowl and set away in a
cool place until next day. Remove the
fat which has risen to the surface, add
one teaspoon ful of salt, a dash of cayenne
two strips of lemon peel, er of a
teaspoonful of celery seed, the crushed
shell and the white of one egg. whipped

a soft froth Put over the fire and
stir constantly until it boils, then boll
without stirring for ten minutes. Remove
from the fire and let rest for ten min-
utes, then strain through doubled chete-clot- h

wrung out of cold water. Do not
squeeze the cloth If properly done, the
soup will be crjstal clear and of a faint
amber color.

The delicious lime, which may now be

found in abundance UT the downtown
markets, should be better Known than it
Is. Lime Juice has been called the
"vegetable vinegar" of the tropics, and it
is the acid used in nearly all the East
India sweet pickles so highly esteemed
by the gourmet. The piquancy and deli
cacy of tropical salads are due greatly
to ts use of lime Juice. As, a 'dressing
with salt and pepper for the avocado
pear, lime juice Is considered IdeaL A
dressing of oil and vinegar, as is so
often recommended, is plebeian compared'with it.

Lime juice, is delicious with almost any
fish dish or salad where lemon Is usually
used. A wine Jelly with lime Instead
of lemon, makes a nice change. It Is
also delightful In fruit salads and apple
sauce or other stewed fruits where
delicate tartness Is desired. It may be
added to orangeade or lemonade and will
Impart a delicate aroma to the drink.
and it may be substituted for lemon
juice In any rule for lemon, water ice, or
sherbet

Freh lime juice In water alone Is not
only but a mild tonic
A liine "zest" is sometimes used instead
of lemon "zest" for tea. Rub loaf sugar
over the rinds until their cells break.

When a lime is perfectly ripe It Is a
pale canary yellow, a little lighter than
a lemon It is generally brought into
Northern markets while yet green, and
It ripens after It gets here.

It may
be used with good effect as a substitute
for butter In compounding the ordinary
brovn or white sauce. A teaspoonful of
oil added, just before taking up to every
quart of split pea, bean, potato, or other
soup lacking fat, greatly Increases its
richness as well as flavor. A child soon
learns to like the taste of olive oil on
bread in place of butter, while any kind
of cold meat that is to be recooked Is
improved by having a little oil poured
over it at least half an hour before heat
ing.
