Christian people of America have some
big plans on hand for the year now just
opened. The most ambitious ones refer
to unity. Differences 'are to be buried if
possible. Episcopalians have two definite
plans with organizations bihind them,
cne of them a'world conference, not prob-
ably to be held this year, both of
these Jlonk to union with Catholics, both
Greek and Roman, as well as with Prot-
estant bodies. Disciples of Christ have
a plan and a committee behind it, and
there ts a Federal council, representing
officially some thirty Protestant bodies,
that is working along federation lines,
but working toward unity. Within these
bodies and of
organizations are coming about as not
heretofore. Combination is everywhere,
with the trust principle left out, as is
claimed. Presbyterians, Baptists, Meth-
odists, Roman Catholics, and, indeed, ail
of the large bodies hae had something
to say about this getting together, a
few against, but nearly all for unity or
union. Some say there has long been
Christian unity and that church union is
not to be desired. Others favor one re-
ligious body, and openly declare for
church union, the body of Christ on
earth, a solid phalanx against sin. The
jear now here will witness much 0tort,
hear many sermons, and read much in
the newspapers, aiming to push on these
plans

DrlftlBK Toward Unity.
Ccngrcgationallsts will readjust their

missionary machinery, and will also, if
possible, remake their entire denomina
tional system to fit new ideas put forth
by the last national council, held late
last year. The tendency seems to be to-

ward centralization, if not In
and doctrine, at least in aggressive

and common work. Disciples of Christ
will labor this year especially for bet-
ter education of ministerial candidates,
for college endowments, for missions, and
for union. Practically the same tasks
are before Lutherans, with unity em-
phasized and assimilations of foreign
speaking Lutherans added Presbyte-
rians and Episcopalians are laying stress
upon social service, and are entering the
labor organizations, pleading for one
day's rest in seven for "workmen, pro-
testing aginst child labor, and especially
taking up the tuberculosis cause fight-
ing that aad other disease. The feature
of this year, as of many years past, will
be a steady growth of the larger re-
ligious bodies, and the going to the wall
of the smaller ones. An exception to
this rule is the Christian Science, whose
future, in the hands of a male board of
directors to administer a cult founded
by a woman, will be tested in some
measure during the jear. The prevailing
opinion seems to be, inside and outside
of the cult, that rows will be rather
less frequent than they have been, the
founder being gone. None of the small
bodies has on hand anything that now
seems likely to loom up into a national
religious movement during the year.
