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Local Legislation Comes to

Standstill.

ONLY TWO DAYS REMAIN

Filibuster May Follow if Plan
Continues.

With Many Important Bills Pend-
ing;, Congrens Haa Given bat Two
Hoara Thin Session to District Af-

fairs and Members Threaten a
Filibuster . Representative Bor-

land Attacks Programme.

The House of Representatives is ac-

utely ignoring legislation affecting the
District of Columbia. February 13 is the
nearest date on which several measures
now lying on the calendar can be taken
up In the House. Some of these passed
the Senate over a year ago.

No meeting of the House Committee on

the District of Columbia has been held

thus far this session, and none is under
contemplation. It is estimated that
total of two hours' working time haft
been expended by the House on miscel-
laneous District affairs since the ses-

sion began in December. There can be
but two more District days at the most
tK'fore tiie Sixty-fir- Congress expires.

This tells in a nutshell the story of
the District's present troubles. The bill
for the retirement of teachers, the re-

funding bill, the measure for the suppres-

sion of loan sharks, and several impor-
tant measures for street extension, were
scheduled for consideration on Monday
last. That day, under the rules, belonged
to the District, but it was swept away
in favor of an appropriation bill. The
next District Monday falls upon Febru-
ary 13. The last chance for local legis
lation occurs two weeks later and close
to"adjournment.

Stay Lone Remaining; Days.
There are rumors, already, that an at-

tempt will be made to shift theso days
from District matters, and that, beyond
the regular District appropriation bill,
which will be disposed of in the House

there will l.e but a select few of
the miscellaneous bills passed.

A member of the District Committee.
Representative Borland, of Missouri,
took occasion to express himself with
some earnestness as to
during the general debate yesterday.
Happening to refer to the funding bill,
which the District Committee reported
last year, he was interrupted by Rep-
resentative Nye, a fellow-memb- of
the committee:

"Docs anybody know when that bill
will ever be reached?" he inquired.

Mr. Borland's reply was full of sar-
casm: "The gentleman asks, 'Does any-
body know when that bill well ever be
reached?' I say ir the District Com-

mittee has the same consideration from
now on that it has had before, neither
the gentleman nor I will live long
enough to see it. Wc will never live
long enough to reach the loan shark
bill that the District Committee has
struggled with for weeks. There is
plenty of legislation before the District
Committee that there is absolutely no
chance of reaching."

This protest may be followed by more
emphatic action. Representative Olcott.
who is in charge of the teachers' retire-
ment bill, and who is indignant at the
action of the House in sweeping it aside
last Moonday, has asserted that it will be
accorded consideration on the next Dis-

trict day, or else there will be a. period
of objecting to unanimous consents there-
after that will bring the House to a
realization of the fact that the District
has at least one earnest champion on the
floor.

Twenty-seve- n Bills Pending;.
The District bills now reported and

lying on tthe various calendars of the
House number twenty-seve- But nine
District bills have passed the House since
Congress convened, and the session is
now nearly eight weeks old, with but
live weeks remaining before adjourn-
ment.

During the general debate yesterday- -

there was but one speech on District af-
fairs, whicli was delivered by Represen-
tative Borland. He deplored the present
system of making appropriations for the
District, and said that the District Com
mittee should be given the work of the
present subcomlttee of the Committcec
on Appropriations. He cited certain items

Suggestion Made Which May

Facilitate Traffic.

TIME LOST IS ENOKMO0S

Existing Regulation Is Held to- -

Be Unwarranted. -

Probability of Recommendation 1

Wear Future of Additional "Safetr
Measures" Draws Attention to Fact
that at Present, Law Necessitate

When in the near future the fire
department will recommend to the
Commissioners the adoption of an
order creating new fire stops on
street railway lines, the traction of
ficials will ask the Commissioners to
give .serious consideration to the
matter before imposing additional
delays upon the street car traffic in

Washington.
Local passengers are often curi-

ous to know why the cars of Wash-
ington stop at certain streets with
apparently no reason... Jf they
should take the time to investigate
the matter, they would find that
the yare delayel in their travels be-

cause of an accident which hap-

pened some ten years ago, when a
truck of the fire department and a
street car collided at the intersection
of Connecticut avenue and M
streets northwest.

The result of this collision was
the laying out in the city of what

tiown as fire tops, ;nd from
n be ascertained this is per--
le only city in the United
where such a svstcm is to be

Cause Great Delay.
ust how long a piassenger is delavcd

in his journey because of the different
lire stops which are encountered during
a ride of average length, would be a
problem hard to solve, but some inter-
esting facts were made known yesterday
by Gen. Georse H. Harries, vice president
cf the Washington Railway and Electric
Company, which prove conclusively that
the number of stops required by ,tlic cars
of that company in one year through the
tire stop regulation, impairs the rapid
transit of Washington to a great degree.

The figures whicli Gen. Harries set
forth allowed that there arc n

fire stops encountered by each car on a
trip. This, when figured by the number
of cars operated by the comnany. makes
the total number of stops each day reach
a total of 39.449. or 1I.2S7.SS5 stops a year.
A each stop is for an average of thlrty
scconds. this would make a total loss in
one year of thirteen and one-ha- lf years,
counting the days satentowrfuy-letaoi- n

counting the days as twenty-fou- r hours.
In hours the loss in 11S.K-0- and in days
I.S57.

Three Alarms n Day.
The average number of tire calls a day

for the year beginning July, 15fi. and
ending the same month 1910 was three,
and this fact, taken into consideration
v.ith the statetment of Gen. Harries,
which showed 39.499 stops because of lire
sfps. makes it clear that in all prob-
ability some action will be taken in the
near future toward abolishing the regul-
ation.

Gvn. Harries said last night that while
tiie regulation would be strictly enforced
by motormen of his company as long as
it existed, that lie was heartily in favor
of abolishing all lire stops. "It seems
absurd." he said, "to hold up tiie traffi"
of Washington merely on the supposi-
tion that there will be a collision. Ac-
cording to the regulations of the Dis-
trict tiro department, the driver of any
apparatus of that department must have
absolute control of his horses al all
thoroughfare crossings, and motormen of
street railway cars must of necessity
have control of thir cars. I'nder thesis
conditions and witii the additional fact
of the bells of warning on both vehicles
I can see no reason why there should bo
collisions."

Comnilsloners Favor I.nv.
That the District Commissioners are in

favor of the fire stop regulation and will
oppose any effort made to abolish it.
was made apparent yesterday when tho
matter was discussed with Commissioner
Johnston, under whoso supervision tho .

fire department comes. Commissioner
Johnston said that the matter of abol-

ishing fire stops had not been brought
to his attention for consideration, but
that he would say that he was
In favor of the regulation.

"The present Board of Commissioners
is In favor of fire stops," he said, "and
the Board of Commissioners which pre-
ceded this one also proved of the regula-
tion. .The view saken by the Board is
based upon reports of Fire Chief Wag-
ner. There may be some fire stops which

'

are unnecessary, and if this can be .shown,
I Would be in favor of abolishing them,
but have heard nothing of them."

Chief Wagner said that he was most
certainly opposed to abolishing the flro
stops. "I nm not only in. favor of them."
he said, "but I have recently recom-
mended additional ones In the sections of
the city where new engine houses have
been established. It is a safeguard
against accidents, and I can see no rea-
son for, abolishing it." .
