Siientists who have been tonsulted by

the committee in its work have
wonder and admiration over the

practical, intelligent, and patient vay in
which the members have pero'im-- a
stupendous work which N emtiodied in
a report of several hundred p ige. The
fact that business men have arrived it
what is believed to be a practical solution
that will work no hardship on an one,
vet will insure protection to the health
of the eonimunit. especiall of the lit-

tle children, and suppl a clean product
al a moderate cost, marks ,m important
contribution bv Washington to the ques-
tion of milk supply.

The suggestion is made that, vv herever
possible, milk be pasteurized in order to
insure immunitv from such harmful bac-
teria a- - the streptococcus, diphtheria,
scarlel fever. Uphold fever, and other
harmful bacterial agencies The tuber-
culin fst protects onlv against the
transmission of tuberculosis, but not
against the other cqu ill injurious Inci
te n i that arc carried in milk.

Judge Dcl.acy said that he did not be-

lieve there was so much roaming about
in the parks at odd hours of the night;
at least, he had never notice much of
il He strong! urged the home train-
ing, which he and others declared to be
responsible for the need of a curfew law
for the District, and gave some sound
adive about carrving cetain laws into
effect

Plain e lothesmen and a force of
women, he urged, were the best was
of dealing with oung children, when
the are to be arrested He also pointed
out that there vvas a certain evil exist-
ing among man oung men who resort
to inducing girls to drink from pocket- -
flasks which thev car-- , when denied ad- -

j mi,ion to drinking place
This evil. Judge De In-e- declared

could onlv be removed bv the law
reaching out its arm and clutching the
offend. t. a the present liquor laws do
not prevent this method of defeating its
aims.

In addition to these remarks. Judge De
Iace earnestly pleaded for the passage
of the Curfew law and against the evils
which permit oung children to roam the
streets in the dark.

"If their parents do not keep them at
home." he urged, "the committee should
try to reach them through the parents'
iibsociations of the public school and the
larger ue of the public school through-
out the District as social centers and
show thhi how it is to give
such license to their children, or should
we enact the Curfew alw?"

The enactment of such a law. Judge
De Iacy thought, will "hedge childhood
with so many restrictions as to de-
velop in the children a disrespect for
the law." Should this law be passed,
he claimed that it would be wise to
place its enforcement under the super-
intendent nf public schools as the tru-
ancy law is enforced

Ways and means for probing Into the
problem now- - facing the parents and
children of Washington were discussed,
for vv hich purpose the meeting vvas
planned.

Committee Heads amed.
The following chairmen of committees

were appointed, receiving instruction that
they shall themselves make up the per-

sonnel of their own committees: Publi-
city, Rev. Zed H. Copp; pastoral. Rev.
Dr. G. Frecland cPtcrs; legislative. Mrs.
Margaret D.ve Ellis, of the W. C. T. U.:
locality, C. W. Skinner, superintendent, of
the industrial school of the District; in-

dorsement. Mrs. George Otis Smith; Dis-

. ELECTEIC FOG H0BNS.

Iny lie Itlown Without KITort by Press-In- c
a Push Button.

lVm the New ork Sun.
The fog horn, and still

the one in most common use on myriads
of smaller boats, is of the sort that ou
raise to your lips and blow. Tolerably
hard work blowing a fog horn.

Bigger fog horns for larger boats are
set In a lox. the box containing a bel-
lows by which the horn is blown At-

tached to the bellows is an outside lever
bv means of which the bellows is operat-
ed bv hand A lot of noise this fog horn
makes, to be heard for a considerable
distance.

There are now made, used on many
power boats and yachts, electric fog
horns, the operating of which calls for
the exercise of neither lung nor hand
power. In these horns their is attached,
inclosed at the stialler end. a metallic
diaphragm to which is connected an elec-
tric coll which, when electricity is turned
into it, vibrates the diaphragm and sounds
the horn Electricity is supplied from a
storage battery or from current gener-
ated on the boat if it is electrically equip-
ped. To blow an electric fog horn you
simply press a button

Cheap Oklahoma Houses.
From the Cement Age.

A builder of Oklahoma writes the Bu-
reau of Manufactures that he finds it
profitable tp build four-roo- cement
houses and sell them complete with cis-
terns, front and rear porches of cement,
and outbuilding. Including the ground, at
$1,000. on the installment plan. He is
doing this thirty-fiv- e miles from a rail-
road station, notwithstanding heavy
freight charges ot 23 cents a hundred-
weight drayage on all cement, lumber,
hardware, and .ill other building material
except sand. The cottages in question
have cement lloor, steel ceilings, parti-
tion walls of hollow blocks, as well as
outside walls. Although the roofs are
shingled, the contractor says that the
whole structure is practically fireproof
and constitutes a very substantial build-
ing.

Bird Enemy of Bee.

Bees have enemies of various kinds like
the rest of creation. Every one knows
that many birds are insectivorous, but all
Insects do not form the food of any one
species.

The bird which has formed a taste for
bees is the blue tit, and if a pair of these
discover a suitable nesting place in the
neighborhood of an apiary it is surprising
how many bees will be carried off to sat-
isfy them and their young. Generally
their work is mostly felt where queen
raising is extensively indulged in, for
queens nnd drones, being largest and
slowest on the wing, form a desirable
and an easy prey.
