THE TREND OF THINGS
Is Federation a. Utopian Dream t

No word that was uttered, in the pub-
lic session of the Federal Council of
Churches of Christ last Tuesday evening
was more deeply significant of the real
question as to the feasibility of the church
unity movement than that spoken by Rev.
Dr. Charles L.. Thompson, of New York
City. "Federation from the top down
without federation from the bottom up,"
declared he, "is nothing less than a Utop-
ian dream."

There is little question about the senti-
ment of church unity. Everybody wants
It. Apparently every denomination seems
to be clamoring for it-- The crucial test Is.
"Can this ideal programme be actualized
in the life of the churches of country,
town, and State?"

This is what the home missionary secre- -
', tary meant when he said that without

federation outside the rooms of the board
of strategy in New York and Philade-
lphiawithout downright effort and a

spirit in every hamlet, city, and
State there can be no actual federation.
And so the dominant note that came
from the meeting of the executive com-
mittee of the Federal Council seemed to
be, We must get every States, and every
counts', and every great city definitely
and urgently back of the federation idea.
Christianity's problem is the city problem.
There can be no unity and no comity in
meeting the enormous task imposed upon
the modern church unless every church
denomination is a. cooperative unit in the
federation program.

A strong resolution was adopted by the
Federal Council and the Home Missions
Council in joint session this week in
Washington concerning certain land grant
bills now before Congress. Protestant and
Catholic church circles have been stirred
by these land grant bills Just now before
Congress, some of which bills are said
by church leaders not to represent the de-

sires of churches, but to have been put up
to the government either to pay political
debts, or to court political strength for

Regarding one of them the
Federal Council and the Home Missions
Council took pronounced action. The
councils named represent, respectively, all
principal Protestant bodies, having com-

bined memberships of 18.000,000 and the
home mission societies of almost all of
them. Individual statements are also re-
ported from Catholic archbishops.

Early in this session of Congress, Dele-
gate Andrews, of New Mexico, Introduced
a bill granting 000.000 acres of nonmineral
lands in New Mexico to the Roman Cath-
olic Church to establish and maintain a
manual training school for the youth of
the new State. The grant Is said to re-
present a value of $3,000.00, and few con-
ditions surround the grant. The original
bill designated Archbishop Pitaval. of
Santa Fc, as the grantee, but a supple-
mentary bill designated the Christian
Brothers of the St. Louis Province of
New Mexico. When seen concerning it
Archbishop Pitaval, of Santa Fe, said his
church could make wise use of such
grant, but that until the bill was intro-
duced he had known nothing" of the
scheme.

Few conditions are made in the grant,
and it can be used, should the school be
established, to educate Engli&h, Indian,
or Mexican youth, or to educate none of
them, according to the wisdom of the
Christian Brothers. These brothers are
educators in the Catholic Church, among
many others. American in origin, and
have excellent schools in a number of
Catholic dioceses. So far as learned, no
objection to them, as such, has been
triad's by Protestants, their ability and
standing being recognized by all educa-
tors.

It is stated that two other bills are be-

fore Congress not unlike that of Dele-
gate Andrews, save that they directly or
indirectly benefit Protestant plans. The
action Just taken by the councils, backed
by many ministerial organizations In the
Southwest, looks to concerted opposition
to the passage of all of these bills, both
such as favor Catholics and such as
favor Protestants. The councils unani-
mously declare the principle that reli-
gious plans are best promoted through vol-
untary aid, and they oppose with equal
earnestness and favors or free gifts to
Catholics or Protestants.

Catholic leaders, seen concerning these
projects, take stand almost exactly like
the councils. Some of them say they
favor strongly the principle of Catholic
education, as they have always done, but
they resent the use of their church and
its interests by politicians who seek by
such means to further their ambitions.

WITH THE METHODISTS.

American Methodhnn contributed almost
$30,000,000 a year to Its own support and
to the task of helping others In this and
other lands. A Report for last year. Just
made public, shows that $13,700,000 Is
needed to support Methodist pastors,
while $6,100,000 more is used each year
to care for Methodist places of worship.
There are more than 31,000 Methodist
preachers, regular and local, and Meth-
odists North number 3,4&983, a gain of
4U77 last year. In Methodist Sunday
schools-ther- e are. 3.SM.168 teachers and
scholars, an unusual showing In that
Sunday school membership is as large
as church membership. Sales of liters,- -
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dlst building in New York. These concerns
are managed wholly by ministers, and
are uniformly successful, as some Meth-
odist enterprises managed by laymen
have not been. Methodists in America
now claim to number 6.4SS.000. These
are actual members. Of roursA Viihn.
dist population is far greater. Methodist
bourn, the second largest body, have act-
ual members to the number of 1.7SO.0OO.
All of these figures are part of a steady
growth that has obtained through a long
series of years.

WITH THE EPISCOPALIANS.
Last week the church suffered a double

bereavement of two of her chief pastors
on the same day. a thing heretofore with-
out precedent, when on Wednesday, Jan- -
1S, the Bishop of Maryland and the Bish-
op of Masachusetts went to their re-
ward.

This week, on Tuesday, January 24,
the Bishop of Kansas, Dr. Edward Rob-
ert Atwill. was called to his rest, in
the seventy-fir- st year of his age, his
death being due to angina pectoris. Thus,
three diocesan bishops have passed away
within one week of each other.

Wednesday last was a busy day for
Bishop Harding. It was the second an-
niversary of his consecration as Bishop
Of Washington, that event having taken
place in Trinity Church, January 25, 1DC9.

In the early morning the bishop cele
brated the holy communion in his private
chapel at the episcopal residence. At
11 o'clock he was at St. Alban's Church,
where he ordained the Rev. T. Hubert
Jones to the priesthood. The ordination
sermon was preached by Rev. Dr. George
H. McGrew. Mr. Jones, who is rector of
William and Mary parish, Charles Coun-
ty, Md., has done a really splendid work
in Southern Maryland, having secured
sufficient funds to restore the old Co-
lonial Church at Wayside, and also to
put the old cemetery into good condition.
Besides, he has been given enough mon-
ey to get a very fine new altar for the
parish church.

Archbishop Ryan, of
Philadelphia, and Archbishop Farley, of
New York, head the list of directors of
the union. The Paullst Fathers are
identified with the work, and to them
the union chiefly owes its existence and
work.

The mission being conducted at St.
Aloyslus' Church, by Rev. Fathers
O'Donovan, Casey, and Sullivan, has met
with unparalleled success. The week
ending has been exclusively for
women, and every night the vast edifice
has been filled. The congregations not
only occupied all available space in the
body of the church and the galleries,
but it became necessary to install tem-
porary seats within the sanctuary and
the sacristy, in order to accommodate
the great crowds which attended the
evening services. The mission masses, at
