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SIR CONAN DOYLE INSISTS THAT LAWYER ALBERT T.
PATRICK WAS NOT GUILTY OF MURDERING MR. W. M. RICE

What may well be termed America's
most romarkable murder case, and surely
the most wonderful and perseverig fight
for liberty the criminal annals of this
nation contain, came again Into public
coneern Lthe other day when appeal for
the absolute pardon of Albert T. Patrick
was made to the governor of New York
The resurrection of Patrick’s nine years’
#ruggle for freedom and exoncration,
plled upon the long list of strange thiogs
it already has brought out, has evoKed &
new set of sensations. The new hope of
Patrick resis on four scparsie appeals.

First, his counsel revive the plea that
tiere was no murder committed and show
a case of chioroform poisoning to prove
tha: the =ymptoms of Willlam Marsh
Rice, whom Patrick was convicted of kill-
ing, were In no way #imilar,

Second, affidavits are shown asserting
a conspiracy to Keep Patrick in prison
and hinting that an sttormey in Texas
hired to jook up affidavits in Patrick's
behall was murdered on his returm to
Houston, Tex.. from Galveston,
he had gone in quest of evidence for
Patrick.

A seeond affidavit is from the foreman
of the grand jury which originally in-
dicted Palrick. The foreman now says
that he considers the conviction of Pat-
rirk a railroading o prison of an inno-
cent man and sir= the Indictment wasn
brought only because Patrick bhad no
opportunity of having his turn  before
the grand jury.

Thir, the defense of Patrick has the
metition of the American Medico-Legal
society and S8 members declaring that
Patrivk was  convicted on insufficlent
evidenoe

Fourth, Patrlek’s attorneys have sub-
mitted or will submit the deductions of
Mr. Will 1 Smith, who has gathered
the opinons of FEurope's greatest anat-

omisls to the eoffect that Patrick was
convieted on circumstantizl evidence
wlich wus entirely erroncous. D Smith

backs up these opinions with 280 sig-
nature< a=kKing for patrick’s releas.

Dr, Smith did not know Patrick when
he started his fight in m= behalf. He
knows litle of the convict personally at
present, but he believes that the medical
testimony which econvicted Patrick s
false, and he |s borne oul by other au-
thorities. That is the sole animuf he-
hind his effort,

Following is Dr. Smith's story of his
interest In the Patrick case. his view of
the medicnl aspects of the trial, and Dr.
sSmith’s plca for the man he helieves to
bave heen convicted on false testimony:

About ten rears ago wn old man, Wil
imm M. Rice, cighty-five years aof nge,
was fll In New York City. He wax at-
tended by n regular physiclan of good
repute, Dr, Curry. He died and Dr, Cur-
ry issued a death certificate, giving
bronchitis, old axe. and senile diarrhea
cilie of death.
