Rabbits, squirrels, reed birds, and orto-
lans will not be for sale after In
the District. The law, however, will per-
mit the sale of quail until March 15. and
the sale of wild ducks, plover, and snipe-unti- l

April 1,

In many States the shooting of quail
is not allowed as late as it is here in the
District. Although many birds are be-
ing shipped here from a distance, show
ing the members of the Game and Fish
ing Protective Association that this city
is the outlet for the product of "pot-
hunters."

Quail and rabbits have been plentiful
this season, as can be seen by the ship-
ments that have been coming into the
District. Some of these shipments, which
are large, show the use of hundreds of
pounds of ammunition.
