Next
year he was sent to Springfield, Mass.,
but was recalled in 1836 and used as
catcher and right Holder. In 1S37, after a
few games in the outfield, he took Tuck
er's place on first and stayed there until
Doey traded him to New York in 1908.

He played there in 190S and 1909, hut in
1910, on account of foot trouble, he asked
for his release and played a little with
the Lowell club. It was through Tenney
that Russell and Paige got control of
Boston this year, and Tenney again takes
the place of manager instead of Fred
Lake.

It is not generally known that Hugh
Ambrose Jennings, with all his other ac
complishments. Is a lawyer,
licensed to practice in the courts of
Maryland. That came about while he
was the "busy bee' in the winters while
managing the Baltimore club of the
Eastern League before he went to the
Tigers, who drafted him in 1906.

lished reports that King George con-
tracted a morgantic marriage before he
became the heir to the throne.

Although the sovereign cannot be sub-
poenaed as a witness In his own courts,
there is no bar
to his testifying and It Is
stated King George is quite likely to
take this course in the case of Edward
Myliuls, who is charged with libeling
the King in the Spectator.

Myliuis, who has spent a month in jail,
being unable to find guarantors of

bail, will conduct his own
case. The trial, so far as known, will
be public, but there will be some re-
strictions regarding admissions to the
courts Several men who were
intimately associated with the King dur-
ing his service are ex-
pected to testify In his behalf.
