Great Britain, Japan, the Netherlands,
Portugal. Russia, Austna-Hunga- rj , Itulj,
Slam, and Persia.

China Deeply Interested.
China, the nation which has suffered

the heaviest from ravages of the oaium
evil, and which has hailed with satisfac-
tion the good offices of the United States
in bringing about aid for its campaign
of suppression, naturall is in the fore-
front of The Hague negotiations The
inclusion of morphine, cocaine, and
hasheesh as subjects of deliberation has
given China satisfaction, for the reason
that traffic in at least two of these drugs
is more vital to the welfare of United
States citizens than opium, and there-
fore there is no dangei of the Ameri-
cans losing interest in the conference, or
stepping aside in deference to Great
Britain, from whose dependencies in
India is shipped a great part of the opium
consumed in China.

It is said, in fact, that China, realizing
that nothing short of a wide interna-
tional traffic agreement could be effective
in her campaign to reduce the opium
evil, put forth the suggestions which
caused the other habit-formi- drugs to
be included .is subjects of the conference
in Mu. With each nation vitallv inter
ested in some particular feature of the
conference, it is felt tint the great
opium trade, as well as commerce in the
other insidious drugs may be stamped
out effectually in time.

The growing agitation against opium
smoking, and the stringent regulations
which the United States has placed on
its importation both into the home coun--
tr and her possessions in the Orient,
is said to have been of wonderful aid to
Chin i in coping with the havoc made
bv the drug The reduction laws are

producing effective results in China
as regards the Ose of opium, and it is
hoped, with the aid of other nations of
the world, to destroj the traffic entirely
in time

A Menace to Thin Country.
In the meantime the United States is

found facing a "menacing evil In the
use of morphine and cocaine. Opium
imported for medicinal purposes in great
quantities is being manufactured into
morphine at the rate of an ounce and a
half per pound. It is reported that 0

pounds of opium arc brought to this
country annually for this purpose. The
demand for cocaine is so large and the
evil is so great that State and citv
government have attempted to check the
evil by stringent laws In the District
of Columbia the morphine and cocaine
law is very strict and it is believed that
the use of the latter drug has been re-
stricted

It will be remembered that conditions
in Baltimore were recentl found to be
so alarming that an crusade
was inaugurated.

Fear Yellow Fever on Gnnboat.

SURGEON, IS DEAD

Brilliant Career Gloses at
Home in Warrenton.

BBOTHEE-IN-IA- OF C. J. BEII

Handreds of Frlenda in Washington
Shocked to Lenrn of HU Death.
Aative of County KerrJ, Ireland,
and Graduate of Rojal University
of Belfast, Coming Here in 1889.

Hundreds of the friends of Dr. James
Kerr were shocked to learn of his death,
which took place at "Antrim," in War-
renton, Va , j csterday morning. Dr.
Kerr was for many jears one of the
most noted surgeons of this cify, where
he had a wide practice until his retire-
ment thiough in 1907.

His professional skill and his promi- -
nence in the educational woik of many
of Washington's leading medical instl- -
tutions made him one of the best known
and eminently respected of his profes-
sion.

Dr. Kerr married Miss Laurie Bell,
sister of Charles J. Bell, president
of the American Security and Trust
Compiny, of this city. He is survived
by his wife, a sister, Mis May Kerr,
and by his children, Mrs. Charles M.
Ifarris, of Warrenton, Va., Dr Harrj
Kerr, of this city; Chester Kerr, of New

ork, and D. Kerr, of Warrenton.

Dr Kerr was born at Port Stewart,

After graduation in medicine. Dr. Kerr
was appointed surgeon in the Roval Ca-
nadian mail service from 1VT1 until Iw3.

In the early dajs of the construction
of the Canadian Pacific Railway ur
Kerr was the chief surgeon of this great
work between the ears 1SS2 and 1S.nS
During the rebellion of Louis Rie.1 against
the Canadian government, in I'M, Dr.
Kerr was surgeon to the Canadian
militia

Appointed at Manitoba.
At the close of his service with then

Canadian Pacific Railway Company, he
commenced the brilliant work in the edu-
cational field which then and afterward
contributed so much to his professional
reputation His first work was done at
Manitoba Medical College, where he was
professor of surgery. t

In 1SS3 Dr. Kerr came to Vashington
and took the position of professor of
surgery at Georgetown Medical School.
He wai chief surgeon of the Emergency
Hospital, Providence Hospital, the Wom-
an's Hospital, and Georgetown Hospital.

Qr Kerr was prominently connected
with many learned societies and associa-
tions, including Washington Academy of
Sciences, Medical Society of the District
of Columbia, and Amerian Medical Asso- -'
ciation.

Hear Relijrioas Tallin.
Shortly before 3 o'clock in the after-

noon nearly every young woman's sem-

inary, college, and school in the city
threw open their doors and the girls
marched to the meeting at the new Ma-

sonic Temple.
The tone of the addresses was most re-

ligious. Golden-haire- d girls could be
seen with handkerchiefs to their ejes as
the different women, some of whom have
spent their lives and means in Kastcrn
lands among the told of
the sufferigs endured by the women of
India and China: of their dense ignor-
ance, and how little they were worth
without the knowledge of the Almighty.
The vast audience .forgot for the mo-
ment the frivolous side of life, and when
Mrs. Helen B. Montgomery pleaded for a
greater evidence of interest among the
schoolgirls, prolonged applause seemed
to indicate that there would be.

Miss Helen Taft, daughter of the
President, attended the meeting with
several of her companions. It was esti-
mated that 1.5C0 persons were in the
audience

Miss Florence M. Brown presided. Dr.
Mary Riggs Noble, of India, was the first
speaker. Miss Hirriet Ellis followed.

Crowd Fill Church.
At 5 o'clock another meeting was held

at First Congregational Church. The
speakers were Mrs. Etta Doanc Marden,
of Constantinople; Mrs. Jennie V.
Hughes, of China, and Mrs. Helen Mont-
gomery. The church was packed, as the
meeting was held especially for the

women of Washington, and the
government clerks, who could not attend
the rallies held ear'Ier In the day.

Speaking of missionary work, Mrs.
Montgomery said that fifty years ago it
was most unfashionable to even show In-

terest in such a society, while now the
best men and women of the world were
engaged in helping their fellow -- creatures.

The woman who fills a small place in
life belongs to a past generation Mrs.
Montgomery said. She said that the
Voman of India In particular needed as-

sistance of every kind, and that it was up
to their Western sisters to supply it.

Mrs. J. Frank Goodwin, of Washington,
was complimented on her exhibit of mis
sionary literature, which covered several
tables In the church.

Greeted by President.
At 2.30 o'clock the visiting delegation

numbering twenty-nin- e and about twice
as many of the Washington committee,
were received at the White House by
President Taft. He expressed much In-

terest in the work being done by the
Woman's Missionary Society, and spoke
words of encouragement and commenda
tion. Mrs. Taft was presented with c

handsomely bound copy of Western
Women In Eastern Lands, the- - official or-
gan of the society.

At the "drawing-room- " meeting at the
Congressional Club, conditions in India
and other countries were discussed. Mrs.
Henry W. Peabody declared that al-
though there is a law In India prohibit-
ing the marriage of girls under twelve
years of age. It was not enforced, and
that children of four and five years were
often married to men ten times their age.

Miss Florence Miller said that the peo-
ple of this country had shifted their re-
sponsibility, and that the "Idol of doing
little things and leaving big ones undone,"
was worsethan any of the idols In
heathen lands.

Medical works and hospitals of India
were described by Dr. Mary Riggs No-
ble. The speakers were Introduced by
Miss Mabel Boardman.

Mra. Tblrkleld Presides.
The opening rally was held in the New

York Avenue Presbyterian Church, at
which time Mrs. W. P. Thlrkleld prJ
sided, ah tne' missionaries were invited
to come to Uie platform, and a long line
responded. Several b'lef talks were
given andsacred hymns sung.

Miss Jennie V. Hughes, from China,
said the Orient is calling for those who
will aid in the great work of bringing
the yellow people to the Master. The
keynote of the conference was "Grati-
tude, Loyalty, Love."

Mass meetings will be held this morn-
ing at 10 o'clock in more than twenty
churches of the city. These meetings
will close shortly before noon, to give
those in attendance ample time to reach
the New Wfllard, where luncheon will
be served at 1 o'clock. Mrs! Wallace
Radcllffe. president of the District com-
mittee, will preside. Dr. Mary Noble.
Mrs. H. B. Montgomery, and Mrs. Henry
W. Peabody will deliver addresses. More
than 600 women are expected to attend.
