CHESS AND WHIST

IN THE DISTRICT

What the Washington Club

Is Doing.

Whlmcru Will a1n Compete for
Sliver Cap w Held by I.oral

ir.-i- ic Growing in Favor.
Many of the Best Players in the
Country Have Been Here.

For nearly forty years the games of
chess, checkers, and whist have been
practiced, analyzed, and enjoyed by a
large number of students and lovers of
these games in the rooms of the Wash-
ington Chess, Che.-ke- and Whist Club.
Puring that period the club has passed
through many vicissitudes and has made
many changes of location. The last dec-

ade has seen a gradual but healthy growth
in the organization in its present quar-
ters, 614 Twelfth street northwest. Here,
with ample space and adequate para-
phernalia for the holding of large simul-
taneous chess and important whist
games, have taken place many notable
matches. In recent years such celebrat-
ed cheas masters as Laskar, Capablanca,
Marshall, and Michelsen have appeared
atrninst the best local talent, and the re- -

suits of these plays have invariably re- -
dounded to the credit of the home club, j

Match teams of whisters from Philadel- -

Xhia. Baltimore, Richmond, and other
cities have always found foemen worthy t

of their steel. The club since its for-
mation has not countenanced the playing
for st:ikes. so bridge whist is not largely
played here, but the greatest of all card
games, duplicate whist, is enthusiasti-
cally followed.

The schedule of the club for the tSMst
contingent includes a fall tournament of
plays one night each week for five weeks.
a similar midwinter tourne just fin-

ished, and a District championship tour-
ney to start April 1 :md to continue for
four Saturday nights. The winners of
this match receive appropriate prizes and
tin honor of being local champions for
the current year. The members are all
handicapped upon the basis of their
scores throughout the year, and prizes
are given in each tourney not only to the
actual net high score winners, but also
for the pair finishing with the high han-
dicap score, thus giving the less skillful
players practically equal chance for one
of the prizes.

Play for Trophy Cnp.
The organization is making great

preparations for the coming annual con-
gress of the Southern Whist Association
to be held in this city under the auspices
of this club in May. The feature event
will be the play for the handsome silver
trophy cup now held by the local club,
whose match team of twelve men not
only won the first leg on it last spring
nt Norfolk, pitted against the best play-
ers of Baltimore, Norfolk, and Richmond,
but have also successfully defended It
this winter in two single challenge
matches, one from Baltimore and one
from Richmond. There will also be open
contests for unattached pairs and for
lady players, conducted after the method
prevailing at the American Whist League
Congress, which meets at Niagara Falls
In July.

For the chess members Mr. Wimsatt,
the chairman of the chess committee,
has mapped out an enterprising list of
chess activities for the season which will
keep the members busy until the warm
weather sets in. Besides the usual club
events, consisting of the Rice gambit
tourney, continuous tourney, and club
championship tourney, a number of
sTieeicil events, such as consultation
matches, intercity matches, and special
exhibitions of various kinds, are in con-
templation and will be announced from
time to time.

This annual tourney, the most Impo-
rtant club event of the season, is now in
progress and has attracted a strong en-
try list. The players include R. F. Lov-el- l,

present champion; L. B. Zapoleon, a
former tri-Sta- te champion; E. B. Adams,
Rice champion, and such well-kno-

players as C. L. Snell and W. R. Pratt.
The play so far indicates a keen compe-
tition for the cups which are offered to
the four highest scorers.

Qnadranarnlar Toaraey.
A new feature has been introduced in

connjation with the clnb tourney which
Is certain to produce some chess of the
most interesting and exciting kind. At
the conclusion of the main tourney there
is to be a quadrangular double-roun- d

contest between the four prise winners
In the championship tourney, the special
prize at stake in this event being the
Wimsatt cup, which is a very handsome
piece of silver plate. The struggle for
the possession of this trophy will bo
doubt produce a memorable series of
games.

The club is desirous of enlarging Its
membership to embrace an devotees of
these games in this locality, and the sec-
retary. Dr. W. H. Merrill, will be glad to
receive the application of any such per-
son for a card of admission extending' to
them the privileges of the dub for a
doited time to permit their becoming ac--
rualned with the farTntVea and alms of
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the organization. The rooms are open
from one year's end te another, and
games of chess or whist are in progress
at most any hour.

The experiment of sending a few of
the pitchers to the Springs was tried by

the Washington management for the
first time last season and worked like a
charm, for when Doc Reisling and others
joined the boys at Norfolk they were in
much better physical condition than the
others and showed it in their work.

CapL McBride will do very little work,
except to limber up his muscles a bit, as
he Is in condition all the year round. His
mission at the Springs is solely to direct
the players and get used to the habit of
managing men and being called "Cap."

The Washington Herald's Hot Springs
correspondent wired last night the fol-

lowing:
Hot Springs. Ark., Feb. 12. The first

cold wave that has visited this resort In

weeks struck the city yesterday, and
compelled a postponement of the ball
game that was to have been played at
Majestic Park this afternoon. The cold
was accompanied by a slight snowstorm,
making the game impossible. Several
Washington players reached here late
Saturday night, among them being George
McBride, shortstop and captain; Clyde
Milan, center fielder; Walter Johnson,
the star twirler of the Nationals; "Ger-
many" Schaefer, and Tom Hughts, the
latter being accompanied by his wife.

All of the men, with the exception of
Hughes, are registered at the Park Ho-
tel. Mr. and Mrs. Hughes have taken
apartments at the Majestic. There will
be no game arranged between the many
players of various clubs until next Sat

urday, when the first game of the sea
son win De played, w asnington players
will take part In this contest, and John-
son may go in the box for a few in-

nings.
Doc Reisling. Doc Gessler.

"Wid" Conroy, and possibly "Dixie"
Walker will arrive. "I look for these
men In by Monday." said Capt. Mc-

Bride, "and the squad will remain in
Hot Springs three weeks."

George Graham, sporting editor of the
Philadelphia North American, tninks it
is doubtful If Walter Johnson is worth a
$7,000 contract to the Washington club.
He says:

Walter Johnson is the speediest pitcher
in the major leagues to-da-y, and Is the
one drawing card of the Washington
team, yet it is doubtful whether he Is
worth the money he demands of the Na-

tionals' owners.
According- to reports from the Capital.

Johnson has been offered $6,000 to pitch
for Washington next season, but refuses
to sign unless he gets $7,000.

If Johnson was really offered $6,000 by
his employers, he should lose no time
getting his signature to a contract, for
no other pitcher in the American League
is receiving that much money.

Coombs and Bender, of the Athletics;
Walsh, of the Sox; Ford, of New York;
Smith, of Boston, and Joss, of Cleveland,
are first-cla- ss pitchers In every respect,
yet not one of them Is receiving $6,000.

Christy Mathewson. in the National
league, is probably the only pitcher in
tne country xo-o- getting more man
$b,000. He is worth every cent New
York pays him, for he personally draws
many times his salary to-Ut- e gate. New
York plays to enormous crowds, and can
afford to pay Matty what he Is worth.

Johnson is unfortunate that he Is not
playing in a rich baseball city, for then
the club owners might be justified in pay-
ing him $7,000. But it is a question
whether any player is worth $7,000 to
Washington, which is satisfied if it
makes a few thousand dollars over ex-

penses. Weekday crowds in Washington
average between 3.000 amd 4,000.

In New York the crowds range from
10.000 to 20,000, according to the showing
of the team. It is therefore a greater
hardship for Washington to pay Johnson
$6,000 than for New York to give Matty
$10,000, if Christy really gets that amount.

Perhaps It would only be equitable if
ball players considered the earning ca-
pacity of their club before they make
such exorbitant salary demands.

Among the gayest of gay lives Is that
of the "bush league" umpires. This Is a
tale of the joys of an umpire's existence,
and of the ways of Southern Justice.

There is a pitcher, Reagan, who now
is in another lcapue. Ue is a spitball
pitcher and a little, tight bundle of nerve
and courage, with a temper that fits the
Reagan exactly.

A season or so ago he was pitching for
Mobile.

"What was that row you had down
there?" was asked.

' Say," he said, "wasn't that the rawest
deal a fellow ever got? Why, do you
know, they threw me into Jail down
thtr, kept me In Jail eight days, and fined
me $125, and wore going to send me to
the turpentine camps."

His voice quivered with. Indignation.
"Wliat did you do?"
"Me? Nothin' at ail. Them Southern-

ers are down m a Northern fellow. If
It hadn't been that the old Judge went
away on his vacation and a young one
took his place I'd have been sent to the
turpentine camp sure to work a year."

"But what did you do?"
"Me? Nothin'. Just had a little run-i- n

with the umpire. Then they dragged ine
oft the field, tried to mob me, and threw
me Into Jail."

His olce quivered again.
"But what did you do? They couldn't

do that for nothing?"
"Say, you don't know them Southerners.

They'll do anything If they get sore on a
Northerner.

"We were playing Gulfport, and I had
them beaten 4 to 3 in the ninth Inning.
There were two out and a man on first
base and two strikes on the batter, so It
looked as If the game was as goed as
over. The batter couldn't hit 6--8 against
my spitball, and he knew it. I broke a
spitball right through the center of the
plate, right across his belt, the most per-
fect strike you ever saw. and that ham
of an umpire called it a hall.

"I didn't say much to him. I Just told
him he was a blank blank, bllnkety blank
robber, and let it go at that Id pitched
that fellow four spttballs, so I pretended
I was going to pitch another, and snot
a fast one right through the middle of
the plate. Say, you ought to have seen
htm hit 1L He hit it almost into the
gulf, clear over to left-fiel- d fence, sent
home a run ahead of him, and beat us
out of the game. I was sore. I turned
to the umpire and said: That goes to
show what blink blank, blankety blink
blank rotten yellow dog of a home um-
pire can da And just for that ha smaah- -

ed me right on the nose. Then the crowd
mobbed me and the police arrested me,
and they kept me In jail, fined me. and
I was lucky to escape going to the tur
pentine camps."

"But what did you do to him?" was
asked.

"Me? Oh, nothin'. Just bit his ear off."

A baseball enthusiast. In commenting
on championship clubs, points out the
fact that almost all the title holders have
liad a star playing the second cushion.

"All the great second basemen of base-
ball have played with winning clubs,"
said the veteran fan, "which proves be-

yond doubt that no hall team can hope to
Win pennants or even make a good show-
ing in the championship race unless It
has an artist of the first magnitude at the
keystune position. Eddie Collins, the
best second baseman in; the game, covers
the bag for the world's champion Ath-
letics and his greatest rival for the sec-
ond base honors, Johnny Evers. looks
after the middlr- - cushion for the Chicago
National League champions. Miller H"ug-Kln- s

is the cleverest and most finished
workman of all tire other second sackers
and that's why I predict a first -- division
berth for the Cardinals this season.

"MeGraw's men fiirure to win the Na-
tional League pennant this year, and if
they do I'll just venture a prediction that
Christy Mathewson and Second Baseman
Larry Doyle will have more to do with
turning the trick for New York than any
other men on the team.

"Detroit had Dutch Schaefer. one of
the smartest players in the game, at sec-
ond hen the Tigers were winning so
many American League flags. Johnny
Miller, the middle-cushio- n man of the

was the second baseman of the old Pitts-
burg champions.

Link Lowe and Joe
Quinn, two mighty clever players, cov-
ered second for the Boston champions.
