Jose Medillon, for four years cashier
at the C'hlspas mine, belonging to the
Pedrazinl Gold and Silver Mining Com-
pany, har raised 150 men and taken
the field as their captain.

While Francisco
Madero, father of tho provisional presi-
dent, and liis brother remain here all
manifestoes othor than those issued from
the field by Madero himself will come
from here. If peace overtures are made
by the Mexican government, they will
have to be made to the Madero contin-
gents here.

The minister will reach here at
7 o'clock and will leave at 7:30 o'clock.
Madero said was no occasion
for him meeting de la Barra, as all the
necessary communications were already
In the hands of Limantour.

WOMEN ASSEMBLE

IN LARGE NUMBERS

Six Thousand Foreign Mis-

sion Workers at Banquet.

New York, March 23 The biggest
gathering of women ever held In this
city crowded the dining-room- s of three
of the largest hotels the Astor, Wal-

dorf, and Plaza and there was
ar overflow In tho Astor roof garden.
There were H,oo) women in all, workers
In foreign mission fields.

Mrs. Charles F. Hoffman, chairman of
the luncheon committee, never suspected
that the affair would reaih such propor-
tions. The Astor was originally engaged
for the luncheon, and then, as the appli-

cations kept coming 'n. the other two
hotels had to be pressed into service.
The speakers were obliged to deliver
their addresses three times, being whirled
from one hotel to the othr, and getting
nothing to eat.

In the Waldorf all the rooms needed to
accommodate the Charity Ball were
crowded. There were 1.900 women at the
tables. In the Astor the grand ballroom
In which the Hudson-Fulto- n banquet
took place, was crowded with 2,000 worn
en. Then the Belvidcre upstairs took
care of 700 or more. The Plaza provided
for the balance. If there had been time
to make arrangements, a fourth hotel
could easily have been used.

The luncheon signalized the completion
of fifty vears of work in foreign fields.
Fifteen religious denominations were
represented, but there was no denomina
tional grouping of tables. Women from
Africa, India, and China were seated
at tho same tables and exchanged experi-
ences. No men were invited to the affair,
but several were admitted to the balconies
They looked longingly at the feast spread
before their eves, and the women took
pity on them and sent them a few
crumbs.

VAUDEVILLE FOR ROYALTY.

Concert Hall Performancca Get High
Recognition.

London. March 29. An unprecedented
feature of the coronaUon year will be
concert hall preformances by royal com-
