Mr. Finley accompanied his an-
nouncement with the first definite
statement from a “captain of in-
dustry” that the high cost of living,
|thc problem which confronted the
nation only a year ago had, in a
measure, solved itself. Ar. Finley
told the men that prices were lower
than they were a vear ago, and that

{the demands of the men were not

to be considered as based on the
conditions that existed when their
effort to obtain increases was in-

augurated.
THE RATE OF PAY.

In the course of his statement Mr,
Finley calied the atiention of the men
to the fact that the rate of pay for
firemen had _ been iIncreased approxi-
mately # pef cent since 180 He told
them that the advance they sought ap-
proximated an increase of T8 per cent
In their present wage, and that the cost
to the company entalled by such an ad-
vance would be more than $HA0W per
annum

“Thie.” said Mr. Finley, “In the pres-
ent state of business, and conaldering the
fact that we are just now entering upon

the dull season of the Bouthern Rail-
way, maken it necessary to deciine the
request.”

belleved that the pistol ashots were
caused by {ndiscriminate shooting by

men along the avenue who were trving
to kill the negro. Cain had no revolver
upon him when captured by Policeman
Eynom.

The megro fought his way northward,
with most fersops close hy getting out
of his way as they saw him swing right
and left with a long knife. Tt was at
Gth street, & block above where the
fight started, that Caln lunged at Carl-
son and thrust the knife through Carl-
eon's shoulder.

MADERO DECLARES
ARMISTICE, PENDING
DIAZ’ RETIREMENT

Suspends Hosfilities for Five Days, While
Conditions of Peace Are Being
Formulated.

INSISTS THAT TERMS BE IN WRITING

Rebel Chief Announces Governors and Cabinet
Ministers, as Agreed Upon by Provisional
Body and the Federal Authorities.

El Paso, May 1T.—The news that Porfirio Diaz had placed in the
hands of the Mexican cabinet his resignation, effective this month, elec-
trified the rebels of Mexico. It was the thing they were waiting for.
The federal government a long time ago agreed to pay all expenses of
the war, grant amnesty to all soldiers of Madero, permit all rebels to
carry their arms home, and had agreed to buy up the big landed estates
and sell them in small acreage to men who would cultivate them; also
to equalize taxation. Lately the federals have agreed to allow Madero
to name three cabinet minjsters out of seven and fourteen governors out
of twenty-seven.

The only thing that remained in the way was the announcement of
the retirement of Diaz. This came to-day, and Madero at once an-
nounced that he would grant a five-day armistice throughout Mexico,
while the conditions for peace were put on paper. Judge Carbajal, rep-
resenting the Mexican government, wired to Mexico City to ask for its
ratification. To-night both federals and rebels alike are awaiting a reply,
but they have no doubt of its coming, inasmuch as the federals are ap-
parently more anxious for peace than the insurrectos just at present.
