Bureaus Have Ability to

Furnish Fire Protection.

BDILDINGS IN DANGER

Laws Ineffective Compared with
Organized "Watchers.

Slay Abandon Compilation of Lairs.
Durean of Mines Haa Prevention
of Conflagrations on Scientific
Basis Statute Futile In Protec-
tion Bnreau of Standards May
Limit Government Buildings.

A plan which calls for the assign--me- nt

of either the Bureau of Mines
or the Bureeau of Standards, or
both, to the task of seeing that the
government's buildings are prop-

erly erected and guarded from the
danger of fires was broached to
the House Committee on Public
Buildings and Grounds yesterday
in a way that may cause abandon-

ment of arrangements of that com-

mittee for the compilation of a gov-

ernment building code.
EXPERTS EXPLAIN.

Two of the country's best authorities
on flro prevention appeared before the
committee and startled its members
with a graphic portrayal of the sim-
plicity of the government's problem.

In a few words they demonstrated
that Uncle Sam has already at hand in
the officials of the Bureau of Mines and
the Bureau of Standards the most ef-

fective fire prevention corps that could
de devised: that. In fact, he already has,
organized and ready, a far more ef-

fective means of safeguarding his pub-
lic buildings than the most complete
set of laws and penalties that could be
devised.

W. H. Merrill, president of the Na-
tional Fire Protectee Association, of
Chicago, and George W. Babb, chairman
of the National Board of Fire Under-
writers, appeared before the Public
Buildings Committee yesterday and
demonstrated that there was little need
of drawing up extensive regulations on
the subject of fire control.

"Place an effecUve bureau or an effec-
tive person in charge of this work." the
gentlemen said, "and you will advance
farther in a year than you i ill ever pro-
gress if j ou Insist upon sitting down and
working out a maze of laws upon the
subject.'

They pointed out that the Bureau of
Mines has a finely equipped corps for the
prevention of fires in mines

wny not extend their services by
statute and make their fire prevention
activities extend to all of the go em
inent buildings?" they said

It was pointed out that with this re-
sponsibility placed on such a bureau it
would not be ery long before clogged
fire escapes were cleared, or rusty water
mains and rotten hose replaced with
agencies serviceable in case of fire,

nnrtnu Is Effective.
"Place the responsibility for fires upon

such a bureau,'1 it was asserted, "and in
short order, statute or no statute, fire
code or no fire code, there would be a
demand for the removal of wooden file
cases, the proper stowage of heaps of
inflammable documents, and the abate-
ment of congested quarters "

It was pointed out by the two fire ex-
perts that the government's Bureau of
Standards was called upon to standard-
ize the weights and measures and various
commodities, therefore this bureau could
accomplish the standardization of the
government buildings.

It was suggested that a fireproof stand-
ard be established and rigidly followed,
and it was asserted that the Bureau of
Standards, with the mere authorization,
could be most successful In enforcing
such a standard

The Committee on Public Buildings and
Grounds, which has been puzzling for
weeks over what should be done to alle-
viate a distressing condition of affairs as
regards to fire safety in the public build-
ings, with the presentation of these ideas
saw a bright light

The members were visibly impressed
with a statement of Charman Babb, of
the National Fire Underwriters, to the
effect that the United tales custom-hous- e

at Bangor, Me . would not havo been sac
rificed to the flames a few weeks ago if
proper precautions had been taken In tp.
gard to supplying the buildln with fire
proof windows. The lack of control over
such a matter, it was demonstrated, re.
suited in the building being left with old.
fashioned windows and therefore It be
came a prey to the flames.

The experts also called attention to the
fact that the House Office Building was
not properly a fireproof structur in
view of the lack of fireprooflng on the
sieei giruers in tne casement.

It was decided yesterday to call the
supervising architect of the Treasury De-
partment before the committee
for the purpose of questioning him as to
the advisability of assigning one of thegovernment bureaus to the task of safe-
guarding tne public buildings.

He
also spoke in glowing terms of the sur-
viving veterans, and their comrades
whose memory they, had come to rever-
ence.

Muslo was furnished for the
ceremonies by a section of the Marine
Band.

No Grave Neglected.
Not a grave In Arlington was so iso-

lated that it was not decorated with
flowers and flags. Throughout the morn.
lng and afternoon the wagons drove up
to the cemetery laden with flowers, which
were distributed over the graves by the
veterans, and private citizens.

At the monument erected to the "un.
known dead," elaborate and solemn cer
emonies were held. Tears were brought
to the eyes of many when the band
played a funeral dirge.

The feature of the morning was the
Grand Army of the Republic parade
along Pennsylvania avenue to the elec
tric cars en route to Arlington. More
than 00 men were in line, some so feeble
and aged they could hardly keep up with
the procession. It was feared some would
succumb to the heat, but no casualties
were reported. That it will not be long
when there will be no veterans was
demonstrated by the scant numbers In
line yesterday.

More than 40,000 graves were decorated
in the twelve cemeteries of Washington.
It seemed that the entire city, humble
and lowly, the right and prominent.
Joined to make the day memorable In
all respects. Pedestrians mingled with
hundreds who went In automobiles and
carriages, and of class distinction there
was none. The noble dead belonged to
rich and poor alike. They died for the
nation.

Four Brothers Honored.

of four brothers, who gave their Uvea
while fighting In the civil war. They
Mere Nathaniel N., John L., Jacob L.,
and Joseph E. McCullough.

The girl choir of the Immaculate Con
ception Church occupied a stand erected
near the Bladensburg entrance, and the
band of Company G was stationed near
by. Fully 3,000 persons witnessed the
Impressive ceremonies.

Former Senator Dick, of Ohio, made
the principal address, taking the place
of former Senator John M. Thurston.
Senator Dick made a strong plea for the
close association of the flag with the
church. He said the flag should be
flown Just below the cross. He was
loudly applauded when he declared:
"That is as high as It ought to go and
as low as It ought to float."

More than one hundred children from
St. Joseph's and Holy Comforter
churches decorated the graves with
wreaths. Including a small American
flag and a bouquet of flowers. Miss Mar-
garet Poole, of the Immaculate Concep-
tion Academy, sang "Cover Them Over
with Beautiful Flowers," with good ef-

fect, and "Lincoln's Gettysburg Address"
was read by Miss Mary F. Crenshaw, of
Tent No. 1, Sons of Veterans.

The services were begun
with the sounding of the assembly by
the Soldiers' Home bugler, which was
followed with Invocation by Rev. E. H.

In the presence of the staff of the
Supreme Council and hundreds of
Masons and invited guests, Grand
Master Richardson will break
ground at 8 o'clock this morning
for the new Masonic Temple to be
erected at Sixteenth and S streets
northwest at a cost of more than a
million and a quarter dollars. The
ceremony will be impressive, and
besides the prominent Masons of
Washington, it is expected notable.
members of the organization from
other cities will be present.

The ceremony will be made after
a prayer by Rev. Dr. William Tay
Ioe Snyder, rector of the Church
of the Incarnation.

Exhibit of Picture.
A picture showing the exterior eleva

tlon of the new building has been on
exhibition in the reception room of the
old Masonic Temple. It Illustrates the
Ionic order of the early Greek period,
which retains. In a measure, the Egyptlon
architecture. Hundreds have 'visited the
old temple to see the picture.

Nothing has been omitted by the archi
tects Elliott Wooas, superintendent of
the United States Capitol, and John Pope,
of New York City to make the new tem
ple, not only the most beautiful, but the
most appropriate In the world, and In
the execution of the work every available
means will be used In the employment
of assistance and material to carry out
these high Ideals, which have been ap
proved by the sovereign grand com-
mander, Mr. Richardson, and the Su-
preme Council of the rite for the South-
ern Jurisdiction of the United States.

The lower story is to be of granite
and the upper portion of a light gray
Indiana limestone. Leading to the main
entrance there will be four flights of
stairs, of three, five, seven, and nine
steps each, in the order of ascent. The
bottom step will be 301 feet feet long.
The main entrance on cither side Will
be seemingly guarded by the statue of
a great Hon, symbolical of strength.

Will Typify Degrees.
The main floor above th6 basement will

contain thirty-thre- e rooms, typifying the
thirty-thre- e degrees of Masonry, and In-

tended also for the use of each of the
sovereign Inspector generals of the Su-
preme Council of the various States, of
which there are thirty-thre- comprising
the Southern JurisdicUon of the rite.

The third story of the building will be
entirely given up to the cathedral, a
chamber seventy-fiv- e feet square and
seventy-fiv- e feet high, surmounted with
a lofty dome.

The work is being carried out under the
authority and direction of Sovereign
urana commander Richardson, who has
been given the utmost freedom In the
selection of designs, material, and the
necessary assistants.

Although the exercises connected with
tne Dreaxing or tne gorund win be simple
and informal, at the laying of the corner
stone In October next, during the session
of the Supreme Council, the ceremonies
will be cf the most Imposing nature, the
President of the United States having
promised to officiate.

Upon the
introduction of Freemasonry In Virginia
George Washington became a member of
the order.
