It i= plain to be seen that thls state
of affairs wa&a not fair to the other
teams or members of the teams that
the profesnionals joined. After playing
nll seamon with a team ang just getting
in reach of the big end of the season,
to have & man who ‘has been playing
Pr 1 ball all » come and
take your place is pretty tough. So
the commission las dons the right
thing by adopting this rule If they
snly stick to IL

When the players who are canned =t
{he last minute return and find that
they cmnnot play in the amaleur
leagues, a big howl s polug up and
then something will be done. Whether
the commiseion will stick to its ruling
or not is & matter of conjecture at the
present time. but 1t is more than likely
that a way out of the difficulty will be
found for our returning stars

Maybe the commission will stand pat.
and If It doea, a mighty wall Is golng
up from manogers and players. They
nll want to win the pennant, and forget
that they helped to make this rule be-
fore the real start of the season.

Taken all in all, the rule is the best
thing for the betterment of amateur
ball in Washington. Now no player
who s not registereq by Jume 1 can
play in the years to come, and in this
way the professionals will gradually
be weoded out of the amateur ranks.
If the pros want to return home and
lay ball, let them start o semi-pro
eague of thelr own and keep away
from the amateur situation. That is
the only logical solution of the mat-
ter.
