DEMOCRACY BROWN'S TOPIC

Commissioner of Education Pictures
GlorlouH Feature for Young; Men-Orat- ions

Delivered by Roy Llnney
Denl and Paul Earl Bradley near
Admiral Stockton Presides.

At the ninetieth annual commencement
of George Washington University, in the
Belasco Theater yesterday morning, near-
ly 1,000 students were sent from scholas-
tic shades Into the world's hurly-burl- y

Dr. Elmer Ellsworth Brown, United
States Commissioner of Education, was
the chief speaker, and Roy Llnney Deal
and Paul Earl Bradley were the two
student orators.

Commissioner Brown declared the form
of democracy In the United States is
changing, and that American universities
are also passing through a transitional
stage. His subject was: "What are
American colleges going to do for our
American democracy?" and he answered
his own question by showing what a
glorious future was promised by the
union of scholasticism and democratic
Ideals.

Talks on Monopolies.
Roy Llnney Dal took for his subject

the future of monopolies. He declared
that while Standard OH and American
Tobacco companies may reorganize in
such manner as to comply with the law,
no one believes they will lose their con-

trol over the markets they have built up.
Production by combination, he said, had
come to stay, and the only remedy for
conditions certain to be brought about
will be governmental control.

Paul Earl Bradley, devoted his oration
to a philosophical discussion of Ameri-
can Ideals In education. He showed the
relation of the unUersity to American
social and economic development. He
paid a tribute to Andrew Carnegie, and
declared the United States ialeading the
world in the cause of peace.
