Accountant Engaged.
Chairman Johnson "has practically

.closed negotiations wfth an
man to serve the subcommittee as ac-

countant. The salary question was d

by a telegram Friday night, and
only the settlement of several minor con-

siderations now stands in the way. The
man. whose name Mr. Johnson refuses
to divulge, will be In Washington short-
ly for a conference, and probably will
start work at once.

On this accountant will fall the larger
Tiart of the preliminary work. The first
znove on the part of the subcommittee
Will be by way of investigating the tax
assessments alid collections. For this
part of the probe the evidence upon which
the committee expects to start work will
be obtained by the accountant, who will
spend his time In comparisons of District
and private records of assessments, com- -

raising measures.

CONGRESS ASKED TO

IHYESTIGATE ARMY

.Representative Kahn Intro-
duces Joint Eesojution.

Coming directly on the, heels ypf the
War Department reforms proposed ,by
Chairman Hay, of the House Committee
on Military Affairs, and the investigation
Into the relative merits or the divisional
headquarters and departmental methods
of administration, which the Senate Com-

mittee on Military Aftalrsbas been direct-
ed to make, a resolution, calling for a
sweeping Investigation of the entire
army, was introduced yesterday by Rep-
resentative Julius Kahn. of California.

Mr. Kahn'a joint resolution proposes
that a commission, composed of five mem-
bers each from the House and Senate
Military committees, be appointed to in-

stitute and carry forward an investiga-
tion of the military establishment and its
organization, proportions, strength, dis-
tribution, maintenance, and administra-
tion, and generally into all other mat
ters that may be necessary to reach con-
clusions as to the cause of the Inefficiency
and extravagance, if found, to exist, and
to suggest remedial measures.

The five Senators on the Investigating
committee are to be selected by the chair-
man of the Senate Military Committee
and the five House members by the House
Military Affairs chairman.

The Joint committee is empowered by
the Kahn resolution to sit in any place,
visit the maneuver mobilization camp at
San Antonio, and to call upon the War
Department for any and all papers and
documents essential to the Inquiry.

The committee must report, the reso-
lution prescribes, at the regular session
of Congress beginning in nevt Decem
ber. The sum of $5,000 is appropriated
to defray the expenses of the investiga
tion.

BIG PENSION BILL

MAY COME TO YOTE

Not Enthusiastic
Oyer Prospect

The Democratic steam roller was cut
of commission yesterday, and as a result
the majority party in the House will
probably have to vote on the
Anderson pension bill. The Anderson bill
is a duplicate of the SuIIoway measure
jammed through the House by Repub-
lican and Democratic votes In the last
session, which proposes to add nearly
450,000,000 to the annual disbursements
of the government for civil war pen-
sions.

Throughout the present special session
the Democrats have managed to dodge a
vote on this big pension bill, which Is
on the committee discharge calendar and
in order for action on the first and
third Mondays 'of each month. Hereto-
fore the House Democrats have been
able, with their large majority, to force
an adjournment over fro-- n Saturday until
Tuesday whenever the pension bill hap-
pened to be In order on the Intervening
Monday. But Representative Underwood,
of Alabama, the majority floor leader;
discovered yesterday afternoon, to his
sorrow, that he didn't have a sufficient
number of his following in town to try
any tricks of this sort, and decided to
let things take their course.
It is Mr. Underwood's hope, however,

that by noon when the
House meets, the Democratic strength
Will be recruited sufficiently to enable
him to force an immediate adjournment.
If he Isn't able to do this, then the
Democrats must take their, medicine and

There is no question that the Demo-

crats will split wide open If the bill
comes to a vote. Northern and Western
Democrats' must vote for the bill, and
Southern. Democrats must "not. All of
them would prefer to evade if
possible

Artis't Rosenthal Will Be

Final Witness.

IAIIY SEP0&T-- IS EXPECTED

Subcommittee Investigative Expend-
itures Ib tie State 'Department
May Make Report to. Cover Probe
te Date la Order to Get Campaign
Material Before Voters.

A final appearance Tuesday or Wednes-
day of Artist Albert Rosenthal, the ar-ti-sr

who painted the portrait of Justice
Day, former Secretary of State, befor
the House subcommittee investigating ex-
penditures in the State Department, will
close tho committee's probe Into that
incident. It Is probable that,, following
Mr. Rosenthal's testimony, tho subcom-
mittee will make a report of Its findings
to that time to the full committee, which
may, In turn, report to tho House. This
will not mark the termination of the
committee's probing, however.

It Is understood this action is desired
"by some members of the subcommittee
as a means of getting a lot of good Dem-
ocratic campaign material into the Con-
gressional Record and before the eyes,
of the voters. Such action has not defi-
nitely been decided upon, but It is known
that at least one of the threo members
comprising the subcommittee is in favor
of such a course. Chairman Hamlin re-
fused yesterday to commit nimself on the
subject.

laclade Three Cases.
The report if made will include the

findings in. the Dr .Hollander, Day
voucher, and Hale appointment cases.

The Hollander incident hung on the ad
mission by the latter that, while serv
ing as fiscal agent for the United States
in the matter of the Dominican
treaty, a service for which he received
$12,000 from this government, he also re-
ceived JlCO.OpO from the Santo Domingo
government. Dr. Hollander testified be
fore the committee that this double re-
muneration was sanctioned by the State
Department at the time This the State
Department officials vigorously denied
asserting they had no knowledge of any
money received by Dr. Hollander for
his services other than that paid him
by this government.

The Day voucher case, which has been
the most sensational et stirred up by
the committee, Involved the drawing of

voucher by tho State Department for
$2.50 from the emergency fund of the
department, ostensibly for the purpose of
paying Albert Rosenthal, an artist, for
his portrait of William R. Day, formerly
Secretary of State. Subsequent develop
ments showed not only that Rosenthal
received only $850 for his work, but tnat
a number of decidedly irregular methods
were employed in obscuring the use of
the remaining $1,500.

Hale Appointment Case.
The Hale case, which was settled, as

far as the committee was able to settle
it. In a few days. Involved the employ-
ment of Frederick Hale, son of former
Senator Eugene Hale, of Maine, by the
State Department for work in connec-
tion with the Canadian boundary com-
mission. For"Mr. Hale's services a spe-
cial addition was made by the State De-
partment to the estimates sent In for the
following year's work by Dr. O. H.

$5,000 for his services.

NAVY DEPARTMENT

CHARGES

Committee Will Probe Con-

ditions at Local Yard.

- Believing that recent disclosures de-

mand a prompt conclusion of the investi-
gation and remedial action by Congress,
the committee on expenditures in the
Navy Department, which has been prob
ing into conditions at the Washington
Navy Tard, will hold a "snort meeting to
morrow morning before the House is
called together at noon. In view of the
threatened debate on the pension bill,
other committees have arranged not to
meet before Tuesday at the earliest

.Following testimony before tho commit-ffe- e

Friday: in which J. W, Lucas and J.
B. Sims, the Navy Department yester-
day Issued a detailed denial of all charges

referred by the witnesses.
The statement says Lucas was former

ly a bookkeeper at the yard, who, after
having been tried in numerous positions,
was demoted, and subsequently resigned.
Sims, according to the department, has
been suspended on a number of occa-si6-

for intoxication and the use of
drugs, and has been kept on the pay roll
only because e entreaties of friends.

Paymaster Merriam, wnom uie wit-
nesses on Friday charged with having a
motor boat constructed In the yard of
government naterial and by government
labor, refused to discuss his case yes-

terday. He will testify before the com-

mittee however, and deny the
charge.

The Navy Department's statement as-

serts that the motor boat in question
was constructed outside before "Paymas-
ter Merriam was stationed at the yard,
and that on it, which were
tnade In the yard and with government
material, were covered by a $20 deposit
left by Merriam with the commandant

The statement also denies that any
shortage exists in the accounts of tho
yard. On this point the statement says:

"JVs for an alleged aenciency ot
In Rnmn rfprtrieal material, there was no

("shortage whatever. Certain storest which
were outside of the general siorenouse
and under the charge of the captain of
the yard, were drawn out from time to
time and a proper record kept. When
this was discovered by the general store-
keeper, stub requisitions covering all ma-

terials were obtained from the different
departments' and charged to the proper
appropriations. This was last July."

"Persia, the land of tho nightingale
and the rose," was his topic, and he told
of its manifold beauties, its snow-capp-

mountains and its silvery lakes, its tur-
quoise mines, and the magical Persian
Gulf.

in its applause ,

"I can assure the people of the United
States that Persia is well worth thelr
attentlon," he declared "We have a
beautiful land, which supports 15,000,000

of people, and In area Is fully one-fif-

as large as this nation We are not de-
cadent, and are really ready to welcome
whatever of value the modern world of
Europe and America can gho us.

"In reaching our ast resources, we
have only 600 miles of railroad. I hae
seen coal selling at 120 a ton in Teheran,
although our coal mines are the wonder
of Asia .Minor. If we had a, real rail-

road system, .coal would sell at $2 a ton
in the capital. Our cotton Is the best
in the world, and sells at a higher price
than any other."
