. LIKE ITALIAN CITY

Bright Colors and Medieval
Picturesqueness Seen.

EIGHT MLUOHS OF PEOPLE

More Sarr San Rise Than Probably
Bt Before In England's History.
Croirda ly Undergo
Fntlrne Hero' Worshiping Seen
In Its Most Frononnoed Form.

London, June 22. Never has the modern
'world seen a nobler sight.

Never did the ancient world have such
a crowning.

Purple and gold and crimson every-
where, people In bright colors massed In
a happy moving drama, panorama ot
the empire. Apart from mere display of
gathered forces, here Is the most won-
derful alliance of nations saluting a flag,
making a. king, celebrating one principle
of government, giving the head of the race
and of all governments of the empire his
commission, formally declaring him to all

as their chosen liege lord and
leader, the one constant element In the
ohanges which pass over commonwealths
and which trouble the path of govern-
ment

London, west and south, north and
east, looks like an Italian city, a very
beautiful and shaded Italian city, with
Its canopied seats covering the fronts
of the great buildings and the lesser
structures too.

Air of Mystery.
It has an air of mystery and romance

of almost roedleal picturesqueness.
Harold the Saxon, Alfred the Briton,

Renglst Horsa the Dane, or Richard
Coeur de Lion, with all the knights that
eer set out to rescue the Holy Sepuicher
or sported at Elizabeth's court, would
have been In place In thlj, picture. This
scheme of decoration Is a city trans-
formed, full of iltal being, gay In a new
'nay, a panorama In which millions of
people move.

Eight millions of people slept In Lon-
don last night, and probably moro peo-
ple saw the sun rise here this morning
than ever did before In all the United
Kingdom. And the solid gates, put up at
internals, where the pressure of the
crowds was likely to be greatest, to aid
the police, add to the ancient and roman- -

tic character of this strange transformed
capital of the empire.

Such crowds neer underwent so much
fatigue. With greater good humor, or-
der and pride in being Britishers were
the dominant characteristics of the, con-
course of men and nations.

Hero Worshiping There.
And such hero worshiping, too.

Roberts, and Kitchener, the
masterful and supreme In command, were
Bwept away by the shouting and the hur-
rahs They were part of the majesty
of the King, of the people's King.

The people's King! His powers not
dependent upon the fluctuations of
things, not even on himself. He is not
the Individual, exercising his pleasure
and giving- his pleasure Its liberty. He

f is crystal of the nation's elements. His
majesty is the epitome pf the history he
represents, he Is tradition, custom,
power, progress, race, the composite
man, its splendor as we saw him
on his throne in his robe of shimmer-
ing gold and the imperial crown shin-
ing with precious stones and the scep-
ter and orb In his hand.

The rainbow scene in the Abbey and
In the streets only expressed the com
xnand of the British people over re-
sources, conization, dignity, refine-
ment, and charm een more than thf
gorgeousness which marked this whole
ceremony

Xo other country could have produced
so magnificent a scene a congcrle of na-
tions one In heart. In purpose. In affiance,
with eje1" cnlUened by a wonderfulheri-tag- e.

Tfo Dylnir Monarchy.
No sign here or a decadent people or

a dying monarchy. Standing at the bar
of the House of Lords when King Edward
opened the first Parliament of the pres-
ent administration, one of the Labor
members, watching the proud nobility
of the scene, said this will take a lot of
moving.

If there were any revolutionists or an
archists or republicans In myr
lads who watched the King and the
captains, they, too, must have said,
"This win take a lot of moving."

Sixty princes and princesses, besides
those of the blood rojal, of whom
there were at least twenty-flv- passed
from the palace of the King to that an
dent site where Edward the Confessor
built an altar nearly 1,000 years ago, ded
lcated to the consecration of kings, and
where the people have come to elect and
crown their King since Harold the
Saxon lay prone before It in January,
1066

Within the memory of people still liv
ing, four sovereigns have been crowned
In this abbey, and scenes of majesty have
satisfied the eyes of those who love their
fatherland and are nappy In Its great-
ness.

Outshines Them All.
But splendors were many times

greater than those which went before.
I was at the coronation of Edward the
Peacemaker. I saw the crown placed
upon his head by Richard Templar,
Archbishop of Canterbury; I heard the
oath of allegiance sworn by the Prince
of Wales, now head of the British na-

tions, while all around blazed the gjory
of peace whose history moved through a
pageantry which successive generations
had embalmed in rubric ritual.

On that August day of 1902 London was
aflame with rejoicing and Its buildings
were richly decorated, but the crowning
of 1911 was marked by a magnificence, by
an artlstlo beauty which far outshines
the happy display of that other time.

Hero to-d- are envoys from a score of
friendly lands, speaking for their na-
tions, bringing good wishes to the throne
of EnglaDd, against which all tides and
time and fortune wash in vain. Here, too.
at this sealing are the spokesmen from
the governments of all the people and
nations of our empire.

Watch Klnjr Take Oath.
When Queen "Vlotorla was crowned

these spokesmen, these men of mark and
power In he new lands. Toad no placed
but y, as In 1902, they watched their
IClng and Emperor take his solemn oath
"to govern the peple of this United
Kingdom of Great Britain, Ireland, and
the dominion thereto belonging, accord-
ing to the statutes In Parliament agreed
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on, and the respective laws and customs
of the same."

They saw him wearing his cap of crim-
son velvet, supported by Lord Beau-cham-p,

Lord Roberts, and Lord Kitchen-
er, and the lords who carry the swords;
the Bishop of Durham, Bishop of Bath
and Wells, and the lord great chamber-
lain, preceded by the sword of state, go
to the altar and there lay his light hand
on the Bible and say: "The things which
I have here before promised I will per
form and keep, so help me God."

When they heard the "Vivatl" of the
choir and saw these over

sea members of the empire, the princes
of the blood royal and all the peers put
off the coronets and pronounce .their
words of homage, the first of every or
der of the peers ascending the throne
and touching the crown upon George's
head and kissing his cheek, thus mutely
promising to support his dynasty, there
could have been none from the farthest
Isle where our flag flies whose heart did
not throb with admiring, loyal sym
pathy.

Proud of Tonne Prlnoe.
As they saw the young Prince of

Wales, so like his father as I remember
him twenty-flv- e years ago, on his knees,
dofflng his coronet, and as the King's
"liege man of life and limb" swear to
live and die for him "against all manner
of folks," so young, so simple, so gentle.
with radiant sincerity and high feeling
shining In his face, the eyes of the thou
sands who had never seen him before
were made hopeful and glad. Father and
mother and son. King, Queen, and prince,
these three expressed by their
sober, gracious, natural mien the charac-ter--

the British race virtues.
It is no wonder that from Buckingham

Palace to the broad sanctuary and inside
the sacred edifice, where through so many
generations princes and people have
sought for Inspiration to do "the things
that be right," and all the way back up
Whitehall, through PaU Mall, up St.
James street, along Piccadilly and down
Constitution Hill to their home again,
there should have been one long plaudit,
one endless cry, "God save the King."
It was endless; It was sincere.
George represents an Ideal dally be-

coming vivid and convincing, more prac-
tical and attainable. He stands for-- the
empire, for Its unity. Its stability, its
organlzalon as power. That
was apparent in the abbey and
outside.

Yonns Royalty Charming;.
Nothing got to the hearts of the peo

ple in the streets more than the charms
of the children of the King as they drove
to the Abbey. And Inside the Abbey a
thrill of warm religion ran through all
hearts as the young princes and their
slater Mary, Tier long robe carried be-
hind her, yet with her dress scarcely
to her ankles, passed up the long aisle
to their places, and as they were waiting
for the King to pass out to the west
door again they stood together by the
Prince of Wales and whispered to him
in childlike confidence.

The applause that greeted the chil-
dren was deafening and was only sur-
passed by that which greeted King
George and Queen Mary. It is singular
that next to the children of the King
the children of the German Emperor,
the crown prince and his young, pretty
consort, were the most popular, with the
public

In view of the many years of
doubtful regard, this outburst of y

was most slgnucant and satisfying.

dressed as a naval cadet and the two
little princess in Scotch garb.

The Duke of Connaught made a sepa-
rate arrival. He bowed low to his young
grand-nephe- the Prince of Wales,
who rose-- and returned the bow, as he
did henceforth to all who passed him.
The Duke ot Connaught sat on a chair
to the right of. the Prince of Wales.

Klasr and Queen Arrive.
At 10:4o'o,clock the abbey music ceased.

A clash of bells, a roll of drums, and a
fanfare of trumpets without "were heard,
and then ancxpectant hush fell on the
great congregation. Romantic tension
held Its 'every .hour. Then slowly, very
slowly, the Queen's procession advanced
up the aisle. Heralded by a psalm .and
preceded- - by the clergy and great om
cers of her household, the bearers otJ
her regalia, and many of the noblest of
her husband's subjects, she passed along
an obelsant .avenue of princes, lonls,
and ambassadors. The bishops of Lon-
don and Oxford suported her on either
side, and six .daughters of earls bore
her train, on which were worked em
blems of evey portion of the British em-
pire.

"Vlvat Maria Beglna!' thrice repeated
by the clamant voices of the Westminster
schoolboys broke the silence. It was fol-
lowed by "Vlvat! Vlvat! Vlvat:" louder
still. To the stralns'Of the. anthem "Oh,
Pray for Peace" the Queen crossed from
the north chancel to a seat in the south
in front of the royal box and knelt In
prayer. Then silence fell again, to be
broken by a second roll of drums and a
fanfare of trumpets. The King was com-
ing.

Georsre Hailed King;.
The King was pale but calm, looking

neither to the left nor to the right, as
one In a- - dream. "Vlvat Georgius Rex
et Imperator, Vlvat! Vlvat! Vlvat!"
came a. chorus thrice from
the boys. Entering the chancel from the
south side, the Klgg halted before, the
Queen, who stood behind the faldstool.
Husband and wife looked for a moment
Into each other's eyes, and then, after the
exchange of a grave bow, the King pass-
ed to his own chair, beyond the Queen's,
and both knelt In prayer.

The picture In the abbey was now
complete. The King and Queen in the
center of a crescent, composed of great
ecclesiastical, knightly, and noble dig-
nitaries,, stood before the congregation,
which was their realm in microcosm.
The King next advanced to the center
of the chancel and stood before St. Ed-
ward's coronation chair for the recog-
nition. Turning to the south, west, and
north, the- - Archbishop of Canterbury
three-tim- es proclaimed George the un-
doubted King. The King turned in the
same direction to hear the congregation
thunder the response, "God save King
George."

Then two. bishops, kneeling at & fald-
stool, which was placed In the center,
sang the Litany. This was followed by
the first part of the communion service,
the gospel, and the Nicene Creed, the
King and Queen and their company turn
ing to the eastward

Sermon by Archbishop.
The Archbishop of Tork then preached

a sermon from the text: "I am among
you as He that serveth." In an address
of eight minutes, the archbishop em-
phasized the sovereignty of the service.

xnese portions oi me service, tnougn
they may seem dull In description, were
not so In reality. Each entailed some
fresh breaking up of picturesque groups.
some piece of stately or symbollo action.
No greater official moved without the
ceremonious attendance of others.

During the litany and communion serv
ice the King was bareheaded. During
the sermon he wore the crimson ermine
cap of maintenance. The scent was ever
changing, ever fresh.

The Archbishop of Canterbury next
advanced to the seated King and asked:

"Sir, Is your majesty willing to take
the oath?"

"I am wining," replied the King in
low, but distinct tones.

After taking the oath and klsslnr the
Bible, his majesty moved to the great
coronation chair of King Edward and
was there anointed on the crown of his
head, his breast, palms, and both hands,
as has been the usage ot English kings
for a thousand years. During the anoint
ing four Knights of the Garter held the
gold colored silken canopy behind the
chair, but not over the King.

Kneels for Blessing;.
After the anointing the king knelt for

the blessing. Then he stood to be In-

vested with the colomblum slndonls, the
supertunica, and the girdle. Then, sit
ting in the great chair, the King looked
as though he were clad In solid gold
armor as the spurs and Bwords were
presented. After rising, the King unglrt
the Bword and offered It, scabbard ed,
at the altar, thus dedicating It to the
service of God. He then handed it to one
of the Knights of the Garterr who un
sheathed It and the naked sword of Jus
tice remained exposed till the close of
the ceremony. i

Th Imperial mantle, or cape of gold,
flowing to the ground, was then laid on
the King's shoulders. The orb from the
altar was nlacert In his band and then
replaced on the oJtar and the royal
scepter, wiw we great uuwnan aiomona
flashing fire, was placed In his right
hand and the scepter, with (the dove in
the left hand.

Thus the King walked to the throne on
a raised dais, where the Archbishop of
uanterDury crowned nun. it was tne
supreme moment. "God saye the King,"
poured out thousands bf voices in the
abbey, while outside at Hyde Park, the
Tower of London and Windsor' forty-on-e

guns thundered a salute, which echoed
around world, for by arrangement
the same salu.ta'was ilred throughout the
kingdom and the dominions. How far
flung-- was the line of fids regal salute
can best be gathered by the various
times 'colneldter wKh m. In Lon-
don; In 2few Zealand it was J:ll a, m.,

at Vancouver. British 'Co
lumbia, 43fLto-r- ; at Calcutta; 6:25" to-
night, and at Jamaica, 7:25 this morning.

Crovraed la St. K&vmrd'a Chair.
As the crown was placed on the King's

head the peers "simultaneously placed,
theirs on. Hla majesty was' crowned in
St. Edward's chair. After'wearing it for
a minute the Xte? removed the crown
and replaced it wHh a lesser one. Then,
carrying the scepter, he 'walked east to
the throne en the Sals, Hn which he
was placed by the archblahops, bishops,
and peers.

Next followed, the "ptetureeauely sym
bolical ceremetiy of .homage. The Pri&ee
pf Wales first advaaeed. deffed Tils coronet

gentlemen bore a canopy behind her, and
they were followed by four duchesses.
As the Queen walked east from the altar
to take her seat on the throne to the
Ring's left, but two steps lower on the
dais, the King aroze, holding a scepter
in either hand. With tho scepter In her
Tight hand, the Queen walked slowly and
stately. Six white clad train-beare- held
her train and apparently took oft all
the weight from close up to the shoulders
to the very end of Its eighteen feet of
magnificence. But as her majesty as-

cended the three shallow steps to the
throne the enormous weight with which
the train and gown pressed upon her could
be seen. She went up like a little child,
slowly and getting both feet on the same
step before ascending ,the next one.

Their majesties then desctnded from
the dais ahd advanced, attended by a
glittering throng astbefore, to the altar,
where thfy .handed over the scepters and
crowns and made obligations according
to the ritual in the service. They then
partook of holy communion. The full
ritual was then completed. The choir
sang the "Gloria' and the Archbishop
of Canterbury pronounced the benedic-
tion. The choir sang the "Te Deum."

Alliance to Altnr.
Meanwhile their majesties, who had re-

seated themselves on their thrones, de-

scended and advanced again to the altar.
They passed by different doors Into St.
Edward's Chapel, the regalia which had
been lying on the altar being returned
to their former bearers. Standing before
the altar of the chapel, the King delivered
tho scepter and dove to the archbishop,
who then laid It on the altar.

The King was then robed In purple vel-

vet, and with the crown on his head, the
orb In his left hand and the scepter and
cross in his right, the Queen carrying
both scepters,, passed through the choir
attended as on the entrance, but with the
order of procession reersed. The band
played and the choir sang the national
anthem as-- their majesties proceeded tp
the west entrance to go forth to the en-
thusiastic plaudits of their people.

So with prayer and benediction the
ceremonial was performed

of the crowning and sacrlng of a King
who holds office "By God's Ordinance"
as the head of both church and state.

A dinner party at Buckingham Palace
closed the sovereigns' eventful day. It
was a quiet affair compared with tho
state banquets earlier in the week. The
guests were the members of foreign
royal families who are actually staying
at Buckingham Palace, Including the
nearer relatives of the King and Queen
Forty covers were laid

Some Come by Boat.
A mild revival of the use of the

Thames as a fashionable waterway was
an Incident of the early day. The Duke
of 'Norfolk, the earl marshal, conceived
the) idea of enabling the peers and peer
esses living In the Chelsea district to
travej by the river to the abbey, not In
a gloriously bedecked barge propelled by
banks of oars In the hands of lherled
boatmen, which was a medieval feature
of the river, but in a steamboat such as
plies from pier to pier to pick up penny
fares.

The experiment might have been suc
cessful In windless sunshine, but the
gale .played havoc with the coro
nets, ermine, crimson robes, tiaras, and
tresses of the 200 peers and peeresses
who availed themselves of the oppor
tunity, to the huge delight of thousands
of Irreverent rUerslde onlookers who
watched the frantic attempts of the voy-
agers to preserve their fineries until
they were driven in exasperation to the
stuffy cabin below.

Field Marshal Lord Kitchener nearly
lost his bedlamonded insignia while rid
ing in the procession. It became
drenched and dropped from his breast
Into his riding boot. He was unaware
of this until near the end of the cere
mony in the abbey, when he felt 'a
pricking in his leg.

Queen Alexandra attended tne corona
tion service at Sandrlngham. Otherwise
she took no part In the coronation pub-

licly.
The court officials authorize the state-

ment that the King and Queen did not
suffer from undue fatigue after the long
ceremonial. They were delighted with
their popular reception in the streets.

STABLES DECISION

PAYORS DISTRICT

Justice Stafford Dismisses
Temporary Injunction.

In spite of the protest made by resi-

dents In the neighborhood where the new
street cleaning department stables will
be built. Justice Stafford, in Equity Court
No. 1, jesterday sustained the District
government In its contention that It is
authorized by Congress to build stables
Instead of adding to the old ones in the
alley between Ninth and Tenth and N
and O streets northwest.

Residents of Southeast Washington in
the vicinity of the square bounded by
Thirteenth and Fourteenth, E and G
streets, sought an Injunction to prevent
the erection of the stables. Justice Staf-
ford granted a temporary Injunction last
week, but dissolved It yesterday after
giving the District a hearing.

The District already has entered Into
negotiations for the purchase of land in
the southeast square. Assistant Corpora-
tion Counsel Stephens represented the
District.

GIVING CHILDREN

PERMITS TO WORK

Closing of Schools .Responsi-

ble for Bequests.

An unusually large number of applica-
tions for permission for children to work
during the summer months is being re-

ceived by the child labor office of the
public schools.

Children fourteen to sixteen years of age
are granted permission to work under the
eight-ho- law, with certain restrictions
and conditions, such as a certificate from
Health Officer Woodward; children
twelve years of age and over are allowed
to sell newspapers In the streets If they
fulfill all tho legal requirements.
