Consplracy to Defrnud Indian Al-
lotters Alleged—Timber Cutting
Contracts Basis of New Charges.
Commissioner of Indian Afairs
Agreed with Comtrmctar.

Joseph R. Farr, formeriy general su-
perintendent of logging In the Indlan
Service. who recently wsued Robert G.
Valentine, Commissionsr of Indlan Af-
fairs, for slmnder and Nbel, and subse-
quently wrote an open lotter to the Bec-
retary of the Interior, has filed with the
Senate and House Committees on Indian
Affaira =pecific charges of wrongdoing
>n the part of Commissioner Valentine
aind othar afficials of the Indian OfMce

It .in evident from Mr. Farr's course
thal he Iz determined to force an in-
vestigution, mund that having made

charges to the Becretary of the Interlor
which have besn Ignored for three
months, as related in Farr's open letter
published August 4 he pow (ntends that
Congress shall have all the facts, and
that the long-drawn-out course of con-
duct in the Wiley casp shall not be re-
peated in this
Consplracy Charged.

His letter to the Congressional com-
mittess is as follows:

Indinns' Rights Forgotten.
‘Bubsequently, however, the sald R
i nl and the sald C. F. Hauke
caused o stipulation to be entered [nto

IL 1511, by represontatives of the
Indian Office wi the sald Flambeau
Lumbwr Company, whereby the Indlan
Uffice mgreed not to enforee rights of the

sald Indizn a een  under thelr said
contracts, whi wern clearly enforeible
and whichk it was the duty of the Com-
missloner of Indian Affalrs to enforce,
and for the compiete enforcement of
which the agreement which 1 negotiated

with the Flambeau Lumber Company on
March 15, 1851, and which the said Valen-

tine refused to approve, fully provided
These controcta coversd the sale of
all the merchantable timber of the species
named, and required the cantractor to
remove It. 80 ax to prevent any de-
teriorution. The record shows that a
onsfdernble amount of hardwood and
miock has not beesy cut. and that a
ronsiderable portion has  besn burned
since the contracts were entered Into,
w b¥ reamon of the consequent de-
terforation. would not at this time be
merchantable, but which, unden the

terms of the contracts, the contractor i
bound to pay for as merchantahie tim-
ber, for the reason thuat |t was his duty

to remove it prior to its deterioration.
Deatrable Timber Cui.
‘In his operations, the contractor has

sirendy rut the more desirable timber in
quality and location, and the timber now
in guestion consiste for the most part
of inferjor wspecies, In  comparmtively
small amounts,, scattered nll over the
reservatlon, suome of which would pot
now be merchantable by reason of hav-
Ing besn burned over and pot promptly
logged thereafter. but all of which the
ontractor |8 bound by the contracts in
nay for, although on account of the con-
iitlons above stated 1t would be very
much more expensive for him to log
than the timber which he has nlready
vut with great profit, and, In faot, In
certnin instances, if held to his contract,
he would prefer to pay for the timber
and leave It atanding rather than log It

And, ms to this last, It may be =said
that it would not be unfair to reguire
him to do so, for the reason that he

we already made a handsome profit out
if the timber previcaly cut to great ad-
mnage by disregarding the timber In
juestion.

STRAUS DELEGATE
TOHEALTH CONGRESS

Sails for Berlin with Letter
from Secretary Knox.

Nathan Straus salled Saturday from
New York to attend the third interna-
tinnal congress for the protection of fn-
fants as the official dulegate from the
lJd nited States under appointment by the
Htate Department. The congress con-
venes September 11 in Berlln, and will
act upon a resolution passed at the last
congress at Hrussels, |n which repre-
sentatives from thirty-three nationa put
themselves on record as unanlm
advising the bolling. sterilizing, or pas-
teurizing of milk as food for infants

Mr. Straus will report to the congress
the progress that has been made in re-
cent years in the United States in this
matter, and will rend his paper, *“Twenty
years' practicil cxparience In pasteuriz-
ing and modifying milk for infant feed-
ing."” He bears with him a letter of
indorsement and iastructions from Sec-
retary Knox. This letter mays in part:

It is desired to have you communioate
to the congress the resulls reached by
the experts of the public health servige
of the Departmeat of Agriculture and
apprise tha delegates of other nations of
the measures undertaken in this country
to protect life and to commend those
methods to thelr people

“It s further desired that you report
to the department the remults of the
congress, s=pecially with a view of giv-
ing the country the benefit of the assem-
bled experience of the delegates of the
variows countriesa.”
