Commendation of the plan of celebrating the centennial anniversary

of the treaty of peace with Great Britain in 1815 along with the open-

ing of the Panama Canal in 1915, as proposed by The Washington

Herald, is both hearty and universal. Many see in it the link that was

missing to give the Panama Canal celebration the touch of international

interest that was needed to perfect the original programme, and the

element of local history that attaches to the plan is especially com-

mended by public men throughout the city.

"Nothing seems to have caught the
humor of the people of Washington with
equal force as the suggestion made by
The Washington Herald that the city
celebrate the centennial of the close of
the war of 1812 along with the opening
of the Panama Canal In 1915," said Isaac
Oans. chairman of the publicity com-

mittee of the Chamber of Commerce,
last night.

"The event lends Itself to the celebra-
tion Idea, so well that the air Is already
full of possibilities In the way of attrac-Uon- s

for a week's entertainment, and
the only difficulty that will present Itself
Is selection from among so many good
suggestions that have already been of-

fered.
"When the committee meets during

this week, as I hope to arrange," said
Mr. Gans. "I am Bure that It will meet
with the heartiest support from every
member. I have already talked with
several of the members and they heart- -

llv arrarove of the proposed celebrauon
Washington Topham, a member of the

publicity committee, said that the fea-

ture was one of the best that he had
heard proposed In all the suggestions
that had come to his notice. "This city
played a conspicuous part In the war
of 1S12, being the center of one part of
the operations. It Is therefore fitting
that the ceebraUon of that event take
place in Washington, above all other
places. Then the suggestion of coupling
the great commercial triumph of cutting
a pathway for tie carriers of the world
through the Panama Cana) with the
celebration of a century of peace with
our great commercial rival Is one that
seems to me to be In perfect harmony
with the original Idea.

Popular tvlth People.
William F. Gude. former president of

the Chamber of Commerce, said that
the Idea Is an excellent one and seems
to have aroused popular feeling
throughout the city In a surprising de-

gree. "The whole sentiment of the
American people is making for peace.
We have arbitration treaties, which,
while no one expects them to put an
end to war. at least will go a long way
toward promoting a peaceful and bus-

inesslike settlement of International
disputes.

"The peace sentiment Is In the air.
To celebrate a whole century of peace
with a nation that has seen so

much of war In other directions In

that time, while we ourselves have
had pages of our own history
filled with the annals of blood. Is a
pleasant thing to do. I am sure that
It has struck a chord of public favor
that will make the celebration one of
the best that could possibly be sug-
gested."

"It seems to me that the addition of
the celebration of the peace treaty
lends an International aspect to a cele-

bration that might otherwise have been
only national in Its scope. If the plan
of assembling vessels from the navies
of the world at Hampton Roads be car-
ried out, and the entertainment of vis-

itors from all the great nations of
the world be held In Washington, some-
thing of the kind which The "Washing-
ton Herald has suggested Is needed to
carry out that end of the programme. I
am heartily In favor of the plan"

D J. Callahan, vice president of the
Chamber of Commerce and chairman of
the subcommittee on advertising Wash-
ington as a residential city, expressed
himself as very strongly in favor of
the plan of adding the peace centen-
nial to the Panama Canal celebration
In 1915.

"It Is an admirable Idea, and one of
the best and most practicable of the
many Suggestions that have been put
forward to fittingly celebrate a great
occasion I do want, however, to see the
whole thing pitched on a scale of such
magnificence as will reflect credit on the
city.

Uulqnr for Cnpltal.
"I would favor arranging a meeting

between the Commissioners of the Dis-
trict and Its representative citizens as
eoo-- i as practicable, to discuss the ques-
tion in all of Its several aspects, with
a view to securing one of the most mag-
nificent celebrations that this city has
ever seen. The occasion Is unique In the
history of Washington; tne events that
will bo celebratrd are of the utmost Im-

portance, the one of the past, the other
of tho future.

"I would deprecate any attempt at
anything less than the finest pageant
and spectacular effects that the people
of the city are capable of securing.
With stop-ov- privileges to tourists
from tho East, going to or coming from
Ban Francisco, we will. If the occasion
is of sufficient brilliance and magnificence
to attract them, bring to our celebration
a vast concourse of visitors. There is
an opportunity for the citizens of Wash-
ington to make 1915 memorable for all
time In local history, and I hope they
will make It the great success that Its
enormous possibilities would JusUfy us
in expecting."

Upon
arrival In Washington, the First and
Second regiments marched to the Center

clusion of the maneuvers Friday, ar-

rived at the Missouri Avenue Armory
at 1 o'clock yesterday afternoon They
were followed an hour later by the
mounted part of the Signal Corps The
latter camped at Gaithersburg last
night, and the batteryat Derwood, about
two and a half miles distant The feat
of the Signal Corps in making tho
overland trip In two Jays Is favorably
commented upon The first day's dis-

tance was twenty-nin- e miles, and the
second, twenty-fou- r miles.

Puid Off at Duvrn.
Yesterday was pay day with the Guard.

The first few men received their money
by lantern light. All the troops, except
the men of the battery and the mount-
ed part of tho Signal Corps, received the
pay at Camp Ordway. The latter were
paid late yesterday afternoon a the
Missouri Avenue Armory.

There were few khaki clad men on the
streets of Washington last night. As
soon as they could turn In their equip-

ment at the armories they hurried home
to take a plunge and don their "cits."

The cry of "never again" was fre-

quently heard at Frederick when the
camp was deluged In rain: but with the
donning of citizens' clothing the men got
together and compared notes. As a rule
they capie to the conclusion that they
had a good time and were ready for
next year.

They are already speculating on the
site for the camp. It is generally be-

lieved that next year will see Joint ma-

neuvers, probably at some permanent
Joint camp of Instruction, possibly
Chlckamauga.

American Cardinal
Eligible to Papacy

Vatican Conclave May Select Pontiff from any
Nation, Says Mgr. Russell Illness of Pius

Not Serious, Washington Pastor Says.
For years the great American public

has been laboring under an Impression

that an American cardinal could not be

made Pope; that his name would not
even be mentioned for the exalted posi-

tion of God's early vice regent. Wash-

ington prelates and high Catholic church-n.e- n

say to the contrary that an Amer-
ican Pope Is a possibility, as shown by
the fact that James Cardinal Gibbons
has been mentioned us a successor to the
present pontlft.

Mgr. William T. Russell, pastor of St.
Patrick's Church, said yesterday that ho
could see no reason why tho selection of
a Pope would necessarily be from the car-

dinals of any one nation, as there had
been popes from several of the Euro-
pean countries. Including England, Por-

tugal, Italy, and Spain, as well as France.
Dr. Russell also said that It was not

even necessary that a candidate for the
papacy be a cardinal, as there had been
pontiffs elected in the past who were
not of that high runk.

Seen No Objection.
Asked If he believed It would bo detri-

mental to the Catholic Church for an
American to bo selected. Dr. Russell re-

plied that the church could take care of
Itself, and he haw no objection to an
American In the Vatican

Dr. Russell, as do other Washington
pastors, believes that any discussion as
to the present Pope' successor Is not only
indelicate, but premature, as Pius is set-

ting at his desk dally, and from Informa-
tion received from Rome is recovering

"It Is a saying In Rome 'he who
goes In the concluve as Pope never
comes out as Pope.' meaning that the
most prominently mentioned candidate
rarely received the support of the con
clave."

Bearing out this statement is the fact
that the name- of Plus was not men-
tioned before the election when he was
chosen Leo's successor.

Never In Danger.
That a great deal of the Information

that came from Romo recently was little
more than newspaper "talk" concerning
the Illness of Plus X was learned from
other prominent Catholic prelates of
Washington The Pope, It was stated,
was never nt any time In danger of
dfith. his Illness being merely the re-

sult of heat, not of a serious nature.
At present the sacred college, which

selects the Pope. Is divided. One faction
upholds Cardinal Rnmpolla, who Is re-

ported to havo held many conferences
recently In tho Benedictine Monastery,
while the other faction believes that
after so many years of Italian pontiffs,
one of some other nation should bo
chosen. It has been pointed out that
no European cardinal could be elected
without arousing unpleasantness, and If
this faction prevails they will have to
look to America for their candidate.
James Cardinal Gibbons In the only one
In this country, henco his name has
been mentioned.

ANTI-TRUSTLEAG-

STARTS MOVEMENT

Opposes Any Amendments to
the Sherman Law.

The Anti-tru- League of America Is
to start a country-wid- e movement
against any amendments to or changes In
the Sherman anti-tru- law.

This movement Is to counteract what-
ever recommended changes In the law
are to come out of the conclave of great
financiers, business men, economists, and
labor leaders planned by Senator Cum-
mins for next November. Henry B. Mar-
tin, national secretary of the league, has
charge of the campaign against changes
In the law, and Is preparing literature

to all branches of the league,
civic and patriotic bodies, and organiza-
tions Interested In publlo welfare work.

Discussing the Cummins plan to ascer
tain whether changes in the law were
necessary, as urged by Judge Gary nnd
George W. Perkins before the Stanley
steel Investigating committee, Mr. Mar-
tin said:

"In the light of the conviction of some
of the leaders of the steel, oil, and to
bacco combines and the gloomy prospect
that the harvester trust, steel trust, coal
trust, money trust, and railroad trust
are facing early prosecution, and certain
conviction, with heavy penalties of fines
and Imprisonment, it Is easy to under-
stand the anxiety of the Perkins-Gar- y

Morcan typo of plunderers to rush to
Washington and aid Congress In an early
amendment to the anti-tru- law."

- NOT HER HUSBAND

Mrs. Boyce Does Not Believe
He Was Killed.

NOTIFIED BY POLICE CHIEF

"No Person by Name oC James
Boyce Injured or Killed," Sy
Teleirram Received by 3IaJ. Syl-

vester from Rochester Wife Re-

ceives No Word from Son.

"No person by the name of James
Boyce Injured or killed in wreck of
train No. 4, on the Lehigh Valley

Railroad at Manchester, or has been
identified.

This telegram, dated Rochester, N. Y..

was received by MaJ. Richard Sylvester
yesterday afternoon at 4:20 o'clock in

answer to inquiries sent out to trace the
whereabouts of James Boyce, of 831

Twenty-secon- d street northwest, who,.
It was supposed, was a passenger on
the train.

Mrs. Boyce said at a late hour last
night that she does not now believe
that Mr. Boyce has been killed or In-

jured. "I think," she said, "that It Is
not true that Mr Boyce Is dead."

Auks Police for Aid.
All day yesterday Mrs. Boyce, who is

alone at home, had been hoping against
hope, and In the face of Information that
she received feared that one body, the
description of which answered In some
respects to that of her husband, might
be his. During the day she called up
Capt. Boardman. at police headquarters,
and asked his aid In getting definite In-

formation for her.
The nnswer to a telegram which ho

sent to Rochester was submitted to Mrs.
Boyco Immediately upon Its receipt, and
has brought much comfort to her.

The telegram does not, however, clear
up the mystery that surrounds her hus
band 8 basence and silence. A telegram
from the hotel at Rochester at which he
was staying during the G. A. R. celebra-
tion told her that Mr. Boyce had left
the hotel Immediately after the conven-
tion closed Since that time Mrs. Boyce
has received no word from him.

Their son. Joseph Boyce. left Atlantic
City yesterday morning for Rochester to
examine the body, which, from tho cuff-
links marked "B," and from other points
of similarity, was thought to be that
of Mr. Boyce.

Mrs. Boyce has not heard from her
husband since the day before the con-
vention met. She received a reassuring
telegram from her son yesterday morn-
ing, but It brought no news, as he had
not then reached Rochester.

Devoted to G. A. R.
Mr. Boyce's habits of life are exem-

plary. He Is quiet and reserved, and
deeply devoted to tho Grand Army.
Nothing but circumstances of the most
unusual character, Mrs. Boyce says,
would cause him to keep silent for so
long nnd under the trying circumstances.

It was learned yesterday that the in-

juries which Col. Edward A. Keeler sus-
tained at Rochester were not received In
the wreck, but resulted from his heroic
efforts to rescue a woman passenger who- -

wns Imprisoned in a wrecked car. As a
result. Col. Ksalcr, who resides at 1K3
Newton street. Is a patient In a Rochester
hospital

According to tho story told by Col.
John R. Oursler, of 1341 Monroe street.
who Is himself a sufferer from the wreck
nnd was an eyewitness of Col Keeler's
heroism, the rescue was affected at the
risk of his OMin life. Tim Imprisoned
woman was seen through the plate glass,
and the car that held her was In Immi-

nent danger of being rolled down a
embankment by the slightest

Jar.
DruBKed to Snfety.

CoL Keeler. with no thought of him- - ,

self, smashed the heavy glass of the" t

window and dragged the woman out to
safety. Whether In smashing the glass
or by contact with the broken frag-
ments. Col Keeler's hand was crushed
and blood spouted from a completely
severed artery.

Tho shock of the wreck and the loss
of blood so weakened the aged soldier
that, while no operation will be neces-
sary, he will remain for a few days
longer In the Homeopathic Hospital at
Rochester. This Is the latest advices re-

ceived by E. H. Kettler, of
Col. Keeler.

THE MARYLAND CAMPAIGN

Mr. ! Statement.
"While I have been too busy

talking to the Democratic voters
of the State to size up the situa-
tion accurately. I am gratified
with conditions as they appear
to exist It seems manifest that
tho people of the Democratlo
