THE MAN BEHIND COLUMBUS

Prince Henry of Portugal dam-
onstrated to the world that a
Eing's son may be useflul us wall
as ornamentel. He was & man of
excellent character, a fine schol-
. &and wondsrfully ensrgatic, He
had an {ntense deaire for knowl-
tdgs, and did far more than any
other man of his time to dispel
the Imaginary terrore of the deep
and open up to civillzation the
unknown regions of the earth, It
was dus to him that the great
continent nf,Africa hecame known
to the civilizad world, and the
ayatem of continuous and sysiam-
atle sxploration dates from his
time. He dled In 1460, a third of
a century hefors Columbun set
out on his great voyage of dis-
covery: but It wias the study of
1he Portuguess explorations that
prompted Columbus to undertake
his journey. If the TPartuguess
could go so far southward, why
should not he mo &s fir west-
ward? Thus It comes that this
man, almost unknown except 10
scholars, stands back of Calum-
bus. Without his work, Coelum-
bus might have remuined a sim-
ple Gepoese sallor, and America
not have heen discovered for an-
other 100 years.
