It was
led by the r, typifying the
crucifix, at. the beginning of the rosary.
The beads which 'are used by Catholics
as introductory to the rosary proper
were represented appropriately, and then
followed the children representing the
fifteen decades of the rosary.

The children alternated In this part
of the procession, a leading boy, fol-

lowed by ten small boys, typifying one
decade of the rosary, and a leading girl,
with ten small girls, taking the succeed-
ing decade. The boys and girls repre-
senting what are known to Catholics as
the five Joyful "mysteries" wore sashes
of hlue: those marchng under the sor
rowful "mysteries" wore red, while
the children ef the five last decades,
known as the glorious "mysteries," wore
yellow sashes.

Magnificent banners, picturing scenes
In the life of Christ and the Blessed
Virgin Mary, which are commemorated
in the devotion of the rosary, were car-

Athens, Greece, Oct. 1. The Greek mer

chant ship Astor arrived here
with the Information that in the at-
tempt of the Turkish torpedo boats to
get away from the Italian squadron near
Preveza, the captain of one of them
was killed and eight of the crew drowned
when the boat was run ashore. The other
boat, as previously reported, reached the
Preveza harbor.

The Astor also brought the information
that seven Italian war vessels were en
gaged in the bombardment of Preveza.

The inhabitants of the place were
greatly frightened and were fleeing in
the direction of Janla.

SEES PERIL AHEAD

FOR CHRISTIANS

Former Ambassador Straus
Hopes for Mediation.

New York, Oct 1. Following his sug-

gestion of prompt mediation by the Unit-
ed States between Italy and Turkey to
prevent the spread of hostilities and the
possible embroilment of other nations,
made In his telegram sent to Secretary
Knox on Friday. Oscar S. Straus, farmer
United States, Ambassador to Turkey, is
waiting to learn what the State Depart-
ment thought of h's plan to act under
The Hague peaco treaties.

"I fear that the war," said Mr. Straus,
"will not be confined to Tripoli, and that
It will cause uprisings in Turkey and con
flicts with the Balkan States. In the face'
of such a possibility it Is better that the
offices of mediation should be employed
now than to await such eventualities,
which may bring about conflicts that will
arouse the antagonism of the powers not
only against Turkey, but against one
another."

"Is this war likely to arouse the an-
tagonism of the Turks against all Chris-
tians, Americans and other Europeans
as well as Italians?" he was asked. .

"That Is quite possible," said Mr.
Straus. "There may be general upris-
ings of the people, and mobs make no
discrimination "

So far as her army was concerned,
Mr. Straus continued, Turkey was well
equipped for 'he struggle. "I regard the
Turkish army, ' he said, "as equal to
any In Kurope In courage, durability,
and efficiency. It Is commanded by ca-
pable officers, thanks to the skill and
genius of Germany's greatest general.
Gen. Von der Goltz, who devoted the
best years of his life to training the
Turkish army."

"The head of the army, Schefket
Pasha," continued Mr. Straus, "Is as fine
a soldier as I ever met. He is a man of
great executive ability and a gallant
leader. He was head of the army corps
that marched from SalonikI to Constan-
tinople and deposed the Sultan.

"The Turkish soldier doesn't know
what fear Is. He can live on less and
endure more than any other soldier In
the world. He Is an efficient fighting
machine, and religion intensifies his pa-
triotism."

The Turk's fatalism, Mr. Straus de-
clared, was a factor In his make-u- p to
be reckoned with in assessing his value
as a fighter.

Mr. Straus did not accede to the view
that this country had no right to offer
Its services as arbitrator until they were
asked by the parties at war. "Our coun-
try," he asserted, "Is not only perfectly
Justified to offer its good offices, but
the very fact that our country is not
hampered by alliances imposes, as it
were, that obligation upon our govern-ment- .'

Mr. Straus' suggestion has been tele-
graphed to Secretary of State Knox,
who has left Valley Forge, Pa..hls home,
on a motoring trip, which will shortly
end at Hot Springs, Va. Mr. Knox will
refer Mr. Straus' request to the Presi-
dent.

CAPITAL ITALIANS

ARE OPTIMISTIC

News of War Is Awaited by

in Washington.
Washington's Italian colony, while deep-

ly Interested In the Turko-Italla- n war.
is receiving news from the front with
no outward show of excitement. There
are about 5,000 Italians in Washington,
according to Pletro A Radice, president
of the Soggl Felice Cavalatto Society,
and every one of this number, he says,
has no doubt of the outcome of the con-

flict.
"The Italians here believe that Italy Is

fully able to cope with the situation with-

out calling for aid from her sons In this
country." Mr. Felice said last night.
"The colony here is, of course, greatly
interested in the news from the scene of
war, and the American and Italian pa-

pers arc eagerly awaited every day.
"Our society plans no demonstration

now. and I do not think such a step will
bo necessary. The Italians are a patri-
otic people, and should occasion arise
through possible complications of the war
trouble, there would be every aid coming
from them."

As near as could be ascertained, the
Capital's Ottoman colony is confined to
a few mendicants.

ITALY GIVES HER REASONS

FOR ENTERING UPON WAR

Why did Italy go to war?
Marchese di San Glullano, Italian min-

ister of foreign affairs, has answered the
question in an 1.600 word cable message
to Signor G. Fara Fornl, his consul gen-

eral at New York. The statement recites
In detail numerous alleged instances of
injustice, cruelty, and barbarity by the
Turks toward Italian subjects: Bpeaks

flag; charges bloodshed, cruelty, and
murders against the Ottoman subjects,

"Italy was compelled to give up any
and every hope of a peaceful settlement
with Turkey. Having lost faith in the
many vain words and promises given by
Turkey in late years, and having lost
patience, she decided to abandon her
policy of forbearance which might be
Interpreted as a sign of weakness and
an acknowledgment of inferiority. Italy
has firmly resolved to obtain with the
greatet energy the respect of her own
rights and the protection of her own In-

terests.
"The blame will fall upon those who

for the last three years have dally pro-
voked us, causing, by way of small or
serious Incidents, an atmosphere of hos-
tility in the several provinces of the em-
pire, and especially Tripolltania, thus
rendering uncertain the safety of the
Italian subjects and endangering the pur-
suit of peaceful commerce of Eritrea In
the Red Sea."

Zia Pasha Denies
Seeking TaffsAid

New York, Oct. 1. Youssouf Zla Pasha,
the Turkish Ambassador has Issued from
his summer home In Bellport, Lond Is-

land, a statement through Vahan
counsel and statistician of the

Ottoman chamber of commerce in this
city, denying the published interview in
which he was quoted as saying that the

.Italian-Turkis- h war furnished an oppor-
tunity for President Taft to offer to me-
diate between the two conutrles.

Mr. Gardashlan in an interview said
