Perhaps the most important influence
In market was expectation of an
announcement from the United States
Circuit Court regarding the American To-
bacco plan Some of the largest houses
had received Information on Saturday
that this announcement would be made
on Monday, but it has been withheld for
several days, possibly because
is a public holldav, with the stock mar-
kets of the United States closed and
those in Europe opened.

The court's announcements are so Im-
portant from a stock market point of
view that even the Supreme Court, in
announcing the Oil and Tobacco decisions,
departed from custom so far as to rec-
ognize the existence of the stock mar-
ket, and made the announcements after
the close of trading The same practice
was followed by the go eminent In an-
nouncing the suit against the steel cor-
poration. It is now generally understood
that the court will adopt a plan entlrely
pleasing to the Insiders of the American
'Jobacco Conipany. Adoption of such a
plan will argue defeat for the govern-
ment, sas Wall street. In all its litiga-
tion.

it any more. This time there are cir-
cumstances that Justify a belief that
something is really going to happen.

If it is not a distribution of concealed
assets by Reading, then it must be that
the First National Bank Is making a
market on which to liquidate its specu-
lative line, preliminary to retirement from
the stock Jobbing business. Sale of bank
stocks by the National City Bank has
drawn attention to the speculative pool
department of the national banks In such
a way as to make It advisable for them
to discontinue the business. The public
argues that If a bank can conceal assets
it can conceal deficits, and unless all the
national banks go out of the stock Jobbing
business Congress will surely start an
investigation that will hurt them severe-
ly.

Now that Steel has crossed 60, "Union
Pacific 170, and Reading has had an up-
ward movement of nearly fifteen points,
the predictions made more 'than a week
ago have been fulfilled to the figure.
There Is a fascination about advancing
prices that catches the public imagination.
The hypnotic influence of the rise has
caused many persons to buy stocks who
have believed, and who really bellee
yet, that fundamental conditions are not
improved

Those that are weakening and are go
ing over to the bull side of the market
are consoling ihemselves with the feel
ing that perhaps it was the Europe mar
ket that depressed nhe American market
after all. As a matter of fact, the de
cline in American stocks began when the
Moroccan situation became alarming, and
the adance began when that situation
was definitely adjusted. It is also a fact
that Europe sold a great bulk of stocks
that broke the market, and these stocks
had unusual influence because the real
certificates came out and had to be taken
care of. The bulls argue that everybody
knew the corporations were going to be
attacked anyhow.

Steel Report Helped Market.
Last week, born In gloom, was a pe-

riod of happy disappointment, according
to a n New Tork financial
writer In Bache's Review, circulated here
by A. a. Plant & Co

"The gloom of the steel suit," he writes,
"continued to hang over the market the
first few das of the week. The report
of the steel corporation, showing net
earnings for the quarter ended September
30 of $29,502,725, was much better than
expected, and this agreeable disappoint
ment gave the first uplift to the market

"Then followed the unexpected favor-
able nctlon of the Attorney General
toward the Tobacco plan. The Indications
now are that the court will approve In
the main the propositions of the company
with some possible modifications This
should gKe a working plan for corpora-
tions on which to model their action un-

der the Sherman law, and has induced a
feeling that business will grind out the
serious problem before It gradually In the
face of whatever opposition.

"That there Is a turn politically against
the drastic anti-tru- sentiment Is shown
in many was The speech In Pittsburg
of Martin Littleton, a Democrat, mem-

ber of the Stanley Investigation commit-
tee, advocating the repeal of the Sher-
man law In the Interests of the business
of the country. Is the first Important ex-
pression from the political world of some
sympathy for business. The business
vote Is not to be Ignored.

The report to the Railway Business
Association from forty States, whose leg-

islatures met In 1911, show that a marked
faorable tendency has developed In the
policies affecting railways In the arlous
States.

"The country Is a heavy creditor of
Europe. Money Is easy, and stocks of
merchandise have been reduced to ab
normal condition.

"AH these things haie given a favor
able turn for the moment to security
prices, and their consideration caused
during the week very large covering of
short sales, and this has probably been
the main reason for the advance. The
worst news has so far been discounted,
and 'very favorable news would undoubt-
edly create a distinct further uplift.

"The covering of short sales, on the
other hand, has weakened the technical
position, but on reactions it would be
easy for largo interests to support and
carry the advance further. And this may
be the course pursued until at least Con-
gress time comes around."

SUPREME COURT.

The Supreme Court rendered a few de-
cisions yesterday. The judgment of the
Supreme Court of California affirming a
sentence of the death penalty on one
Flnloy was affirmed. Flnley was a life
prisoner, who was convicted under the
California code of making an attack
with a deadly weapon. In the case of a
"life prisoner" convicted of the offense
the penalty is death. Flnley was con- -

lcted and sentenced. He appealed to the
Supreme Court on the ground that the
law. which he alleged discriminated
against "life prisoners," was unconsti
tutional because it amounted to a de
nlal of "the equal protection of the laws"
by singling out one class of prisoners for
the death penalty. Justice McKenna gave
the unanimous opinion of the court, af-
firming the sentence of death.

The court in an opinion by Justice Van
Devanter reversed the United States Cir
cuit Court of Appeals In the case of the
Troy Bank, of Troy, Ind , against G. A.
Whitehead & Co. The bank was the
owner of one of two promissory notes.
each for $1,200, given to secure a single
vendor's lien. The bank Joined with the
other holder in a suit In the Federal
Court. The court dismissed the action
for want of Jurisdiction because the
amount involved necessary to give the
Federal court Jurisdiction Is $2,000. The
lower court nld the actions should be
treated separately. The Supreme Court
took a different view and reversed the
Judgment on the ground that the suit
was to enforce a vendor's Hen and not
upon the notes, that it was a single
transaction and Indivisible, and that the
amount Involved, $2,400. was sufficient to
give the Federal court Jurisdiction.

The court, in an opinion by Justice
Hughes, also reversed the judgment of
the United States Circuit Court for the
Middle district of Tennessee In the case
of Helm and others against Zarecor and
others, Involving the controversy between
the General Assembly of the Presbyterian
Church and the publication society of the
ciiurch, located at Nashville. The case
grew out of the union of the Presby
terian General Assembly with the Cumber-
land Presbyterians In 1906. Certain mem-
bers of the Cumberland Presbyterian So-

ciety rebelled against tne union and
sought to retain control of the publica-
tion society.

A bill In equity was filed m the Fed-
eral court below to declare a tniBt In the
property of the publication society In
favor of the General Assembly of the
Presbyterian Church, and to enjoin the
publication society, a Tennessee corpora-
tion, and certain officers and members of
It from Interfering "with the conduct of
the publication business by the General
Assembly. Federal Jurisdiction was
claimed for the case by the petitioners
on the ground of diverse citizenship, the
defendant publication concern being a
citizen of Tennessee and the petitioners
claiming residence In other States. The
Federal court in Tennessee dismissed the
bill for want of Jurisdiction, claiming
that the publication society, being a
branch of the General Assembly, should
have been named as complainant and not
defendant

The Supreme Court held this to be an
error and reversed tho case, and ordered
it heard by the court below.

GeorKctoTvn Hotel Proprletrr Still
in G. V. Hospital.

Joseph Schladt, proprietor of tho "West
Washington Hotel, who was seriously
burned in an explosion and fire which
took the life of William Artr, a plumb
er, as its toll shortly after noon Sun
day. Is recovering from his Injuries at
Georgetown University HospltaL The
two men were standing near a large
acetjlene gas tank which furnished
Schladt's hostlery with light when it
exploded

Funeral services for William Artz, who
lost his life in tho accident, will be held
at his residence, 2S21 N street northwest,
this afternoon Services will be conduct-e- r

under auspices of the Modern Wood-
men of America and the Red Mem To-
morrow morning the body will be carried
to his former home at WIHIamsport,
Md , for burial. Mrs Artz and her little
daughter, who were In Pittsburg, Pa.,
when Artz lost his life, arrived in Wash-
ington yesterday.
