They raised the
point that the Sherman anti-tru- st law
is unconstitutional, and they demanded
that the accused be granted a writ of
habeas corpus, which would take the
case into the United States Supreme
Court Een when the trial proceeds
there still has been a dclaj of nine
j ears since the first steps were taken

When it is remembered that the
Sherman act has been before the high-

est court in the land and its constitu-
tionality certainly accepted, if not di-

rect!' affirmed, the proceeding in Chi-

cago i manifestly merely an effort to
gam further dela It is this state of
affairs which and pro-

test, and justifies President Taft in all
that he has said in favor of a reform
It required seven or eight vears for the
Standard Oil and tobacco trust cases to
reach final adjudication, and it will be
many years ere the last decision is

handed down in the case against the
steel trust It is no wonder that the
bus.ness men of New York have un-

dertaken to settle their own disputes
outside of the court room

The remedv mav be in more judges or
it mav be in an exhibition of greater
industry on the part of those who are
alreadv on the bench It mav be, also,
that some method will be devised
whereby technical pleas which arc

for delay can be disregarded
and trials thereby hastened The con-

dition undoubtedly warrants the atten-
tion which the President is giving to
the subject, and he will receive the
approvil of the country if be can ac-

complish a reform

Pascination of a Tragedy.
It i a curious psychological fact that

a mysterious tragedy grips the human
mmd Edgar Mian Poe's romances,
"The Murders of the Rue Morgue" and
"The Mystery of Marie Roget," sur-

vive when nearh all his other literary
efforts arc forgotten They are the
prototypes of the modem detective tales
and are told with great skill In later
years enterprising novelists, who ap-

preciate the fascination of a tragedy,
have made fortunes by narrating the
story of a mysterious death and then
holding the attention of the reader while
the enigma, is skillfully solved This

true of Conan Doyle and
Anna Kathcnne Green, whose work
have a vogue which would not be pos-

sible were it not that they know the
financial as well as the literary value
of tragic mysteries

At the present time Washington has
its murder mystery. A reputable mer-
chant, apparently without an enemy in
the world, is stricken down in his place
of business at an early hour in the even-

ing by some unknown person who
leaves no clew by which the fatal act
can be traced, except, possibly, a heavy

It
is because it is essential to the safety of
society that crimes like this shall not
go unpunished that The Washington
Herald has offered to assist the authori-

ties by the payment of a reward for
information which will lead to the ar-

rest and conviction of the murderer.
It seems almost incredible that human
life can be taken under circumstances
such as make this an inexplicable crime
and the guilty person escape unpunished.

Washington is fortunate in the fact
that this is only the third murder mys-

tery in this city for many years. Two
other cases still remain unsolved. In
New York, however, each year records
many cases of mysterious deaths which
the police authorities, with all their
skill, cannot fathom. Under a perfect
system of government this could not
occur. The methods for the detection
and punishment of crime should be
so complete and thorough as to make
it impossible for a criminal to escape.

When a tragedy is committed and the
slayer dudes' capture, it means that the
deductions, the observations, and the
subtle analyses by which murder mys-

teries are made plain exist only in the
imagination of the writers of clever
books.

It
Is nonpartisan, has nothing to do with
the monetary commission, or the Aldrich

(our old friend about whose
startling career as a confidential agent
of the Kaiser's government In Paris pro-
ceeding and during the war of 1870 my
readers are posted), Fuerst Egon von
Fuerstenberx (the Emperor's crony and
"business partner), and Count Thlele von
Winckler.

The red hat which our American car-

dinals will receive at Rome from the
pontiff, has the peculiarity that It never
will be worn. There Is never any occa-

sion for it nor la such a thing prescribed
among the rules of the Roman' Church.
A single hat Is used by the Pope for
"barettlng" all the candidates for the
great honor at a public consistory. But
they are each presented with a special
baretta by the holy father. This is a
much larger hat too large in fact to be
worn by any one. It Is used only when
the cardinal. Its possessor, dies It then
Is placed upon the cofnn, and after the
funeral It Is suspended for all time from
the vaulted celling of the late cardinal's
church. One can be seen In the New
York Catholic Cathedral, the one that
belonged to the late Cardinal McCloskey.
The same fate awaits the baretta of the
venerable Cardinal Gibbons when he
shall be gathered In.

But the Pope has not the sole right of
bestowing the red hat upon cardinals
created by him In all countries. Aus-

tria, for Instance, has the guaranteed
privilege from the holy see that none
but the reigning monarch has the right
to place the hat urJbn a newly appointed
cardinal of the Roman Church. So It
was In France during the monarchy and
empire, perhaps also In
Bav aria.

The consistory to be held on Novem-
ber 27 will be the fifth summoned by
Plus X for the creation of cardinals since
his accession to the throne, eight years
ago The first one took place on No-

vember 9, 1903, when he raised two prel-
ates to the Sacred College, one of them.
Cardinal Merry del Val, his secretary ot
state. The second occurred In December,
1905, when he conferred four red hats.
one of them upon Archbishop Arcoverde,
of Rio de Janeiro, the first cardinal of
South America. The third consistory was
in April, 1907, when seven cardinals were
created, while the fourth consistory was
held In December, law, when lour prel
ates were admitted to the Sacred College
The next consistory, the fifth of the pres-

ent reign, will be the first held in four
years

At the secret consistory, which Is held
In the Hall of Consistories, all the mem-

bers of the Sacred College in Rome are
present, ranged along either wall, at a
distance out of immediate earshot of the
throne A chair is then brought and
placed on the right hand of the pontiff.
Advancing with the customary obeisance,
the dean of the Sacred College places
himself In the empty chair and the Pope
tells him the name of each of the prelates
upon whom he proposes to confer a red
hat adding. "Quid vobls vldetur" to
which the cardinal replies with the word,
"Placet," or "Non placet"

The public part of the consistory, that
Is, the one when the new cardinals are
receiving the "baretta," takes place with
much more pomp and ceremonj, and usu-ull- y

In the Sala Regla. n most magnificent
apartment at the Vatican The pontiff
makes his entry, seated In the gestatorlal
chair, borne shoulder high, and wears a
miter of white satin adorned with gold,
the bifurcation lined with crimson dam-

ask. The most conspicuous portion of nil
his vestments is a cope, which Is one mass
of gold embroidery As he alights and
takes his seat on the throne, which is
placed on a dais overshadowed by a bal-
daquin, the Slstlme Chapel choir, from a
latticed gallery, bursts forth Into a tri-
umphal welcome. '

The cardinals present, from their
benches on either side of the hall, suc-
cessively approach the throne and make
their obeisances Then the conslstorlal
advocate, nrrajed In his robes, proceeds
to read a document In Latin, pleading for
the beatification or canonisation of this
or that candidate for the honors of saint-
hood. The "advocate tl the
devil" stands by, but usually remains si-

lent
One by one they enter, each walking

between two cardinals of older creation,
vested In scarlet mantles and hoods, and
with sweeping trains that are borne by
train bearers Approaching the throne,
they bow three times, ascend the steps,
kneel and Iclss the cross embroidered on
the slipper of the Pope's extended foot.
and. after that, his hand Thereupon a
prelate raises the hood of the new card-
inal's mantle and draws It over his head,
and on the top of this hood the Pope,
repeating the Latin formula of consecra
tion, places a scarlet cardinals hat. with
a low, loose crown and two bows at
the brim The same hat serves for the
"hatting" of all cardinals.

If the pontiff whp makes the nomina-
tion die before the'proclamatlon In ques-
tion has taken place, it Is for the Sacred
College to decide for Itself whether their
creation Is to be recognized, and whether
they are to be admitted to the conclave
for the election of a successor to the
Pope. There have been occasions when
the college has refused to do this, but
the Injustice has been repaired by the
new Pope, who confirmed the dignity,
out of deference to the wishes of his
predecessor. FLANEUR.

A foe to health Is nerve tension, to
remedy which relaxing gymnosUcs can be
given. By learning how to relax the
muscles, to "let go," recuperation of
nerve strength follows:

Hurry means tension. Hurry is In the
mind first, and does Its most mischief
there.

One may walk fast for pleasure, and
not feel tired; yet if there be hurry in
the mind, to have to reach a certain
place at a certain time, fatigue follows.

A thought consumes more nerve force
than a blow. We incapacitate ourselves
for the demands on us In the future
when we give way to thoughts of con-

tinued anxiety, anger, suspicion, fear, or
despondency. Those of fear and despon-
dency are especially to be avoided.

Irritable moods are largely due to
overstrung nerves. Relaxing exercises
conservo nerve force by withdrawing it
from the extremetles, and husbanding It
at the centers.

Nervousness Is not always manifested
by the body. When unexpressed It Is of
a more serious and wearing form. Con
tinned repressed nervousness and secret
worry are dangerous, on the principle of
"exiremes meeung. Extreme tension
tends to extreme prostration.

Exaggerated Sense of Daljr.
Many people wear themselves out need

lessJy; their conscience Is a tyrant. An
exaggerated sense of duty leads many
a person to anxious, ceaseless activity,
ho be constantly doing something, over
punctual, never Idle a second of time,
scorn to rest, such are In unconscious
nerve tension. They say they have no
time to rest, they have so much to do.
not thinking that they are rapidly unfit-
ting themselves for probably what would
have been their best and greatest work
In after years

As there ore conscious and unconscious
thoughts, there are conscious and un
conscious nerve tensions. Women, shop
ping, do not know the very tight grip
they give their parcels until on reaching
home their hands fall relaxed In their
laps, and they say they are so tired

ot nerve force is the great
lesson of health, and. therefore, of life
itself To understand how to relax Is to
understand how to strengthen nerves,
Hearty laughter is a source of relaxa-
tion, as are also all high thoughts, as
those of hope, beauty, trust, or love. Be
laxatlon is found in diversion. An occa
sional outing or holiday Is necessary.

Too many of us go through life never
making any effort to be our own mas-
ters We give way to .caprices, whims
feelings, follies, far more than Is good
for our health. Hysteria gives a good
example of the loss of Any
uncontrolled passion gives an equally
good example.

Men and women often say they can't
govern themselves; that Is simply admit
ting they have defects of character
which are their masters They ought to
make an effort and see if they are not
mistaken

Do JSot Try to Do Too Much.
Don't attempt to acquire all the ac-

complishments, attend all the receptions,
theaters, and lectures, and sell tickets
for all the benefits unless you wish to
be nervous, weak, old, and wrinkled be-
fore your time

Don't exhaust all jour reserve force
over petty cases. Each time that a wo-
man loses control over her nerves she
moves a fraction of an Inch farther on
the path that leads to nremature old age

Exercie essential to the preserva-
tion ot health, while inactivity Is a po-
tent cause of degeneration The vigor
and equality of the circulation, the func-
tions of the skin, are all promoted by
muscular activity, which thus keeps up a
proper oalance and relation between the
Important organs of the bodv.

Exercise Is on especially Important
part of the conduct of life In old age,
but and this is a very important point
discretion Is absolutely necessarj. An
old man should discover by experience
how much exercise he can take without
exhausting his powers, and should be
careful never to exceed the limit

Where a woman gets nervous prostra-
tion from nervous overwork,
the chances are six to ten that the ex-
cess of work was a demand of some sort
of social funcUon. and was thus, by the
highest ethics, unnecessary.

The Tyranny of Dre.
Less dress parade in our lives is neces-

sary. Reduce the everlasting dressing of
our bodies, houses, tables, and equipages
It will become a bugbear to the tired
out brains, and It tires the brain

It Is what makes women say they feel
like going crazy when they think of
packing their trunks for a trip to a
fashionable resort, and It makes some of
them really crazy.

Such parade Is a silly demand that our
conceit and envy make upon us, to the
worry of our tired brains

It Is merely a truism to say that people
who are carrying mind and body loads
that are too heavy should have them
lightened. If the load Is apparently
neces:iry and free from the vlee of bad
emotions, the rest Is as truly necessary.

Rest and change shift the bearings.
take off the pressure frtm parts and
powers that are tired, and put Into exer
cise faculties that have been dormant.
so that the man as a whole is brought
up, his brain, and body are refreshed,
and mental wreck Is fought off.

I cannot write or talk too much of re
pose. In this busy, hustling world, where
people ire keyed to such high nerve ten
sion. More mental quiet is an uncon
sclous demand of the race

Danger of Mentnl 1nrest.
On every side we meet with this men

tal unrest, this struggle with burdens of
some variety or other, until from the
expenditure of ntrve force a large num
ber are among the never well, always
tired, class; after which follows the mor-
bid and finally the Insane.

The marvelous power of the nervous
svstem to wreck or build la startling.
Where the mind force that rules the
body Is scattered and disorderly, the con-
sequent lack of repose Is almost sure to
result in disease.

This mental unrest Is most subtle, and
thorefore a surt health destrover. It may
quietly work for years, yet It will accom-
plish, with no apparent effect. In time
home form of bodily disorder.

The majority are not trained to men'
tal quiet; even tht children are not re
cflvlng uch discipline.

Every healthy child Is brimful of active
life, hut It Is not rtU. only undrr
nrtlflrlal conditions. If rspose Is power,
then wo cannot too tsrly train the rhll.j
to observe time ef ilally sllen, ihori
Interval whrn Ixitli lioity sm! mind riM
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mom rn n the perl of Iwlh trhr
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mind, and mental habits react upon the
bodily condition.

We know that a body trained to hy-
giene habits will disperse mental mists
and Increase brain energy, and. con-
versely, that mental exercise, culture,
and discipline will increase bodily re-
sistance.

Every physician understands that
chronic biliousness will make a man hy-
pochondriacal and pessimistic; that alco-
holism will destroy the moral sense, and
that lack of exercise renders the mind
dull and lethargic, but he is apt to for-
get that there are psychic causes of
disease which operate Just as powerfully
In undermining the constitution as
broken physical laws, and the patient
will never get permanently well until he
Is mentally emancipated.

Correct habits of thought are quite as
important as proper physical hygiene. A
healthy mental attitude toward life In
general makes a man indifferent toward
minor cores and ills. He scarcely ob-

serves them, and disposes of them
mechanically.

Knowledge . Disease.
Before a man can be seriously sick, be-

fore physical Integrity Is In danger, the
brain Is notified, and if it be a vigorous
organ, trained to command, it prompUy
summons all Its forces to suppress the re-
bellion and avert the danger.

It Is quite possible, therefore, that a
time will come when the combination of
knowledge and will power wrill suffice to
abolish many diseases.

That day is still far distant, but the
advanced physician may profit by his
prophetic Insight and the good
effects of his drugs and hygiene with a
little philosophy.

He will not stop when he has regu-
lated his patient's diet, exercise, sleep,
baths, &c. anl prescribed the IndVcated
medicines, but will Impress upon him the
necessity of leading a broad, elevated,
and strengthening mental life.

He will explain that the brain Is the
real, nutrient center of the body, the
seat of government: that It Is not only
constantly adding to the Individual's
capital by relations with the external
world, but mus' straighten out any
tangle and make up any deficit incurred
by the body.

"When the Brain Is Crippled.
Therefore. If the brain Is constantly

debilitated by weak or vicious thoughts,
or atrophies from Inertia, or is narrowed
by monotonous routine. Its activity is
crippled, and the whole orgarxsm suffers,
the soul Is starved and cramped, the
general physical tone Is lowered, and
the want of harmony easily develops
Into disease.

There are physical eondltlons, also,
that must be considered, and one im-

portant matter Is that of proper elimina-
tion of waste matter.

The body is constantly trying to throw
off waste matter This waste matter Is
Intended by nature to be taken care of
and carried off bv the bowels, the kid-
neys, and the myriads of pores of the
skin.

If the bowels do not move dally, or
oftener. If the Sidneys are not flushed
by generous drafs of pure water,
taken midway between (not during)
meals. If the pores of the skin are not
kept open, then the waste matter, which
should be thrown off. is cooped up in the
system and poisons It.
It is often offered as an argument

against the necessity ot dally baths that
our s ancetors had no bathtubs, and
bathed infrequently, but they were much
In the position of the laborers of to-
day. Their active lives, the coarse
clothes they wore, the coarse food they
ate, the simple lives they led, the pure
air they breathed. &c all contributed
to keep their bodies frlctloned Into a
state of health.

The Secret of Proper Diet.
Many intelligent people. Including not

a few physicians, sincerely believe that
dieting implies the eating of unpalatable
foods This is a mistake.

Foods that taste good are more apt to
digest well than unpalatable articles, but
the individual alo is more liable to be
tempted Into dietary excess by the for-
mer than the latter. This is all the
truth there is In this notion.

Dieting means simply that the Individ
ual shall refrain from eating things that
are known to disagree with him, nnd
shall limit the amount which he eats,
while judicious medication and rest to
the digestive organs are restoring nor
mal tone and activity.

When the alimentary tract Is In a vig
orous condition, it protests forcibly
against overeating, hut It can become

debilitated by overwork and bad
treatment that It makes little resistance.
and the individual suffers accordingly.

An unprotestlng, weakly, compliant
stomach meafts a fithy cesspool in the
body, breeding poisons and polluting all
the springs and channels of that body,
filling the mind with evil thoughts and
the body with disease.

A clean and wholesome stomach Is the
fount of purity. Integrity, sanity, energy,
both of mind and body.

Usually the necessity for dieting means
debilltv or abuse for the digestive organs,
and dieting alone, while It will Insure a
method of comfort, will not cure the
original trouble.

Indigestion means either a lack or a
perversion of secretory acUvIty. and this
Implies some fault of innervation.

The stomach nerves may be unduly
sensitive. In which case there will be
oversecretlon with undue acidity; or the
nerves may be lacking In normal sensi-
bility. In which case there will be scanty
digestive secretions, with fermentation
and flatulency.

The first condition will be marked by
Irritation and excitability; the second by
depression and lack of tone. The quality
of these secretions will be Influenced by
the purity of the blood.

Pure blood circulates at a normal rate,
and furnishes secretions of a high physi-
ological standard.

It Is not wise to eat unless one Is
really hungry Ko food should be taken
unless there Is real, natural hunger; It
Is far better to miss a meal than to cat
without an appeUte.

A prolific cause of chronlo Indigestion
Is eating from habit, and simply because
tt ta meal-tim- e and others are eating.

Eat Only When II angry.
To eat when not hungry Is to eat with-

out relish, nnd food taken without relish
la worw than wast. Without relish the
salivary 'glands do not art, the gsMrlo
fluids are not freely secreted, and the
best of foods will not be digested.

Many perfectly hnrtnlMs dishes am
severely condemned for no other reaamt
than they were rnleit rrfunotorlly and
without relish and due InMllvatlnn
