Supreme Tribunal Adverse
to Ohio Governor.

VESSEL OWNERS ABE UPHELD

JiKtlee linrton Ilnnils Dovrn Opin-
ion In Opposition to View Ad-

vanced lj-- Harmon an Itecelver
for Toledo Term Inn I Contpnn).
Other Supreme Conrt Decialonn.

In an opinion handed down jesterdaj
bj Justice Lurton, the United States Su-

preme Court decided that the statute fix-
ing the limitation of liability of vcsel
owners, which was passed June IS, 18S1,

amending the act of ISol, applied to torts
as well as contractual obligations The
case arose In 1806 In the vicinity of
Toledo, Ohio, when the barge Crete a
merch int vessel in tow, while proceeding
up the Maumee River, ran Into a draw-
bridge owned by the Toledo Terminal
and Rallwaj Companv, of which Judson
Harmon now governor of Ohio, was re-

ceiver The damage to the bridge was
about 3d 000, and the vessel was sunk.
Suit was brought agilnst two of the ves-
sel owners in the Ohio State court The
owners filed a petition in the United

(States District Court for the Northern
district of Ohio asking ror tnc applica-
tion of the statutorj limitation of liabil-
ity under the Federal statute

They set up that thej were not prlvj
to the accident and without fault, and
tint tho aggregate of the damages ex-

ceeded the value of the owners Interest
in the vesel The court ordered all
creditors to appear and directed an ap-

praisal of the vessel
JudHon Harmon Object.

Judson Harmon as rei elver for the
Toledo Terminal Companv. objected to
the Jurisdiction of the Federal court, con-

tending that the Federal statute of 1SS4

did not include liabilities for torts, but
xlniplj for the contractu il obligations
The lower court accepted his view and
dismissed the petition The vessel own-

ers appealed and the Supreme Court
reversed and remanded the cause

It is the unanimous opinion of the
court that the at t applies to all forms
of liabilltj and the debates In Congress
at the time the law was passed contrib-
uted to show the intent of the law-

makers

Bernard N. Baker, of Baltimore, presi-

dent of the Atlantic and Pacific Trans-
portation Company. an Independent
steamship line, organized to engage in
commerce through the Panama Canal,
declared jesterday that neither American
bankers nor the transcontinental rail
roads had been gulltj of any Improper
or illegal act In connection with the for-

mation of the concern named It has
been heretofore charged that the trans-
continental railroads, acting through the

money trust," had placed ob-

stacles In the waj of the organization of
the Atlantic and Pacific Transportation
Companj

Mr Baker appeared sb a witness jes-
terday before the Senate Committee on
Interstate Commerce, which Is making an
Inquiry to determine what changes If
an j should be made in the laws govern
ing the operations of Interstate corpora
tlona Mr Baker stated it to be his opin
ion that the transcontinental railroads
were disposed to discourage the building
of stetmshlp lines for operation through
the Panama Canal, but he denied the
existence of anj t ompanv or combina-
tion to defeat the alms of the company
with which he is connected

Get Cnblnet A lew.
Mr Baker testified that In organizing

the Atlantic and Pacific Transportation
Companj he conferred with the Secre-ta- rj

of War, and later with Attorney
General Wlckersham The former ap
proved the project, as the.charier of
the company proIded that the ten steam-
ships to be erected should be available
In time of war ax naval and army trans-
ports The Attorney General made an
opinion in which he held that I'anam i
nnd Colon are foreign pons This In
sured the payment of mall subsidies to
the new steamship companj.

In approaching however. Mr
Baker wus not given much encourage
ment He tliscovered that thej feared
to Interest themselves In the proposed
w iter line, because most of their aftilii-iIdi- is

were witli persons Interested In
tranvoiitlnent.il rillroids Hankers ntso
feared that the Baker ompanv would
be unible to get mall subsidies from tlie
government

Mr Baker told the committee that he
bele(( tho fompinv would he able to
