"Obej orders If j ou break j our employer.'
Tell jour emplover that jou know more
about jour department of his business
than he possibly could know He may
not like It ther, but he will remember
and Vou will some day be rewarded"

"What chance has a .poor cmploje of
becoming a partner?"

That's a thing I was going to tell
the joung men last night and I forgot."
he said "Some day when the emplojer
Is 111. perhaps he may send down for some
papers Then the poor emploje may be
sent out with them and perhaps have a
chance to meet Madam Emplojer and
madam's daughter There's his chance."

aires' daughters Just as happj, perhaps

Stunned bj the onslaught of the prose-
cutor, joung Mrs Patterson was taken
from the witness chair In the middle of
the afternoon unable to answer coher-
ently the questions of her attornej. who
tcok her for redirect examination When
the prosecutor tore Into the direct testi-
mony of the defense the court room
scenes resembled a series of moving pic-

tures
"Show me how the shooting occurred,"

said the prosecutor "Assume the posi-

tion in which you say jou were when
jou shot jour husband "

Mrs. Patterson obejed, taking a posi-
tion on her knees.

"Now tell me how to stand so that T

will be In the in which jour
husband was.' Obejing the directions
of Mn. Patterson, the prosecutor stood
over her. His right hand upraised to
strike a blow. He was facing her.

"Now, then, you shot," he called
"I did," she answered.
