PASTORS PLEASED

WITH EDITORIAL

Herald Praised for Stand as
to Colored .Race.

Colored pastors last night praised The
Washington Herald for an editorial which
appeared on Thursday, calling attention
to the progress of the colored race In a
generation since slavery and embodvlng
facts related by Bishop Guerry, of South
Carolina, at the recent session of the
Protestant Episcopal Missionary Council
In New Jersej.

The editorial declared that the colored
race Is entitled to assistance materially
and morally. It spoke of Bishop Guerry's
statements, that colored men own farms
in the South to the value of $500,000,000
that in Georgia alone they possess prop
erty worth J2S.000 000, and that their church
property is valued at (40,000,000.

One Pastor's Comment.
Rev. J Milton Waldron, pastor of

Shiioh Baptist Church, was one who ex
pressed his opinion of The Herald's edi
torial.

"The editorial was excellent." said Rev
Dr Waldron last night "I am gratified
to find that the newspapers of the com
munlty, particularly The Herald, are de
voting more space to the problem oT
colored progress. I am inclined to think
Bishop Guerry in error with regard to
the statistics The colored church prop-
erty of which ha speaks is valued at
t63.000.000 instead of $(0,000,000. It is need
Ie"is to speak of the moral value, of an
editorial cf that nature. It is
and good thing for the attention of the
race in power to be called to the prog-r- e

of another which is almost in its
infancy.

Rev. A J Tjler, pastor of the Mount
Airy Baptist Church, was another who
was liberal in his praise or the editorial

"It is one of the finest things I have
read in vears," said Rev. Mr. Tyler.
"The editorial will do untold good In
Washington I consider it a er wise
thing to do, and can readily appreciate
the amount of research necessary for
the careful exposition of these facts

"I consider that Bishop Guerry has
pliced himself in a rank alone among
Christian churchmen The word of the
white man, given carefully and expllcit- -
1, regarding the colored race must have
an abiding effect, either for good or
evil, although in the matter of the edi-
torial the effect Is undoubtedly bene-
ficial '

Given Careful Attention.
The third pastor to give the matter

careful attention was Rev. W. P. Gib
bons, pastor of Mount Carmel Baptist
Church, Who read the editorial with the
following comment:

"The Washington Herald Is conducting
a great work In unfolding to the world
the story of colored progress made in
the last generation I feel that for the
length of time only one generation that
the colored man has been free, the race
has made the greatest strides known in
history. This particularly applies to
progress in church and morality condi-
tions, which have been of marvelous
growth the civil war. Great and
true facts are expressed In editorials,
but one of the greatest and truest ex-
positions I have read is the editorial that
appeared in The Washington Herajd last
Thursdav.

"It undoubtedly has the desired effect
among members of the race In Wash-
ington The colored people have ad-
vanced in Washington to a degree far In
excess of other cities. Possibly this Is
due to the uplifting force of the church,
to the moral atmosphere of the commu-
nity, or to editorial benefits. In the
present instance, to my mind, one of
the three forces Is clearly defined In Its
influence."

Dr. Loving's Opinion.
Rev. Dr. Julius I. Loving, pastor of

Enon Baptist Church, gave his opinion
of the editorial and of race progress In
general.

"I consider the editorial excellent In
Its message to the colored race of the
United States, and particularly to Wash-
ington," said Rev. Dr. Loving. "It
shows very clearly the progress of the
race since slavery, and. looking retro
spectively and prospectlvely,.tIieJiast.ln-dlcate- s

a brilliant future. The best, les

"How sweeti would be IbTe liberty to! see

each other as often as the diversity of
our occupations tallowed to .work, walk,
and travel together when circumstances
were favorable. ,. 2 , .,'

"Between us is a. profound affinity
which for Its ful development needs a
felicitous course-joz- . events, in tne past
we have had a presentiment, vTmt have,
only awakened to a full consciousness of
It by being brought In contact with each
other: I, In the morning over the beau-
tiful life which I had made for myself;
you. with a feeling that despite your
good intention effects, the family life so
ardently desired and so rich In fruitful
Joys has woefully failed jou.

"The instinct which drew us together
has been very strong, since it has helped
us to overcome so many painful impres-
sions arising from the totally different
way In which each had understood and
organized his and her private life. Now
behold us bound together by a deep affec-
tion which we must not allow to be de-
stroyed

Feels Deep Affection.
"Is not the shattering of a sincere and

deep affection comparable to the death
cf a child whom one has cherished and
seen grow up, and may it not in cer-

tain cases be even a greater misfortune
than that?

"What could not be drawn from this
Instinctive feeling, so spontaneous withal;
so much In keeping with our reason; so
compatible with our intellectual need,
for which it is so 'admirably adapted?

"For my part, I think every thing might
be obtained mutual labor, solid friend-
ship, hopeful courage, and even children
born of mutual ve in the widest sense
of the word

"Tell me sometimes that I must be at-
tached to you by very strong cords In
order that I may make up my mind to
preserve these cords at the risk of my
position and my life when there are,
other so important duties to be dis-
charged

"Think of that day, Paul, when you
feel overpowered by the fear of injuring
your children. They will never risk as
much as my poor little girls, who will be
orphans any day If we do not come to
some settled resolution If I think only
It will be a separation as far as possible
a peaceful one

Wife it Drae ou Him.
"Your wife is incapable of remaining

quiet and allowing you jour liberty. She
will always try to be a drag on you for
all sorts of reasons material interests,
the wish to amuse herself, even Idleness.
You must not forget either that v ou have
constantly before you matters of discord
relating to the education of your chil-
dren, of family life.

"They are the same discordant subjects
which have rendered your life unhappy
since your marriage and to which I am a
completo stranger a settled regime on a
footing of mutual liberty, but with the
appearance of courteous agreement for
the sake of the children, can never exist
with you.

"Should she agree to such a life, she
would never he able to keep such an
agreement, being of "too violent a tern
perament. too accustomed to get the up
per hand by violent means. Then she is
too rude.'ttoo unscrupulous- - to understand
the harm she Is doing the cnildren.

No Time for Family Affairs
"I am absolutely convinced It a

delusion on your.part to want to dispute
witn ner aoour. tne cnuarcn in your com-
mon life, for jou cannot have them suf-

ficiently under your care
"Again, jou must place yourself in

open hostility with their mother about
them, which is very disagreeable.

"You can exercise jour influence
them usefully only so far as jou suc
ceed In withdrawing them from the fam-

ily life. This is absolutely my opinion.
A badly constituted family in which dis
cord reigns is certainly a more harmful
place for children than for them to be
with strangers. Even to leavo jour
children when they are quite joung
principally to their mother and her fam
lly would be still less harmful than to
give them the dally example of a fam-
ily at open war.

"I am more and more convinced that
If a Separation be made, your wife would
very soon grow tired of looking after
the children, whbm she is incapable of
managing, who wprry her, and of whom
jou would gradually resume the manage-
ment under circumstances In which jou
would no longer be constantly opposed
by a hostile element.

"Secondly, dear Paul, you havo not
only jour children to consider, there ft
lourself, your future In the scientific
world: your moral and intellectual life.
All this has been In great danger for
some years past.

Warns Against Breakdown.
"All your friends know this, although

they do not know the reason. You know
what Perrin thinks. All those who love
sou Perrln, Weiss, Bernard, Urba- n-
have been uneasy about you for vears.
Your college pupils speak with evident
alarm of your state of fatigue, visible to
every one.

"You must take all this Into considera
tion. You can neither live, breathe, nor
work in the atmosphere you have made
for yourself. You were recently unable
to work except when your wife was at
the hospital I speak of the work of
preparatory reflection for the treatise
you wrote In August.

"Your family Is the center of a de
structive power, and I believe quite ex
ceptionally so. You cannot live in th's
family without being engulfed for Us
own use, contrary to the family Itself.

Tour children even become In this en
vironment an Instrument of oppression
as regards yourself, and In no way as
regards their mother, who Is far too
selfish to allow herself to be imposed
upon. '

Wife Will Oppose Plan.
It Is certain your wife will not easily

consent to a separation, for she hasn't
the Interest to do so. She has always
lived, seeklng.Ther own advantage at

.your expense, and .she will not find an
other so advantageous --a situation. Fur
ther, it is Jn her.character to remain If
she supposes, you wish her to go.

"You musi,wereiore aeciae, .nowever
painfuUthls may be-f- you, to do oil
In your powec.to render life Insupport-
able for her.

You must deprive her of all her
pleasures and distractions, or the belief
In the possibility of an agreement, and
the first proposition made by her to sep
arate, taking the children, you 'must ac--
cept without hesitation, to put an end
to any blackmailing she might attempt
