Athlete a Mystery.

WEDGED INTO A BARREL

Philadelphin, Nov. % —Wihth the discov-
ery to-day of an Itallan wedged tightly
Into & wine barre] and abandoned in
Hoofl road, at Norwood, a subigh, the
Delaware County authorities bheleve they
have been glven n mysteriouy aftermath
of an Ttalian Mafla plot

County Dwetective Berry, State Detesc-
tive Mell, Coroner Carr. and Deputy Cor-
oner Drews, of Delaware County, are all
convineed that the murdered Itulian is o
Mafia victim. They agree that all the
tircumstances undey which the murdered
man was found ahows that he was lured
intg & gang of enemiem, who threw a
ciothe line sround his neck and nolse-
lemaly strangled him.

Legs Broken with Ax.

After being strangled the hody was
packed inlo a wine harrel, his logs broken
with an ax, and tied on to the runk of
tha body, in ta get 1t Into the
rel- The & showed that the nan
was murdeved probuably a week ago, and
#x the bedy s clean-shaven, except for
A small black musiache, and in dressed
In ciean underwear and s otherwise ex-

der vietim met his death on Sunday o
week ago. The wine barrel
the body had not been seen In Hood road
until -last Thursday. The wire nalls on
the barre! are il free from rust.

The murderers wers apparently nervous
when they drove the bairel to the lon#-
some spot where it was found and were
frightensd away before they could bury
It A plck and two shovels were found
near the barrel with the body. But the
barrel lay uncovered, though immedintely
alomgnide of & clump of treen and bushes,
where 't could easlly have been burled

Probably from ltaly.

The fact that the victim wore forelgn-
mada clothes has furnished the offictals
with the theory that a victim may
have been connected wilh the Viterbo
trials and fed to this couniry to escape
the vangeance of the Mafia. The guthor-
itiea are convinced that omly the Mafia
would use a simangling cord, as the coun-
ty reccrds show that In &l other Ttallan
murder casss the murder weapon has
eithar heen a knife or a pistol

The body of the supposed Mafla victim
is that of = handsome, athletic_man of
nbout thirty with coal black hair, hed
back in wavy curls ang & small up-
turned mustache. He wure unmatched
but neat clothes, a grayfsh, striped coat,
and blue-siriped t(rousers. =n RTeen
sweater with red border. and clean. white
underwear.

It was mades plain hf the murderers
that they did mot kill® the young man
becauss they wanisd any of his belong-
ings. Even hia French briar plpe and
his razor were throwm into the barvel
with him, as wers also his shoes, which
had been taken off., but were paciked In
with the body. There Wwere no marks
un any of the clothing.
