"I often had trouble In getting word to
the home office, due to the fact that I had
to work with so much care to keep every
one from suspecting that I was a detective.

In an elaborately decorated stall sat
Porfirio Diaz with his suite and family.

The first bull that was released went
through the ordinary course of sprouts
first goring a broken down race horse,
which had seen service on many of the
tracks in the States and was used in the
bull ring only because ha was a thorough- -

stab between the shoulders, which para-
lyzed his spine.

The second entrant was a little black
fellow full of fire, which had been espe-

cially raised on the big ranch of Governor
Tirazzos. Between the toril ("pen") and
the ring there was a short alley, just wide
enough to allow tho bulls to get through
without rubbing the hair from their
flanks. Leaning over the boards which
formed tho sides of the passageway was
a Mexican negro, who, when the little
bull was shoved out of the toril, jabbed
a fishhook "barbo" into his left shoulder,
which maddened the animal to such an
extent that he hardly know which way
to turn, so eager was he to locate his
enemy.

Springing ten or a dozen yards toward
the centre of the ring the frenzied creat-
ure stopped short, bprcad his front feet
out as far as he could and madly pawed
the ground. In his shoulder the wicked
barb still fctuck, and to It were fastened
a big yellow rosette and a half dozen red
streamers trailing the ground.

delays should be reported.

"John Slattery was a Molly. He had
been a. school teacher, but had never
taken part in the actual killing of a man.
Whilo' the plans were being discussed
some one suggested that Slattery should
go along and help kill the Major boys.
He gave some excuse, a good one. and
then said: 'I cannot go, but I will give
$5 to the man who takes my place.'

I'm your man!' exclaimed 'Mike
Doolan and Matthew Donohue. and they
were chosen as being good men to take
part In the 'deal,' as a murder was
called.

" 'Mike' Somers was told that he must
follow the Major boys and report every
day where they went and what they did
until the men who were to come from the
other districts could arrive to help in the
killing. James Kerrigan had been one of
the men who was to go along, but he did
not want to take part in the case. He
was told he must, however, and he left
town to hurry along some others. 'Yel-

low Jack' was getting more impatient
every day at the delay, so he sent the
following telegram to Kerrigan:

'Tuscarora, June 15, 18 to. Don't
send boy

JOHN DONOHUE.'
'This was a cipher message which

meant for Kerrigan to return at once
and start the killing," explained Mr. Mc-

Pariand. "But all their carefully made
plans were frustrated in this case, for
the Major boys escaped, due to a warn-
ing.

"I have given an example of where men
escaped with their Kves. I could give
many others where the plans were carried
out and the victims killed, but some of
them would be second hand stories. I
was unable to get all the inside informa-
tion at times owing to the policy of ex-
treme secrecy among the various s,

and even though I had risen
high in the ranks and was on the "in
side I did not know all the facts.

"The man who pulled off a 'clean deal,
that Ir. a murder where the victim was
shot down dead, was a hero among the
Mollies. A good many of the victims
were beaten to death with stones and
short handled sledge hammers. The mur-
derers patiently bided their time until
they found the victim in a crowd and
then it was easy to cracK nis skuii.

"WTien It came to attacking a colliery
or a mine in the course of the big strike
that was another thing, a bod wouia
gather in a few seconds, knowing they
trn tn hum. cut and shoot, and they did
not need any further orders. I recall one
time that 1 had to taue an active part in
an attack on a colliery at Glover's Hill,
West Shenandoah. The body masters had
agreed that this colliery should be de-

stroyed, and I joined five hundred Mollies
in making the attack, knowing all the
while that Captain Linden was inside
with twenty-fiv- e armed policemen, but I
had to play my port We did not get into
the colliery owing to the cool bravery of
Captain Linden, but several of the Mollies
were wounded.

"The mob turned and marched to
Mahanoy City, five miles away, where
thev captured the place after running the
Sheriff out of town. I did a heap of
t,. .;,. nd rl.ineinir and wild waving of

mv arms during these attacks, just to
snow I was a real Molhe. but I managed
to take "ome good notes during the fights.
