How far the governmen!s contem-
piated prosecution of the =teel trust
will affect the stocks and bonds of the
Unlted Hialem Steel Corporallon s a
question which Is belng discusssd, es-
pecially by those who are connected
with or interesied In the Iinstitutions
foundsd and endowed through the mu-
nificence of Andrew Carnsgle,
maltimilllonalre lronmaster and philan-
thropist.

The Carnegie Institution in this clty,
ke the Public Libhrary, was founded
by Mr. Carnegie, and for the frat-
named Institution he gave to-the board
of trustees $10,006.000 In registersd
bouds of the United Stales Steal Cor-
poration, ylelding & per cent annual in-
terext. Te this endowment fund an
addition of $3,000.000 was made by

which Mr. In the majority
stockholder.

All the other institutlons founded hy
Mr. Carnegis throughout the worid are
based on bonds of this corporation, s
wall aa the here funds in this country,
in England, Germany, Franos, Danmark,
and other countrism.

The ["nited States Hteel Corporation
in ona of the constituent corporstions
of the steel trust, sgainst whom the
govarnmént ls taking stéps to procead
for alleged Infractlon of the Sherman
anti-trust law. Should the Investiga-
tlon of the affalrs and transaotions of
the wtes] trust convines the pgovern-
ment that the law has not been com-
plied with. a dissolition of the trust,
similar to that of the Btandard OIL may
be looked for as a result
