New Tork, Dec. 12. As was expected,

the American League magnates held a
brief, harmonious session here this after-
noon, transacted their business In less
than two hours, and adjourned.

For the past few years the annual
meetings of the league have been short
and sweet President Ban Johnson and
the eight managers are always working
together In perfect harmony, and there Is

little to do except talk over affairs of
interest, adopt a few resolutions, and
then adjourn.

The big sensation of the afternoon was
the resolution presented by Frank Far-rel- l,

of the New York club, and adopted
unanimously, which puts the younger
organization on record regarding the
recent world's series ticket scandal. The
resolution reads.
