CORONER TO PROBE

ATKINSON'S DEATH

Young 31 an Killed by Fall
from Car Platform.

An autopsy performed on Howard At-
kinson, twenty-fou- r years old, secretary
to Senator Frank O. Briggs. of New Jer-
sey, who died at Emergency Hospital
yesterday morning, disclosed that the
direct cause of the young man's death
was due to a fracture of the base of
the skull.

Young Atkinson was riding on the plat
form of an F street car Saturday night
and was seemingly In perfect health
He suddenly toppled off tho platform,
and, despite the efforts of several

to break his fall, struck head-
foremost on the pavement. The accident
occurred at Eleventh and F streets
northwest.

A passing automobile carried Atkinson
to Emergency Hospital. Despite the ef-

forts of physicians to revive him he
slowly grew weaker and succumbed at
1 07 o'clock Since it developed that At-
kinson's death was duo to a fracture of
the skull, and that it was In no way
caused by apoplexy, as was at first
thought. Coroner Nevitt has decided to
hold an Inquest at the morgue this morn-
ing. Detectives who Investigated the
ca&o declare there are no suspicious cir-
cumstances connected with Atkinson's
death.

Young Atkinson has been in this city
as secretary to Senator Briggs for about
five ears He lived at 107 Maryland
avenue northea't His father, W H.
Atkinson, superintendent of River View
Cemetery, at Trenton, arrived In Wash-
ington yesterday and will take the body
to Trenton this afternoon for burial.
