Believes Other Plans Should

Be Considered.

HAS VISITED TWO PLANTS

When the District budget for 191M3 Is

reported to the House by the
tee on District appropriations. Represen
tative Charles O. Lobeck, of Nebraska, a
member of the House District Committee,

will lead a tight to prevent the Imme-

diate selection of a garbage reduction
plant for the District of Columbia.

The item upon which the attack will be
made Is practically assured of reaching
the House, according to reliable informa-
tion as to the attitude of the subcom-
mittee on appropriations, l! provides a
110,000 fund to be used for the preparation
of plans for a municipal garbage reduc-
tion plant. The Commissioners have been
assured that this item will be left in the

a budget by the subcommittee and they
have practically engaged the services of
the expert who (constructed the success-
ful garbage disposal plant at Columbus.
Ohio. This expert has been asked to
superintend tbo planning of the local
plant with the understanding that, upon
Its completion, be will bo appointed
manent superintendent.

Trip to w York.
After a trip to New York, where he

investigated plants for garbage reduction
and garbage and rubbish destruction. Mr
Lobeck believes there is sufficient merit
in the latter plan of disposal to call for
a thorough investigation 'Into the relative
advantages of the two plans by a sanl-n- r

encineer Mr Lobeck will seek to
have the 10.000 appropriation diverted to
this purpose.

Mr Lobeck said yesterday lie was not
prepared, as a result of his trip, to con-

demn or commend either plan unquali-llodr- y

I am not nrgnlng against either
plan," he said "But I want a sanitary
engineer to go over and report on the
most approved plants of each type In
this oountrj, and then let Congress and
the Commissioners decide what they
want I would not pit my judgment In
the matter against that of a sanitary
uglneer
"I Mted first a municipal reduction

plant at New Brighton, Long Island
New Brighton has a population of about
W.000. and th present plant has u ca-
pacity of sixt torn daily. The method
Is incineration, and there is no odor from
the process.

I'lnn in Metropolis.
I then went down to the garbage re-

duction plant where all the Ken Tork
City garbage. Is handled. This Is a pri-
vate plant with a capacity of about 5,000

tons dall It is on Barren "Island, off
Long Island, the garbage being towed
to its destination by barges from the
New York dock. The Cltv of New York
pays 145.0(0 annually for the handling of
Its garbage by this plant There Is very
little odor from this plant

"In thf first place, It struck roe as
ljueatlonable "whether it would be wlso to
attempt the running of a reduction plant
b the unskilled and constantly changing
labor, which nould be furnished by tbe
workhouse at Occoquan. as Is planned at
present About of the oil de-
rived from the garbage Is taken out by
the use of naphtha, a high cxplosh e. The
handling of this In other plants Is in-

trusted onb to old and experienced work-
men and other plants make special ef-
forts to retain such men in their serv-
ice This would not be easy If the In-

mates of the workhouse were depended
upon to do the work. The plant would
be in constant danger of explosions from
tbe naphtha

A 100,000 1'roHt.
"The estimates submitted bj the

Commissioners for the reduction plant
say that the sale of the oil derived from
the garbage would mean a profit to
the District of about $100,000 a
jear Granting; this to be a fact.. It Is
possible that an equal or greater sav-
ing might be accomplished from the
destruction or incineration method

"The destruction method results In
two residue products steam and clink-
er Bot'i of these could be used to
advantage In the District The steam
could be used to run your water and
sewage pumping plants which would
mean a saving of about $10,000 In coal
alone The clinker has been used with
jrreat success in other cities for cement
construction work. In New Brighton
practical!) all the cement used In side-
walks is based on clinker from th r.ductlon plant and a number of cementbuildings have been constructed with thesame material. The incineration is ac- -

Only One Collection.
"As tbe destruction process cares for

all refuse garbage, rubbish, and ashe- s-
while the reduction plant takes care only
of the garbage, the former would seem
to have no small economical advantages
aver the latter in that respect Where
now the handling of refuse here entails
three collections, with an efficient incin-
eration plant, tbo same amount of work
would be accomplished by one collection.
This would mean a saving of time, trou-
ble, and expense to the housekeeper, one
receptacle being ampIefor tbe accommo
dation of all material to be collected by
the city

"Of course there are many arguments
In favor of the reduction plant that I
hate not enumerated. As I said, I am
not arguing tor or against either plan. I
am only setting forth the Ideas that
struck me most forcibly on my trip
My opinion, gathered from what I saw
and from talks with the superintendent
of the Barren Island reduction plant. Is
that It wouldn t be good policy to run a
reduction plant at Occoquan with the
workhouse, unskilled and unpaid labor"

Norrla Bill Places AH but Chief In
Classified Service.

A bill placing every emploje of the
e Department, except tbe Post-

master General, under the competitive
classified service was Introduced In the
House yesterday by Representative
George VT Norrls. of Nebraska, leader of
the House Insurgents

"The Department," said Mr.
Norrls. "has come to be a huge political
machine, used by the political party
which happens to be In power as a means
of controlling partrv organizations. The
roll call of a Republican convention
nowadays sounds like a list of second
class postmasters, and every Republican
State committee has employes
for about of lis member
ship."

The Norrls bill would Include even the
First Second Third, and Fourth Assist'
ant Postmasters General under the civil
service rules, and provides for filling
these places by promotion. It also pro
vides for the transfer of employes from
one to another in making pro
motions

Planners of JaeLson Day Feaat, lie--
ruemberlnjc Story of Gaynor's lie'
fnsal to BeiTard. Tovrne for

Support, Reject Mayor's
Name as Speaker or Special Gneat.

In the great gathering of Democrats
every State at the Jackson

Day banquet to be held Monday night
at the Hotel Raleigh, Mayor Gaynor's
absenctvls bound to be noted, accord
ing to Influential Democrats. They tell
this story of how-- New York City's may'
or was not Invited:

A body of local Democrats arranged
the dinner, and by vote named the
Democrats to "be Invited and to speik.
.Mayor Gaynor's name was proposed
both as a special guest and as a speak-
er. One of the committeemen protested
and, by a vote. Major Gaynor waa re- -
Jectedboth as a special guest and as m.

speaker. It was learned last night
that the Democrats who brought about
Mayor Gaynor's rejection did so on the
complaint that the mayor practically
promised, after his election, to make
Charles A. Towne. formerly a Republi
can Congressman from the Duluth dis
trict later a Democratic United Statetr
Senator for sixty days, and In recent
years a resident of New Tork city, cor-
poration counsel for the city of New
Tork.

Grave Chance Blade.
The grave charge waa also made that

Mr. Towne having presided at a great
Gaynor meeting during the mayor's cam-
paign, was led to believe that for his
services on that occasion he was to be
given the post of corporation counsel.
Instead, It Is alleged, that when Mr.
Towne sought an Interview with the
mayor for the purpose of discussing the
proposed appointment, his honor of New
York City was otherwise engaged and
too busy to see Mr Towne

The relevancy of Mayor Gaynor's re
jection has somewhat to do with the ar
rival of Col Brian In this city, lie is
now on his way from Tampa Brian's
friends said last night that he would be
Intensely annojed over the act of tbe
local committee In turning down Major
Gaynor. They could not understand It
they added, for the reason that th! local
committee Is made up largely of Bryan's
friends, and should have been aware that
Cot Bryan and Mayor Gaynor, since UX.
have been the warmest and most Inti
mate friends. Bryan neves. vtsUs New
York City without calling on theinayor
Only recently lirjan was the week-en- d

guest of the major at the tatter's coun-
try home at St. James. Long Island.
Brvsn, It Is known, has always been
grateful to Gaynor for the tatter's ac-
tivity In Bryan's first Presidential cam-
paign in IKS. when most ot the leading
Democrats of New York State eschewed
Bryan.

Supporting this contention, Senator
Hitchcock, read an extract from a
speech by Sir Edward Grey, the secre-
tary of foreign affairs of Great Britain.
In the House of Commons, in March
of last year. Sir Edward waa quoted
as saying that the treaty would. In bis
opinion, bo followed by an agreement
that the United States and Great Brit-
ain would Join with each other in any
caee In which one had a quarrel with
a third party by which arbitration was
refused.

Senator Hitchcock declared that the
utterance carried a peculiar signif-
icance It throws a flood ot light on
the proposed transaction between the
two countries, he said, and at, the time
the statement was made the relations
between Great Britain and Germany
were strained, and are even strained

The Senator said that when Sir Ed-
ward Grey .referred to the possibility
of a quarrel with a third power which
refused arbitration, the conclusion be-
came almost inevitable that he referred
.to Germany.

In which
he strenuously criticised the reference to
Col. Roosevelt.

These Republicans seem
to be utterly discouraged ov er the future
of their party this year They are hop
ing that the Democrats will by aome
blunder this winter retrieve the Republl- -
i an situation, iney are also hoping that
Iresldent Taft by some stroke, will re-
habilitate the Republican party In the
eyes of the nation A great many of
these Republicans believe that President
Taft could redeem the situation by tact-
fully adopting the course which would
relieve the farmers of the country of
future fear as to the reciprocity measure
This reciprocity measure Is dead beyond
resurrection while Pemler Borden Is at
the head of the Canadian government,
but according to Republican United
States Senators and members of ths
House of Representatives, the farmers
of many States and districts believe that
so long as this measure remains on the
statute books It Is a menace to them.
