of the Coston lied Sox. Nap Rucker. of
the Brooklyn Dodgers. Jo Jackson,
the Cleveland Naps, and Clyde Milan, of
the Nationals, represent the South in the
big show Rnd eiery mothers son
them is a star.

"A large number of jouthful recruits
from the South will be given a trial with
various major league clubs next season,
Including John Jay Cashlon. the Na-
tional twlrler. of whom great things are
expected.

Manager Griffith confirmed Mike Ka--
hoes statement that previous to Ty
Cobb's debut. Southern bom ball players
from Southern leagues were not con
sidered worth a trial In the majors. Now
everything is changed, and as a rule the
scouts look over the Southern leagues

Emerson Gibson, star full back of the
Holy Cross eleven during the past sea-
son, will surely become a member oS the
Georgetown Law School, and will be
eligible for the Blue and Gray football
(earn next season.

As stated some time ago In these col-
