HEAD OF PRINCETON

Professor of Logic Successor to Goy.

Woodrow Wilson, Who Re-

signed in October, 1910.

Princeton. N. J, Jan. 1L The trustees
of Princeton University elected Prof.
John Grler Hlbben, ISC president ot the
university at the annual winter
meeting.

Princeton has been without a president
since Gov. Wilson resigned In October,
1910, to become the chief executlv e of the
State of New Jersey. The undergrad-
uates ot the university have been strong
for Dr. Hlbben since the resignation of
Dr. Wilson, and when word was passed
around that the popular profes-
sor of logic was to be their president,
there was rejoicing throughout the

Dr. Hlbben has been one of
tho most popular lecturers of
the university tor years. He knows most
of the students of the big university by
came, and never passes them without
greeting them. He has the reputation
of being very democratic in his views
and fearless In expressing them. It Is
thought on all sides that Dr. Hlbben
will steer Princeton safely to aTTjosItion
of more practical usefulness without
offending any one. The old wounds of
the graduate school controversy are
about healed, and Princeton men are
looking to a new era of advancement
and prosper! tj. A Princeton graduate,
writing recently, said of Prof. Hlbben

He is a good administrator of sound
judgment and of exquisite tact; while
not aggressive, he possesses clearness of
purpose and great strength of charac
ter- -

John Grler Hlbben was born at Peoria,
I1L, in 1S51 His father was a clergy
man. Prof Hlbben took his A. B. de-
gree at Princeton In 1SS2. and his master's
degree three jears later. lie became a
Ph. D. In 1S33, this degree being also con
ferred by his alma mater.

Lafayette College conferred upon him
the degree of LL. D. In 1907.

Between 1SS and 1SS6 Prof Hlbben
studied at tho- Princeton Theological
Seminary and at the University of Ber-
lin, and In 1SS7 he was ordained into the
ministry of the Presbyterian Church.

For the four years following he was
pastor of the church at ChambersburgTl

M, at the conclusion of wmen time ne
became on Instructor of logic and psy
chology in the university. Slnre 1S33 he
has been professor of logic.

Prof. Hlbben s work has dealt with the
subject which Is of primary interest to
nim. His published works Include In
ductive Logic." 1S96: "The Problems of
Philosophy." 1S3S. "Hegel's Logic" 1S0I:
Deductive Logic" 1S05. 'The Philoso

phy of the Enlightenment," 1909. Since
1303 he has been editor of "Epochs of
Fhilosophj." a great work of twelve
volumes, b authors In the United
States and Great Britain.

CHICKENPOX ON INCREASE.

Health Department Shows 103
Caves Under Treatment.

There is an unusually large number of
cases of chlckenpox in the District, ac-

cording to the weekly report of the health
department, which has Just been made
public At present there are 102 cases
under treatment.

Last week e cases were re
ported to the health department, and
twentj three were discharged. On De-

cember 30, 1911, there were only eighty-tw- o

cases of the disease under treatment.
During the past week there were 123

deaths. Twenty-tw-o of these were caused
by diseases of the heart, sixteen were
caused by consumption, and apoplexy
claimed eleven victims.
