HERE; TELLS HIS TROUBLES

Prof. Gus, Whom Everybody-i- n Baltimore Knows, if
He Says It Himself, Appeals to Charities,

But Refuses to Saw Wood. .

With a small satcbell thrown orer his
left shoulder by means of a lone strap,
and supporting his stooped frame on a
rudely carved cane cut from adjacent
woods. Justus Schmidt, sixty-nin- e years
old. of Baltimore, better known through-
out the East as Prof Gus.
"maker and tuner of pianos, and organ
expert." walked Into the office of the
Board of Charities at the District Build-
ing yesterday afternoon to appeal for aid.

Prof. Gus had evidently traveled long
and far There was a noticeable limp In
his walk which spoke unerringly of fore
feet He was bundled Jn a great old
oercoat which was worn and ragged
In the buttoihole of his overcoat
was a slim bunch of sweet peas. A
handkerchief was tied around his right
band supposedly over a sore His hair
was lone and rumcled. giving him the
appearance of a real musical genius. Hlsl
manners were marked with unusual
naivete TVhen he spoke there was a
twang to his voice which told that with
respect to nationality he was distinctly
Irish

"Permit me to make myself known to
ou." said the piano tuner, with an Irish

twang, to Dr Tobln, In charge of the
Board of Charities office. "I am Prof.
Gus. maker and tuner of pianos and
organ expert."

shoulder, and slowly seated himself era

the edge of a chair near Dr Tobln's desk.
He clasped his hands at the top of his
rude cane, which was held vertically with
the butt on the floor, and bending for
