for am European nation to compel us

to arbitrate the validitv of the Monroe
doctrine, a fact repugnant to the Amer-

ican people. It is true that Secretary
Knox made a verbal statement before
the Senate Cqmmittee on Foreign Re
lations that the Monroe doctnne and
other matter of vital interest, such as
the exclusion of undesirable immigrants,
were not to be considered arbitrable.
but it was realized that unless his as

sertion was dulv incorporated in the
documents, it would have no weight

The Senate, therefore, has gone upon
record as opposed to a radical depar
ture from the traditions and historj of
the American people It has not, hovv- -

eer, increased the probabil t of in
ternational difficultv The United
States ha alread arbitration treaties
with Great Britain and France which
will meet everv case wh ch ought prop- -
crlv to come within the field of legal
discussion As for other questions, it
ma be taken for granted that the close
br.nds ot blood relationship, of com-
merce and of mutual
which exist between the United States
ind Great Britain and France will pre-
vent hast and violent action

Senate has sustained It has from the
first recognized clearlv the flaws in the
agreements s long ago as August 6,

merits or demerits of the strike have
nothing to do with the question. Even
if the sympathies of the officials were
with the mill owners, the had no license
to throw innocent people into jail, to
baonet children, to maltreat women,
and to act throughout with the instinct
of savage power

Occurrences like those in Lawrence
are in their effect. They
do more in an hour to create a sym-

pathy for socialism, to develop an-

archistic instinct, than can be overcome
by years of intelligent and humane ed- -j

ucation. The authorities hare incurred
a tremendous responsibility which is
by rp means wholly discharged by their
act of jesterday in allowing the chil-

dren to depart unmolested. They owe
a debt of reparation to the people they
hae sadly wronged

The one bright spot in the incident
is the deep interest displaced by the
wife of the President of the United
States jn the story of the poor unfor-

tunates. When the first lady of the
land leaves her multitudinous duties to
listen personallj to the narrative of her
less fortunate sisters, a demonstration
of kindly concern is afforded which
the American people observe with com-
plete satisfaction and approval.

MINE DISASTERS

SHOW NO DECREASE

Dr. Joseph A. Holmes Eeports No

Progress in Eeducing
j Loss of Life.

"We are not making satisfactory prog
ress In reducing the loss of life in our
mines," said Dr Joseph A. Holmes, Di-

rector of the United States Bureau of
Mines, yesterday. "And we will never
make this progress until we get away
from theory and get down to actual prac
tice, and develop that hearty, determined

between the mine owner
and the mine worker which is absolutely
essential to Success

It would be unfortunate and unpar
donable If from the many American
mine disasters of the past few )ears we
have not learned some lessons that may
helo to Drevent or minimize future dlaas
ters, or reduce the loss of life resulting
from them Mine disasters have result
ed from mine fires, gas explosions, or
dust explosions, or a combination of two
or all of them.

'The two most Important lessons
taught bv the Cherri and Scranton dls
asters were the rinks that alwa)s attend
the practice, entirel) too common, of
earning Inflammable materials Into the
mines and keeping them In the mine, and
the Inadequacy of the methods and
equipment for fighting and extinguishing
mine fires. Of course, we must have
timber In the mine and no economical
method Is now known for flreprooOng
this timber As long as we keep mules
In the mines, certain materials must be
carried with which to feed them. By all
means the easiest way to prevent the
risk of fires in mine stables Is to keep
these stables outside of the mine

The lessons taught in the recent study
of dust explosions are that the dust from
practically all of the bituminous coals
will explode under favorable conditions
without any gas being present. They
have also shown that a small gas explo
sion Is one ot the easiest wa)s of starting
a dust explosion, which, if the mine Is
wet. will tx a local explosion, from
which many miners may escape; or. If
the dust Is dry and abundant, there win
be a general explosion, extending to
ever) part of the mine, and killing b)
Its own violence or its poisonous gases
all the men in the mine "
