As a matter of
fact, scarceb two of them are alike in
all particulars, but at the same time they
are all based on the same principle of
supporting teachers of long- - service who
can no longer support themselves

A startling report on an Intensive study
of housing conditions in a portion of the
southwest section of the city, which has
the highest mortallt) and morbidity rec-

ord of an) statistical district In the
Capital was submitted to District Health
Officer Woouward late yesterday after-
noon by Dr A L. Murray, of the health
office, who as In general charge of the
work. The death rates In the district
from every disease except scarlet fever
are much higher than the general mor-
tality rate for the city

For the purpose of applying the study
of vital statistics to sanitary conditions,
the cit was divided Into flftj three

known as vital statistics districts.
For several ears mortallt and morbld-'- tj

statistics for these separate districts
have been compiled and compared The
comparisons have shown unduly high
rates in certain district- -, and as a result
intensive studies have been made to de-

termine the contributing causes These
si die- - have been conducted b a stem- -
atlc Inspection In the
territorj embraced b the district As
far as is known, Washington Is the first
municipality to apply the study of vital
-- tatlstics to sanitar conditions.

The average death rate per 1.000 resi

The death rate among babies under one
jcar of age was 4i while the average
mortality rate among children through
out the clt) was only 3.20. The pneu
monia death rate in this district was 2.52,

while the general city rate was only 1 S2.

The death rate for bronchitis In the dis-

The bronchitis death rate
for the citi in general was only 0.29

It was discov ered by the health authori-
ties-, who conducted the test that the
hlchet mortality rates prevailed among
preventable diseases, such as tuberculo
sis, pneumonia, Droncnitis. pulmonary
congestion, and diphtheria.

The twelfth district comprises 2116

acres, and contains e squares.
forty of which are occupied by buildings
used for residential purposes. The popu-

lation of the district, exclusive of the
Washington Barracks, was found to be
6,069 The adult population was 3.9K,
whereas 2.12S children were found In the
section.

States, are alike and there li the great-
est variety In the method and. proportion
of the contribution to the pension fund
made by the state or city where teach-
ers' pensions are paid. Figures of the
total cost are not vav aliable. nor enough
data on which It U safe to predict ulti
mate success or failure. In Rhode
land the legislature appropriates all that
la needed, and In New Jersey the cities
do the same. Connecticut and Virginia
pay 15,000 each, and Mao land E5.000.
Some cities pa) from 13.000 to $50,000 a
)ear in fixed amounts, but In moat cases
a special tax is levied for the purpose,
ranging from h of a mill to I
per cent assessed on the grand duplicate.

Teachers Coaitrlbnle to Fnnd.
In some cases It Is 1 per cent of the

total school fund, and In others only the
Interest on dally balances in the school
fund Some cities contribute as much
or as much as the teachers
themselves pay. In some cities in New
York It is from 3 to 6 per cent of the
money raised by the excise tax. The
amounts contributed by the teachers
vary greatly, but generally It la a per-
centage of the salary, depending in some
rases on length of service and running
from 1 to S per cent, with a limit
often placed at 112 a ear where the
contribution Is 1 per cent of the sal-
ary. The annual assessments run up
aa high as 130 or even led a, year In
some cases. These due must generally
be paid for as many years as are re-
quired to entitle to an age pension,
while in other cases a limit Is stated
to the amount to be contributed, varying
from 1300 to 1600.

The main difficulty In maintaining a
teachers' pension system Is Inherent in
the calling The majority of teachers do
not enter the work with any idea of
making tt a life pursuit That Is why
teachers generally object to compulsory
membership In the pension systems, and
the stems which compel contributions
and those who do not are about equally
divided. For the same reason teachers
,are not friendly to a pension system which
compels, contributions, and will not re-
fund any of the raontj so contributed
if the teccher stop? teaching There are
only six such sj'tems 8ucb a rule Is
not so objectionable when membership
In the svstem is not compulsory In
twenty-seve- n sMems a refund Is made
to the teacher leaving the service before
retirement, varying In amount from

to all they have paid In, the amount
often dependent upon whether thev re-
sign or are discharged. In some cases
the teacher Is required to pay a small
sum annually to the fund after retire-
ment and while drawing the pension

The most common type of teachers'
pension system Is one In which the
teacher contributes a small amount
yearly, between 1 and 2 per cent of the
salary, for a period of about thirty )ears,
and which Is aided by the State or city
There seems to be no question that such
a system can be made highly successful.

sldered unusually high, because of the
fact that the neighborhood Is entirely
residential and that most of the people
are of the working class.

"The distribution of the families among
the premises of this district may be
worth considering." saya Dr Murray, In
his report "This Is not a section of
tenements.

small house by two families, although
not neceasarll causing overcrowding, jet
brings together In close contact all the
occupants of the premises and affords
greater chances for the spread of dis-
ease than would be the case should each
famil occupy an equal amount of space
In a distinct and separate apartment

Contributes to Mortality.
"Household wastes from such premises

are naturally Increased In proportion to
the number of families keeping house in-

dependently thereon, and tends not only
to an Increase in quantity, but also often
to a lack of adjustment as to responsi-
bility for Its proper disposal

"The maintenance of the premises of
thfs district, both by the tenants and b
the owners, undoubtedly In no small way
contributes to the mortality period Such
conditions as have already been cited In
connection with the nuisances and viola-
tions of the various regulations of the
district found during this investigation
tend in many wajs to reduce the salu-
brity of this district"
