Body of Woman Who Committed

were last In Ashevllle he had a room ata club and did not stay with his wife atner mothers home.

Because of
her umess Mrs. Lorillard being a suf
lerer from neurasthenia it ls Bosslbl.
ber friends say, that she magnified her
irouDies.

Mrs. Lorillard before her marriage was
Miss Kathleen L. Doyle, daughter of a
Washington banker, and was prominent
in society circles here. Her mother. Mrs.
