The
mansion was the home of the late Solid
tor General ot the Bute Department, and
is now occupied by his widow, Mrs.

Wylie about twenty years ago, ana is
the mother ot his four emiaren, tut eld
est ot whom Is seventeen.

Bora In Washington.
HIchborn was born In Washington

twenty-nin- e years ago. He lived most
of his life here. He was a graduate of
Harvard and entered the practice of
law soon after. Though not a million-
aire, as has been reported. HIchborn
was wealthy and could have retired to
live in luxury to an old age on his

He Is survived by his son, his sister.
Mrs. rearsall. his motner. ana tne wire,
whose desperate love for another man
led to the act which made life not
worth living for the handsome joung
husband who bad placed his all at her
feet.

Fled to Europe.
The tragedy ot Hlchborn's life is well

known In New York and Washington
society. In December, 1910, his wife,
who, as Eleanor Hoyt. was the belle of
Washington, and to whom he had been
married for Ave years, deserted him and
fled to Europe with Horace Wylie, a
Washington society man, who had been
his Intimate friend.

Mrs HIchborn was persuaded to leave
Wvlle In the summer ot 1911 and returned
to Washington. Attempts were made at
a reconcUatlon, and Wylie went back to
his wife. But In the early fall Mrs
HIchborn again disappeared, and It was
learned that she had gone with Wylie.
Since then HIchborn has been Inconso
lable. Against his will he entered suit
for a divorce on January S last, but It
was never brought to trial, for since.
It was instituted the whereabout of the
eloping couple bis not been known.

Day after day HIchborn has brooded
over the loss of his wife. His little son
was the only human being In whom he
took an Interest, but even the lltUe fel-
low never made up for the woman that
the g young man toyed with
his whole heart. Jle took Uttle Interest
in the efforts of his friends to locate
the missing couple, or in the determina-
tion of his relatives to press the divorce
suit

Gave TJp Society.
He left society. In which he had been

a leader, altogether, and was seen
about the streets but seldom. His wife
he only discussed with his most Inti-
mate friends. Of late he had been
growing more and nfare despondent
He made a comfortable income out ot
his law practice, and had no fears for
the future of his son, but life held no
hope for Mm, and when the end of It
came yesterday his friends were not
surprised.

Society, however, laughed at these de-

nials because the Infatuation of the two
had been the subject ot comment In their
set It was known that Horace wyuo
was unhappy In his Jiome relations and
It was also understood that Mrs. HIch-
born considered her marriage a mistake.

Seen In Various Places.
For months rumors were prevalent

that the two had been seen'ln various
parts of the old world, now at Paris, now
at Monte Carlo, and even in Egypt It
had become generally accepted that the
elopement was a fact, but neither Airs.
Wylie nor Mr. HIchborn would file suit
for divorce against their absent spouses.
Mrs. HIchborn left behind her an infant
son. Philip HIchborn. the third, while Mr.
while Mr. Wylie only deserted his wife,
but four children. Andrew, a freshman
at Princeton, HoraceWylie, Jr, and two
small daughters.

On April 17, 1911, it was reported from
NeTf York that Wylie had returned td
this country without Mrs. HIchborn. and
had been recognized by 'several of his
Washington friends at the Waldorf As-

toria. Mrs. Wylie was said to have been
la consultation with him. Several days
later lie came to Washington where. It
Is said, that he had a long lntervley with
his wife and her family and pleaded in
vain for a reconciliation. Another story
Is that Mrs. HIchborn had told him to
go back to his wife on "six months' trial"
and that If he found he could not be hap-
py away from her they would east all
aside and remain together for life.

Twentr-on- e at Marriage.
Eleanor Hoyt was twenty-on- e 1 ears

old when she married HIchborn. The
wedding was a notable.one In Washing
ton, the ceremony having been performed
by Bishop Satterlee. HIchborn, while
he followed the law as a profession, did
considerable writing. His wife was ath
letic and loved outdoor sports. Wylie.
who was almost twenty years her senior.
had knokn Mrs. HIchborn since long be
fore her marriage. He was the son of
Judge Wylie. ene of the old Woshlngton
families, and the Ulchborns and Wylles
have been thrown together In society for
years. Wylie was an athlete and waa
frequenUy seen with Mrs. HIchborn.

The German Rejchstsg. which waa

elected In January. JfeT " adjourned,
after fulfilling 'its leaul sean of life, and
once more the German empire la In the
throes of a parliamentary elecUon. Next
Friday, January 12. tne nation will be
asked to return 387 representatives, and
the party struggle will be keener and
likely more than In the forty
years since the founding ot the new em-
pire.

During the five years that have elapsed
the parties practically have remained sta
tionary; with but one exception tne so
cialists, who bUve Increased their repre
sentation by ten seats, since 1S71 there
have been twelve general elecUons-foug-

on a great variety of Issues, but it was
not unUI 1SS7 that the parties settled
down tn definite programmes ot policy.
and finally assumed the shape and color
which sUIl characterize them. For all
practical purposes the three groups of
Conservatives. Imperial party, and Antl--
Bemltes may be classed as Conservatives.
They act together In almost all situa
tions and have the same programme on
all Important quesUons.

They are agrarians, protecUonlsts, and
reactionaries in every sense of the word,
and on all matters ot naUonal defense
their shibboleths are the same. In 1K7
their combined strength In the Reichstag
was 12 seats. Their lowest figure was
BO. In. 1303. and their highest lit. In IKS.
In 1907 they were 112 strong.

The Center or Clerical party, mainly
recruited from tflo Rhine provinces and
Bavaria, varies little In numerical
strength. In 1SS7 they were In possession
of SS seats. Their greatest strength was
reached In U90, with 10S seats: their least
In JKB. with 9S. If we take Into consid-
eration the growth In population, we
might expect a larger representation, hut
we And that although the number of re
corded Clerical votes has risen from
l.:i6,0M, In 1SS7. to Z.ltS.000. In 1907, the
number of Reichstag members all througn
this period steadily remains at about loo.

From the nature of Its consUtuUon and
programme very Utile Increase or de-

crease can be expected. Center repre
sents the Interests of the Romsn cam
otic Church.

The NaUonal IJberals possess only a
shadow of. their former power and Influ
ence. In the earliest years of the em
pire they numbered nearly half of the
entire Reichstag. In 1K7 their number
had fallen to 99. and In the following
election of 1S30 they reached their nadir of
C seats. During the elections of 1903 and
1907 they reralned a few seats, but the
country seems tired of the pseudo lib
eralism of this party.

To the left of the latter tit the com
bined forces of radicalism, a union of
three or feur small radical sections, with
a fine programme as far as It goes but
without energy, doctrinaire rather than
practical, and with little of Inspiration,
initiative, or creative powers. Their best
Sear was lut when they returned III
members, which number had dwindled
down to In 1SS7. German radicals suffer
from the absence of a great leader. They
have no one who rises head and shoulders
above his fellows, no really constructive
statesman whose voice can Influence the
Reichstag or the government In favor of
liberal legislation. Timidity and a sort or
academic pedantry mark the utterances
of their leaders at a time when the Ger-

man nation stands In need of the strong-
est food on the political table.

We now reach the Socialists the "ex
treme left" 'they call them doubtless the
most interesting political party In the
country. One hears on every side
the question "What addition will tne so-
cialists gain to their already enormous
voting strength!" The growth of thte
party is one of the most remarkable po
litical phenomena of modern European
hlatorr In the first Relchstar one So
cialist Bat In 1903 the party occupied 81

seats. This was reduced In 1907 to B,
owing to party combinations against
them: but they quickly recuperated, and
In 1911 nere U strong This In Itself was
phenomenal. It Is. however, when we
turn to the record of voters that we are
able to properly appreciate the strides
made by socialism In the Fatherland.

At the general election for tne nrst
German Reichstag. In 1S7L 102.000 Social
ist votes were recorded. There were few
who paid any attention to the cloud no
bigger than a man s hand, the cloud tnat
was afterward to overspread the enUre
sky. Jn 1571. 2,000 Socialists recorded
their votes, and three years later nearly
00.000. Owing to measures taken by the

gov ernment against the growth ot a par
ty which had begun to alarm the coun-
try, the number of recorded votes In
1S7S and 1SS1 ell to OtOOO and 312.000 re
spectively, but rose m ism to fcoo.im ana
in 1SS7 to 763,000. Jt was at tne election
of 1. and after the futility of the So-

cialist laws had been demonstrated, that
the tnrtr nut on that tremendous spurt
which has lasted for twenty years, and
which In no way seems to have exhaust-
ed Itself. The figures for 1S90 show
1.C7.O0O votes, or nearly double the num
ber recorded three years before. In 1S93

the rreat wave reached l.TsT.wa, in lias
the second million was topped, and In
1903 the third million. At the election ot
190T another quarter million was added to
the gigantic rote, and now expectant
Germany will not be greatly surprised If
the election of 3811 shows that the lourtn
million has been reached.

If it does, the Socialist vote will be
almost double that of the combined con
servative parties and Clericals. It win
probably also far exceed the united vote
of the National IJberals. Radicals, and
their allies. It Is the salvaUon ot the

"Buercertlche" (dtixens") par
ties that general elections continue to be
fought on the basis of tne Old electoral
districts blU of forty years ago, which
divided the German empire Into 7

each of approximately 100.000

voters were a new reiuainouuon dui
Introduced on the basis ot population
alone the Socialists would fill more than
a third Ot the Reichstag, instead of sev-

enth, which they occupied at the recent
dissolution.

In Germany they are not accustomed to
see great popular leaders. Few of the
political notables of tne country are
men capable ot arousing enthusiasm, nor
are their training, position, and outlook
such as are calculated to arouse the
masses

The leader of the Conservatives, Herr
von Heydehrand und der Lose, Is a coun-
try squire with a legal training and with
mora than average abilities, but ot a
Toryism so remote from the require-
ments of the present day, so filled with
a reactionary spirit that his Influence
outside the b Junkers Is of the
most shadowy character.

Baron von Hertling, the leader ot the
Clericals. Is a South Germaii proterscr
of Catholic philosophy en able mm In
his particular branch of knowledge, but
In no way tn touch with the great masses
of the people of the south and west dry,
didactic,

Herr Bassermann. of the National IJb
erals, is a lawyer of Mannheim who has
been hurled about from one constituency
to another In search ot a seat an able
opportunist an agile balancer, a "dancer
on eggs." as the Germans would say.
He has no popular sympathies, and has
never made his mark as a constructive
legislator.

The left wins-- of the IJberals possesses
no leader at alt. hardly a man who rises
above mediocrity, and none ready to
strike out on a new line on behalf of the
great principles of Liberalism,

GOAL STRIKE END

'SEEN I ENGLAND

Owners Accept Minimum Wage Bill
and Peace Is in

Sight

London, March 7. The strike ot coal
miners In Great Britain Is so
near a settlement that It ta predicted
that all mines win be In operation by
next Monday at the latest The coal
owners, after a long conference this
morning, decided to accept the govern-
ment's minimum wage bllL The min-

ers' federation decided to take an Im-

mediate ballot among the men as to
whether or not they desire to accept the
government's blU and return to work.
The miners' delegates are hur-
rying out ot London to their respective
districts, so that no time will be lost la
carrying the result of the ballot what-
ever It might be. Into effect The ques-
tion upon which the men wUl be called
fa act reads:

"Are you In favor of resuming work
pending the settlement of the minimum
rate of wages In the various grades by
the district boards to be appointed under
the coal mines minimum wage act?"

A bar majority of votes will be suffi-

cient to carry or reject the proposition,
and the miners delegates are Inclined to
think that the question will be carried
by a good majority. The government's
minimum wage bill, which waa passed
In the Parliament early this morning,

While It paved
the way to a settlement of the troubles,
the serious problem ot alleviating the
suffering among the poor Is still to be
solved. The relief measures now In oper-
ation tn all parts of the country will
continue for the present
