"We have not reached the stage where
our national progress, much less our
existence, rests upon one individual
When that time comes we might 3s
well despair of the continuance of the
republic and accept a dictatorship That
time, howeer, will neer come.

The promptness with which the Re-

publicans in the South met and elected
Taft delegates led to the belief that the
President was depending largely for
support upon a representation from
States which could not, in the very na

ture of things, afford him support in
the electoral college Recent events
hae demonstrated, however, that this
belief was not well founded No one
can gainsaj the important part which
New York State will play in the Presi
dential election. It is an axiom that as
New York goes, o goes the Union. If
there had been in New York a enous
division in the Republican ranks, or if
Roosevelt had commanded the support
of even a large mmoritv of his party in
the recent primaries, the Republicans
who are anxious to win next November
might well have paused to consider the
availability of the President as a candi-
date. Ml doubt has now been removed
There could not have been a more de
cided expression of the opinion of the
Republican rank and file than was given
last Tuesdaj It demonstrated that in
New ork, where Col Roosevelt had
Tjnce been governor and where he liad
been given an enormous majontv when
lie was the Presidential candidate, his
present attitude is most unpopular The
charges of fraud do not weigh heavily
upon the public ear. They are the nat-
ural sequence of an overwhelming de-

feat, and their result will be to solidify
the President's support and lead to
earnest efforts to prove that the verdict
last Tuesday was a genuine expression
of party opinion.

And not only in New York, but in
Michigan, where Gov. Osborn is
avowed fnend of Roosevelt; and
Iowa, which has its favorite on and is
regarded as. the veritable hotbed of pro--
cressiveism; and in Indiana, where

Beveridge and former State

still a. campaign of great intensity to'be
fought The position which Sir. Roose-
velt will assume during that campaign
continues to be a matter of speculative

interest There are. all manner of
rumors in the political world. One of
these is that Roosevelt will be nomi
rated by the Democrats. This is too
absurd to be considered. Whatever else
may happen in an age when surprises
are the order of the day, this one thin?
will not occur. One his only to recall
the experience of Horace Greeley to
realize how hopeless woulst. be Roose-

velt's nomination on the 'Democratic
ticket v '

There is a suggestion, too, that a third
party 'will be organized with Roosevelt
at its head. This presupposes that
Roosevelt will bolt the Republican
ticket He will do nothing of thekind.
He is, undoubtedly, intensely convinced
of the righteousness of his own posi-

tion, and he may honestly have thought
that he was desired as the nominee,
but when his mind has been disabused
of this belief and the convention has
registered its will, he will accept the
result This, at least, would seem to
be his logical course. He has nothing
to gam outside of his own party, and
certainly he cannot plan deliberately to
wreck the organization that has honored
him with its highest gift

The Democratic aspirants 'for .the
Presidential nomination are displaying
great activity, but their contest is 'free
from personal rancor. The only ripple
upon the placidity of their campaign is
the charge of the Wilson managers that
the Harmon, Clark, and Underwood
forces have combined against their can
didate. The charge is denied, but it is

not a controversy of thrilling interest
If there is one phase of the Demo

cratic struggle which is more interest-

ing than another it is the development
of the Underwood boom. There is a
suspicion that Mr. Underwood's candi-

dacy was projected for the purpose of
obtaining a nucleus of votes which
might be useful as the balance of power
in deciding the outcome of the conven-

tion, while it would, at the same time.
add to his national prominence. The
fact is, however, that the Underwood
movement has really grown bevond the
fondest anticipations of its promoters,
It has a substantiality now that leads
Mr Underwood's friends to regard his
candidacy with great seriousness It is

not at all likely that he will be nomi-

nated, but there is more chance of such
an outcome than there was a
month or six weeks ago.

While Speaker Clark has been gather-

ing in the early delegates and thus has
a larger number to his credit than any
other candidate, there is no reason to
change the formerly expressed opinion
that Woodrow Wilson's organization is

the most extended and most effective
on the Democratic side. It has been
built up with much persistence and skill
and is widespread Gov Harmon con
tinues to be the object of Bryan's an-

tagonism, and while the friends of the
Ohio candidate profess to be delighted
because they have Mr. Bryan against
them, the fact is that Brjan still com

mands a large following whose support
is necessary to Democratic harmony and
success It would seem as if Harmon
is really handicapped by Bryan's op
position, even though it is attempted to
be offset b the assertion that if Har-
mon should be nominated he would gain
more Republican votes than he would
lose out of his own part.

The Democratic situation at Balti
more will call for wise counsel The
Republican part will have nominated
Mr. Taft If the Democrats should
deem it wise to oppose a conservative
with a conservative, they will select
either Harmon or Underwood; if they

Democrat they will nom
inate Clark The choice will depend
largely upon the character of the cam-
paign which they plan in opposition to
Taft It will take some political sa-

gacity to reach a right decision, and
there are apt to be some very earnest
discussions before the final step is taken.

The Republican plan of campaign is
already outlined It will be fought
upon the accomplishments of Taft's ad-

ministration and upon an appeal to the
country to maintain business stability.
There will be a promise of tariff re-

vision upon lines which will correct ex
cessive protection without disruotintr
the commercial interests of the coun- -

tr In other words, the Republican
cards are already upon the table. How
will the Democrats decide to play the
hand'

Abolition of the Commerce Court
The Democrats seem determined to

eliminate that curiously futile survival
of the crazy-qui- lt interstate commerce
bill of 1910 the Commerce Court If
they wipe it off the statute books, they
will be entitled to the gratitude of the
entire country.

It was created as a court of appeal
and review for the Interstate Commerce
Commission, and it has proven to be
more than this; it has been the barrier
between the commission and the swift
and sure enforcement of its rulings. Ap-

peals to the Commerce Court have re
sulted in an astonishingly large number
of stas and restrainers in the past twelve
months, so that the body has gained the
reputation of being decidedly reaction
ary. Cynics have had ample opportunity
to gratify their mordant philosophy over
the consistent blocking of the commis-
sion's orders by the Commerce Court,
especially those who proclaimed the
original administration railroad" ibill of
iqio to be a dangerons-measur-

The majority of the House Interstate
and Foreign Commerce Committee has
sent to the House a favorable report on
the bill to abolish 'the court It pro--
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vides that judges now presiding in thu
Commerce CourtTetum to their respec
tive judicial circuits, and have appeals
from Interstate Commerce Commission
decisions passed-o- by the district courts.
Under its. terms the courts could grant
temporary injunctions "iaily in cue
where the court entertains grave doubt
concerning the validity of the order,
and is of the opinion that irreparable
injury would ensue if suspension is not
granted." - .

jThe bill is mainly commendable in
that it would relieve the nation of the
expensive burden of maintaining "the
fifth wheel" in the present interstate
commerce-situation- . It should be passed
as an economy measure.

Lumber Trust Inquiry.

The Department of Justice has been
trying for a good man) jears to discover
whether or not there Is a lumber trust.
It hss succeeded In indicting a number
of alleged offenders, charging conspiracy
to restrain trade.

When the government first began to
Investigate the lumber business It was
believed that there might be a general
combination or conspiracy covering the
entire countrv It has been shown,
seemingly, that such a combination doe
not exist. The government appears con-
fident, however, that various district as-
sociations have been violating the Sher-
man law In one way or another, and, as
has been raid, has caused the Indictment
of a number of officials Among the most
Interesting of the actions which have
been Instituted is that against the Secre
taries' Bureau of Information, a corpora
tion which was chartered under the laws
of Illinois In 1905. Fourteen secretaries
of as many retail Umber dealers' asso
ciations were Indicted. It was alleged
that there was a "trust of power" exer-
cised through this bureau of
Information, The Indictments were re
ported in the Federal Court at Chicago
on November St. 19U.

One can scarcely criticise the Indians
for distrusting the white man's medicine,
for much of the latter" ministrations
have proved disastrous to these red chil-
dren of nature.

Trachoma I a product of conditions

which, though new to the Indians, are as
old as cities. The red men were com-
paratively free from all such complaints
as long a they were permitted freedom
to roam the free West With the In-
dians, therefore, the disease Is a result
of that civilization which the race dis-
trusts and whose ministrations they will
be obliged to accept. The complaint Is
too serious to permit the authorities to
Indulge a prejudice against Its proper
medical treatment

Texas railroads, acting under the power
of the State commission, have been mak-
ing rates which will carry traffic more
than twice as far eastward between
points within the States as their inter-
state rates will carry traffic westward
Into Texas from points in Louisiana.

This !i an obvious discrimination In
favor of intrastate as against interstate
traffic It establishes an effective protec-
tion ot Texas places .end Industries
against the competition of Louisiana
places and industries. It virtually opens
a way for ending free trade between the
States.

Has the Interstate Commerce Commis
sion no power to correct uch discrimina-
tions? Is the Interstate Commerce law
so feeble that In spite of it States may
violate the Constitution, which forbids
any preferences In the regulation of com
merce to the "ports" or places of one
State over those of another?

It Is not surprising that the Interstate
Commission should decide these ques
tlons In the negative. The surprising
tblng Is that three of the seven members
should dissent and affirm the need of
further action by Congress.

BRAVERY MEDALS THAT ARE HIGHLY
REGARDED BY THEIR POSSESSORS

The interesting fact that the field
marshal ot the British army. Sir Eve-
lyn Wood, whose severe Illness hss
been reported, waa recommended for
the Victoria. Cross, both as a sailor
(before Sebastapol in the Crimean war)
and as a soldier (during the Indian
mutiny), recalls other quite unique
medal records.

There Is, for Instance.lJeut KIrby,
of the British Royal Engineers recsnt- -
ly appointed to the "alt" battalion
who won both the Victoria Cross and
the distinguished conduct medal In the
Boer war. That South Africa, cam-
paign has brought about quit a num
ber of remarkable decorations. A dog
that accompanied the Life Guards,
was awarded a medal for action In the
field. A resident ot Natal received two
Queen's decorations, one as a soldier
and the other In his capacity as civil-
ian interpreter. A former quartermas
ter In the Engineer Corps was the re
cipient of two bronse Humane Society
medals, whereas the rule Is to reward
a second act of by a silver
medal or a clasp added to the first
decoration for such heroism.

There is an old Englishwoman who
is tne only female entitled to wear
three medala for the Crimean cam-
paign. The reason for it Is that she
actually had been under fire and often
accompanied her husband in the
trenches. On his death permission was
granted her try the British war office
to wear his decorations.

Lord Robert has found It nccessarv to
correct the erroneous Impression that he
wear two Victoria Crosses, his own and
that of hi gallant on. who waa killed
at Colenso. It Is exceedingly rare for two
or inese much covetea crosses to go to
mo same family. Still the Goughs can
boast three, earniw hv n.n r t a
Gough. his brother.

The record among active officers In
England probably Is held by Gen. J. M
Grlerson, with a total of fourteen medals
and other decorations, and In the rank
and nie by Sergt. MaJ Elliott, of the
xoeman of the Guard, who not only Is
the proud possessor of nine medals, but
was given the Victorian Order (fourth
class) by the late King Edward

An John IL Miller, late of
tne eeatorth Highlanders and Rifle Bri
gade, claims to have equaled the lat.
ters record, and his nine medals (which
Includes the one for distinguished con
duct) have attached to them thirteen
clasps for campaigns In Afghanistan.
Eygpt, Burma, and South Africa

Corp. Taylor, however, holds the rec
ord for the greatest number of medals
received In one day. While still conva-
lescent after a severe Illness Incurred
during the South African campaign, he
plucklly Jumped from a South Coast pier
Into a raging sea and rescued an old
skipper, who was struggling for life.
This act brought him the Lloyd's medal
for saving life at sea, the Humane So
ciety's medal and the board of trade's,
and on the same day that he received
these he was also presented with the
King's and Queen's South African med-

als' To put the finishing touch to his
record, he subsequently received the
Stanhope gold medal for the bravest deed
of during the year, and thus
he received four medals for one brave
act

There are three regiments with records
In the medal line ot which they are
proud: The Ninth Lancers, who have
won more Victoria Crosses than any
other cavalry regiment namely, thirteen,
of which twelve were won In the Indian
mutiny, when the regiment won the nick-
name of "The Delhi Spearmen," the
South Wales Borderers, who lead all In
fantry battalions In regard to the number
of Victoria Crosses won namely, sixteen,
and the Twelfth Lancers, who. in 1TM,
had the unique honor of receiving eleven
gold medals from the Pope for their of

Not long ago a dealer la second-han- d

garments revealed the fact that once
he had received a handsome price for
a suit of clothes which, he believed,
had been worn by King George. At the
time be was under the impression that
the buyer was actuated by motives of
vanity or curiosity, but subsequently he
discovered that the destiny of th royal
garments was to figure In a traveling
waxwork show upon an effigy of the
king. But the man, after all, oould not
vouch for th pedigree of the suit It
bsd come to him in a roundabout way.
As a matter of fact, the wardrobe of
members of any royal family very rare
ly finds Its way "into th market ajid
the chances are that when the contrary
occurs the garments would be both

ancient and unrecognizable evan
by their makers.

A collector of historic garments would
find It almost Impossible to secure a sin
gle Item of royal clothing which might
at some future time become a relic of
historic value; least of all uniforms and
trappings of state that have figured on
public occasions. In the new London
Museum. Kensington Gardens, a number
of such articles will be seen. Some of
them have at this date no particular Im-
portance, but they all have been ordered
preserved and presented with a view
to the information of posterity.

Queen Victoria treasured a tiny pair of
shoes worn by King Edward as a baby,
and King George has given permission
for these to figure among the Kensington
exhibits. In th British royal household
there are certain personages entitled to
"perquisites." but the rules a to the
disposal of such property are rigid. Royal
"regimentals" and robes are never re-
garded In this light. In the wardrobe
room there baa at times been an enor-
mous store ot uniforms never likely to
be required again. Periodically, how-
ever, these are sorted out, all gold lacs
and buttons stripped off. and the cloth
picked to pieces.

Charities formerly used to benefit con-
siderably by cast-o- garments of roysltv.
but change have taken place In this re-
aped tn recent year for everal reasons
Pensioner and poor persons on the royal
estates also have been kept warm and
comfortably clothed In the garb of mon-
arch and princes.

In some countries there Is a regular
market for the second-han- d clothes of
royalty. The German Empress, for In-

stance, present her old state robes to
the ladles of her court, while the gowns
she wears dally become the property of
the maidservants In the Imperial house-
hold These perquisites are sent straight
to Berlin, where there are dealers who
specialize In the discarded toilette of
the Empress and other royal ladles.

The German Empress at one time gave
her sanction to the formation of a so-
ciety the object of which was to give
court dresses of all kinds to actresses
who could not afford to purchase the
elaborate and costly costumes required
for their parts.

Queen Wllhelmina ot the Netherlands.
whose taste In dress Is simple and sen
sible, gives a large number of clothes to
the poor each year, but no Item In her
wardrobe Is sold.

Carmen Sylva." the potetle Queen ot
Roumanla, always has been noted for
her great charity In this respeot, and at
a very early age she arranged
for the disposal of her garment In a
manner which occasioned considerable
anxiety. When she was only ten years
of age her attendants often had to pre
vent ner rrom talcing off her cloak In
the street and bestowing it uson some

child that she had chanced to
meet.
