Columbia line, between Fifteenth Street
east and Fifteenth street west; Ninth
street and Brightwood lines, between
Soldiers Home Junction and Water and
P streets southwest: Nbrth Capitol street
line, between W street north and Massa
cnutr-rt- avenue. Pennsylvania avenue
Jfne between Thirty sixth and M streets
northwest and Seventeenth and Pennsyl
vania avenue southeast: Fourteenth
street line, between Fourteenth and De-
catur streets northwest and Union Sta
tion. New Jersey avenue line, between
Rock Creek loop and the navy yard.

TO CRY "MURDER"

Story of Weekly Brawls and
Talented Swearing Belated

in Juvenile Court.

A melodramatic story of weekly
brawls, talented swearing, and Juvenile
cries of murder" and "police was told
In the Juvenile Court yesterday after-
noon during the hearing of a petition
for the commitment of the two children
of Eugena and Joseph J Grace, of 401
D street southeast, to the care of the
Board of Children's Guardians.

The
colored woman also said that during
warm fight early In the morning the
children were sent out to the police

Mrs Grace admitted she made It
rule to strike her husband back when
he assaulted her. and that she used
choice swearing at her spouse, but Justl- -
II ca herself on the ground of extreme
provocation. She declared that her hus
band became very obstinate when under
the influence of liquor. Mrs Grace told
the court that the children were usually
absent during the brawls, and that they
therefore were not subjected to the un-
wholesome atmosphere.

The court denied the petition, and
awarded the children to the custody of
tne mother.

ARMY OFFICIALS

OBGUEI LEAGUE

Plan to Create Interest in
Strengthening of the

Service.

F0BCE BELOW STANDAED

Realizing the value of publicity and
general educational work Iri creating a
strong Interest in the army, ao as to
build that arm of the fighting service up
to the standard desired by the military
authorities, officials of the War Depart-
ment, have Joined with civilian friends of
the service In the organization of an
Army League. Gen. Wood. Chief of
Staff: Gen. Oliver, Assistant Secretary
of War, and Frederlo Iluldekoper, a

n military enthusiast and ex
pert, are at the head of the movement.

Steps were .taken toward the organi
zation of the league at a conference held
at tho residence of Mr. Iluldekoper. 3611
Eighteenth street northwest, last night.

The Mexican war scare and the cav
alry drills conducted at Fort Myer for
the special benefit of Congressmen have
had their Influence, with the result that
the Hay bill, which was bitterly opposed
by the army, has been so badly emascu
lated since reaching the Senate that it
Is scarcely recognizable. The Senate has
cut out nearly all the objectionable fea
tures of the measure as pushed througn
the House by Representative Hay. of
Virginia, chairman of the Military Com
mittee, which were declared by Secretary
Stlmson, Gen. Wood, and President Tatt
as ruinous to the military service. Moat
Important of these was the reduction of
the cavalry, from fifteen to ten regiments.
Texas Representatives soon realized the
value of the cavalry in patrolling the bor
der during the Mexican revolution, and
many others were favorably Impressed
with the drills which have been given
at Fort Myer.

Vonlit Protect Canal.
The army apparently is making no at

tempt to follow the steps of the navy In
efforts to take advantage of the Japanese
Magdalcna Bay scare, as produced this
week, by Senator Lodge, acting chairman
of the Foreign Relations Committee of
the Senate The army stands ready, how
ever, to point out the need of a bigger
fighting force to repel Invasion and to
properly safeguard the greatly Increased
American Interests that will renult from
the opening of the Panama Canal.

The keynote of the league's orcanlxa
tlon was sounded in an address made at
the meeting last night by Mr. Ilulde-
koper "The protection of the Panama
Canal." said he. "obvloubly will Involve
the assumption of additional burdens and
additional responsibilities upon the Amer-
ican government, and Its security must
ultimately devolve upon our land force"
The I nlted States army and the organ
ized militia are, unfortunately, at pres-
ent far below the standard which the
new circumstances will render necessary
But the time has come to enlist the In
terest of the American people In their be-
half and to lnltlte a movement to bring
them both up to the desired standard

Mr. Iluldekoper stated that the organ-
ization of an Army League, "with the
purpose of accomplishing. If possible, for
cur land forces the same admirable re-
sults already achieved for our naval
forces through tho Instrumentality of
the Naiy League, Is the purpose In
mind."

Other speakers took a similar view of
the needs of a general policy of national
defense and argued that the land forces
of the country have been too long neg-
lected Gen Oliver presided over the
meeting and Mr. Iluldekoper was desig-
nated secretary A committee on tem-
porary organization was appointed, con-
sisting of Gen Oliver, Lieut. Gen. J. C
Bates, retired, f. for-
mer Senator Charles Dick, of Ohio; Mr.
Huldekoper. and E. B Johns.

EAGLES TO SPEND $3,000.

Clubhouse Will Be Repaired and
Bonllnsr Alleys Installed.

Washington Aerie Fraternal Order of
Eagles at Its meeting last night ap-
