Resentment Anlnst United States
Strong In Czar's Empire.

The movement In Russia to boveott
American goods because of resentment
over the abrogation by the United States
of the treaty of 18U Is by no means dying
out, according to dispatches received at
the State Department yesterday.

John H. Snodgrass, United States con-
sul general atMccow, cabled that at a
special meeting of the Assembly of the
province of Kursk. It was decided to Join
the boycott against American agricul-
tural machinery. This particular phase
of the movement was Initiated by the
provincial assembly at Kherson. The
Assembly at Kursk, also agreed to ar
range witn otner provincial bodies to Join
the general movement In protest against
the action of the United States In de-
nouncing the treaty.

Agents for the Kursk stores for the
supply of agricultural machinery to
peasants have already been asked Jo pur-
chase no supplies from the United States.
