States with battle snip NO.

a is. when she Is finally completed.
Miss Lyon, holding the bottle of. cham-

pagne .In readiness for the christening,
was-- almost completely hidden from
sight among the notables who occupied
the launching stand. Around her were
Gov. Colquitt, of Texas. Gov Mann, of
Virginia. Secretary of the Navy Meyer,
Admiral Dewey, and a large delegation
of navy and government officials. Fully
liOto people crowded Into the shipyard
to witness the launching.

The ceremonies were brief. "While the
distinguished visitors were escorted to
the launching stand, a large gang of
workmen busied themselves about the
great mass of steel stationary on the
ways, and bands from other battle ships
enlivened the tedious wait with brisk
airs.

Tb.ronB "Watch Launchlnit.
The throngs watched the Texas slowly

settle by the head, her stern rising until
It topped everything but the great crane
used for her construction. Then the 500

workmen that swarmed about the great
cradle that was to transport the ship
down the ways, ceased work at an order
from the officer In charge, and a red flag
was run up on the forepeak This was
a signal that the giant ship was ready
for the, launching

Miss Lyon tooc her stand at the head
of the launching stage, a
bottle of champagne In her hand, while
workmen knocked out the remaining sup-
ports. At last shrill whistle proclaimed
eerythlng In readiness and a cheer went
up as the great ship quivered and slipped
slowly down the ways, gaining momentum
as she traveled. The rher craft greeted
her with a screaming salute, which com-
pletely drowned Miss Lyon's shrill cry,
'Go. brave ship, I christen thee Texas,"
as she broke the bottle of champagne on
the ship's steel prow

Only Half Completed.
The Texas, as she floats Is

about half completed. "When she is put
Into commission she will be equal to
any Dreadnought on the seas, and will
be the most powerful battle ship In the
United States navy. Her contract calls
tor final completion on or before De-

cember 17. 1913
The Texas Is not onlj in the Dread

nought class, but Is In the "super- -
Dreadnought" class. In her main bat-
tery there are ten guns. The
econdary battery Is composed of

rapid-fir- e guns, and her
other armament is made up of" smaller
rifles and four torpedo tubes.
The hull of the Texas as launched to-

day cost about 35 000,000, and the bat-
tle chip, ready for war, will near the
410.000.000 mark.

DEHIED BILLBOARD PERMIT.

J. E. Mioemaker Refused Permit to
Put Up Signs by Commissioners.
In accordance with the policy of the

District officials to reduce the number
of billboards in the District, the Com-

missioners yesterday refused to grant a
permit for the repair of a billboard In
M Street Northwest, between Thirty-fift- h

and Thirty-sixt- h Streets
Application for the repair of the bill-

board was made to the Commissioners by
J E. Shoemaker, of the Washington BUI
Posting Company Mr Shoemaker point-
ed out that the billboard was a public
necessity, as It served the purpose of a
fence to pretent pedestrians from falling
down a steep embankment adjacent to
the sidewalk.

"While the Commissioners admit that
the fence is necessary for the protection
of life and limb, they cannot see where
the bills on the fence are Consequently,
the application was denied.
