They
have demonstrated that Democratic
women, unlike Democratic men, can get
together in harmony and successfully con-

duct an affair of some magnitude with
out friction. It would be well if the
Democratic leaders would sit at the
feet of these women and learn diplo-

macy, tact, and good management If
the Baltimore convention can be con
ducted along the same lines as the
Washington breakfast the Democracy
will go forth harmonious, encouraged,
and happy

The system o'f fire lookouts through-
