Cambridge. Mass., June 8. Once again
Americans may be proudly confident that
their flag will fly at the tup ot a foreign
staff In significance of the athletic cham-
pionship of tl world.

The nation's athletes In the Olympic
tryouts at the Harvard Stadium this af-
ternoon showed that they will sally
abroad once again with the speed, the
skill and the strength that in each pre-
vious meeting of the world's best, have
brought victory to the Stars ant Stripes.

In fact, they are speedier, more v skil-
lfulthose of them seen here than any
other team which has carried Uncle
Sam's colors.

More new records must go to the credit
of this record-breakin- g season as the re-

sult of competition. -

Abel Klvlat. the wonderfhl little run-
ner of the A. C. pulled
down a full second from his own great
mark In the 1,500 meters, covering the
run In 3:K4--6, and then going for the
mile record, and stepping that distance
In 4:15 5. a tiny one-fift- h second back
of John Paul Jones' world's mark.

The pole vault record of 13 feet I Inch.
made only last Saturday by Bob Gard
ner, or Yale, was badly beaten by Mark
Wright, of Dartmouth, who cleared the
tar with the aid of his long bamboo at
13 feet 5 M Inches.

Billy Kramer, carrying the cherry In-
signia of the Long Island A. (', broke his
own recoTd for the 10.000 meter by a wide
margin, running the distance In n:433--5

practically unpaced. Incidentally he
lowered every fractional mark from 51-- 4
to l- -i miles.

The Olympic record of 10 4- seconds for
the 100 meters was equaled by HSrry
Drew, a little Colored youth from the
Springfield High School, who beat the
famous Ralph Craig In that event, and
again by Craig in winning a trial heat.

Tremendous ovations-wer-e given to the
new record winners. The Stadium has
rarely heard su6h an outburst of cheers
as that which followed the flight of
Wright (a wingless aeroplant), over the
high bar, which followed a sprint of lit-
tle Abel Klvlat across the finish line.

The only disappointment of the day
was provided by the great Western
jumper, Horlne. A world's record was
expected of him If of any one. But the
big fellow was In poor shape and filled
to clear the bar at six feet one Inch,
which Is said to be seven Inches less
than a mark he made In practice thei
other day. He was unplaced In the
event.
