The traditional elasticity and
extensibility ot polite vaudeville will
again be demonstrated.

Four great features, two and a halt
hours long, are much to be preferred to
eight acts, ot which only four, running
about au hour all told, meets public
fancy. In other words, the new regime
will mean quality, as against quantity
of acts. It is obvious which the public
wIU prefer and It Is equally evident
Mr. Chase Is again "taking time by the
forelock."
