A STATE WARD.

At tho commencement exercises fit the
Pennsylvania Institution for the Deaf
and Dumb a few 'days ago there was
one little ward of the State who seems
destined to so on and up In spite of
all her natural handicaps, s

Three years ago little Kathryn May
Frick, deaf, dumb, and almost totally' blind (there Is just a glimmer of n

fn one eye), enlisted the Interest
and the sympathy of the State of Penn-
sylvania, and an appropriation was
Jnade for ber education.

At that time she could not utter a
word. Gestures and a few scarcely
human sounds were as far as she could
eo to express her emotions of Joy, sur
prise, or sorrow.

But there was good mental material
to work upon, and from the very first
the sightless, deaf and dumb girl show-
ed wonderful adaptability arid keenness
of Intellect.

And at the commencement exercises,
with hundreds of eyes focused upon
her. she gave testimony to the miracle
that education and care had accom-
plished In three short years.

Pennsj vanla's little ward is only
twelve years old now. but during the
three years that she has enjoyed the
countless advantages of training she
has learned so much and so fast that
those who are helping In the work, or
Just looking on, are prophesying great
things for her in the way of achieve-
ment.

It was a very brief "piece" that she
spoke for the benefit of her hearing
audience, not a long letter that she
wrote on the typewriter, but they
demonstrated what a teacher may ac-
complish when there Is a background
of wonderful patience and limitless In-

terest. Throughout all the little
there was a miracle of

learning, "but one never can lose sight
of the wonderful art of the teacher.

If the little maid has the same kindly.
painstaking guidance that followed Helen
Keller through all the years of her
stumbling from the darkness into the
light, she has every prospect of emerge
Ins triumphant and strong another proof
of the iower of training under subnor-
mal conditions Thanks" to the kindly
and truly marvelous ministrations and
guidance of her teacher and her own
adaptability. Miss Keller no longer
dwells In a remote, silent, and dark
world It is quite a triumph for her to
have been selected for appointment on
the Schenectady Board of Public Wel-

fare, which acts as a sort of advisory
Council to the Mayor, a triumph which
could not have come If she had not
been helped to accept- - some of the
world's problems as her own. Her
career has always been interessedly fol-
lowed, but now, more than ever, this
young woman, so deprived by nature of
the gifts we most prize, will be watched
with keen interest.

About twenty-fiv- e years ago there was
a pooc peasant child In France, deaf,
dumb, blind, and an outcast, cut off
even from human love and companion- -
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ship. In addition to her physical de
privations, little Marl Huertin had so
long lived on the outskirts of affection
and care that she had grown more like
an untrained animal than a child.

But a teacher come Into her life, too
S'ster Marguerite, of the Larnay Asy-

lum. When that sympathetic and
patient nun took the unhappy,

struggling child under her gracious
wing, nobody looked for a harvest of
wonderful results, because the mind
seemed imprisoned as well as the body.
But twenty years went by. and. step
by step, the gracious benefactor, by
some gentle process we cannot quite un
derstand, brought about a complete
transformation. For when the little out-
cast at last came to womanhood she
was out in the light of day, not as we
know It, out the best light that can
come to one who has missed the nor
nml gifts of nature. The helpless, hope
less lit tie Marie was lost In the Intel
lectual young woman who as grown in
understanding touch with life about her,
trained to think and to know, to read
and to communicate with the world
about, her.

And the marvelous awakening came
at the hands of ner devoted teacher,
who first humanized, then trained, inch
by Inch.

One who docs not care to turn back
to the days when the blind, the deaf.
the dumb, the Insane, and the criminals
were left to sit In darkness.

One prefers to look ahead to the
time when every State shall hae solved
the problem of how best to care for
them and to help them to bear the
burden of their particular deprivation.

LEMON SODA STAIN MAY

BE REMOVED FROM SERGE

Soda water leaves a stain on serge.
and lemon soda on blue serge may be
removed by wetting the spot with a
mixture of equal parts of alcohol and
ammonia. Afterward sponge gently with
alcohol until the stain is removed.

Before you apply this It Is a good Idea
to try It on a sample of goods the same
as the dress, if you have It. and if you
have no sample then try the mixture
on some part of the gown that Is In-

conspicuous.
The stain might be removed In another

way. This is to rub with soap and ap-
ply chloride of soda, with a camel s hair
brush, rinsing quickly and thoroughly.

SUFFRAGETTES BARRED

BY WOMEN'S ORGANIZATION

Two hundred women of Sapulpa, Okla.,
of twenty-fou- r fraternal and

social organizations, have arranged to
organize a State-wid- e civic league. The
ladles' auxiliary to the Sapulpa Com-
mercial Club is behind a movement to
promote the William Wirt system of ed-
ucation. They propose that all active
society women In Oklahoma shall become
identified with the Oklahoma Civic
league before the next Legislature con-
venes.

Mrs. Mabel Bassett. president of the
Creek County Humane Society, and po-
lice matron of Sapulpa, was elected tem-
porary president of the State-wid- e civic
moement. A meeting of women from
all towns and cities in Oklahoma will be
called early in September with a view
to making the organization permanent
Legislation of great import to the wo-
men will be urged. Militant suffragettes
will not be admitted Into the Inner cir-
cles of the State-wid- e organization.

The Value of Spices.

Bj-- A PIIYSICIX.
Experiments that have been conducted

recently with a view to determining the
preservative value of various spices and
condiments seem to establish the fact
that certain spices have a marked pre-
servative effect on foods.

Cinnamon, for Instance, is found to be
a more powerful enemy of ferments than
benzoic acid, and at the same time aulte
harmless. Other condiments that are
useful as preservatives are cloves and
mustard, with nutmeg and allspice ef-
fective In somewhat less degree.

On the other hand such drastic condi-
ments as ginger, black pepper and cay-
enne ppper do not hinder the growth
oi germs. I

Thus, It appears that cinnamon, cloves,
mustard, nutmeg and allspice may be
used with good advantage In seasoning
toods, since they are not only palatable.
Dut also exert a good effect on the food
itself. Ginger and pepper, on the other
hand, may well be avoided, since they
ao not exert any good effect on the food
ana are irritating to the stomach.

Representative's Wife Says Public Opinion Will

Force Levy to Give Up Jefferson's Home
to United States Government.

Mrs. Martin W. Littleton, wife of Rep-
resentative Littleton, does not Intend
to let Congressman Jefferson M. Levy's
statement that he will not sell Monti-cel-

Interfere with her fight to have
the United States Government acquire
the home of Thomas Jefferson. In a
statement which Mrs. Littleton preparea
for The Washington Herald she outlines
her reasons for believing that Congres- -
man Levy will eventually submit to pub
lic opinion and permit the government
to take over the property. Mrs. Littleton
says:

"Oh, fudge! This talk of Mr. Levy
about not Answering the tacts 1 pre-

sented to the Library Senate Committee
Is wearisome. It was a public hearm;
before the Senate Committee to wnicn
Mr. Levy should have appeared, and
made these statements which he now
Is feeding out to the public through the
press.

About the time they broke the win.
Jonas Levy, brother of Uriah Levy and
father of the present owner of Mr Jef-- 1

ferson's home, wrote a letter to Wash- -
lngton to the Committee oh Public i

Buildings and Grounds asking that the
bronze statue of Thomas Jefferson byj
David presented to the people of the)
l nited states oy urian Lev- - in nis
lifetime forty years before, and which
now stands In the Capitol be restored
to Uriah Levy's heirs that meant him
and Mr Levy and all the rest of them
"with as little delay as posIble and In
a good condition as It now appears In '
But they did not return It. Instead, the
House of Congress passed another reso-
lution keeping it.

"During all the years when the Levys
kept Montlcello In the courts trying to
get possession of It It almost went to
destruction. That Is the reason I do not
believe they deserve great credit for
putting on a new roof and putting in
window panes.

Monument for Grave.
"During this time of lawsuits and

on the anniversary of Thomas Jeffer-
son's birth, April 13, 1S7S, Representative
Sunset Cox of New York succeeded In
passing through the House, without a
dissenting voice, a resolution approprlat
lng $5,000 for the erection of a monu
ment over the grave of Thomas Jeffer-
son The grave waa in a shameful con-

dition of neglect and decay, and mor-
tifying to those who know the origin
of our Independence. The Secretary
State. Mr. Evarts. had gone so far .as
to have contracts for the work ready
to be signed, when the present Mr. Lew- -

wrote to him and stated that the heirs
of Thomas Jefferson had no right nor
claim to his grave nor to the grave
yard; that both belonged to the heirs
of the late owner. Uriah Levy, of Mon-
tlcello, who objected to the erection of
a monument.

"Immediately the Attorney General, of
the United States, Hon. Charles Devcns,
passed upon the title of the burial ground
containing the grave of Thomas Jefferson
and declared It did not belong to the
Levys, but to the heirs ofy Thomas

Then, on another anniversary of the
birth of Thomas .Jefferson, April 13. 1SS2.
four years later, another resolution waa
passed, appropriating $10,000 to build the
monument, it eianas mere now. ro
matter what Mr. Levy says, or how per-
sistently lis says It. he does not own
the grave of Thomas Jefferson, even
though It Is In the heart of his property.
But. he Is, he realljr Is. the only human
being In the whole wide world who has
legal right of access to It, except the
heirs of Thomas Jefferson, who feel too
mortified to go there more than is neces-
sary to protect their claim. There is a
high Iron fence around the graveyard
with only one key. Mr. "Levy does not
possess that key.

Levy wrote to Secretary of State Frellng-huyse- n

suggesting that further Improve-
ments to the grounds about the grave be
made. The Secretary, of State answered
by saying that he should be unwilling to
take any steps In that direction until the
government was Invested with a title or
an Irrevocable right of way from the road
to the graveyard and the ground Im-
mediately surrounding It. Then once
more and later Mr. Levy wrote to the
secretary or state, who happened to be
x. t. cayara. maKing the same sugges
tlons and receiving the same reply.

o at the present time the matter
stands tnis way. Mr. Levy owns all the
ground surrounding the burial nir of
Thomas Jefferson. The government builtme --monument. And Mr Is the
only person who has a right to visit thegrave of Thomas Jefferson outside of
me neirs, which Is one of the reasons
why the government should own Montl-
cello, so that somebody else beside Mr.
Levy could have a legal right and ask
no favors to visit the grave of the authoi
of the Declaration of American Inde-
pendence.'

'In its best diys. which was at the time

of Mr Jefferson's death. Montlcello
farm was valued by his Vxecutora at a
little more than $80,000. It certainly can-
not be claimed that It ! of any mere
value now, except for sentimental rea-
sons and steam heat The Randolph
family would be willing to give the
grave of Thomas Jefferson to the gov-
ernment If the government came Into
the ownership of Montlcello.
