Paris, July 11 Without mone, the
Sultan. Mohamed Raschid, former ruler
of Zanzibar, Is in Paris bartering for the
sale of his personal decorations. Jewels,
and uniforms, the past glories of his
regal splendor. In order to obtain pocket
mone enough to make life possible
with the paltry allowance made him by
the British government. Since the Sul
tan was dethroned on account of his re'
fusal to attend the coronation of King
George, claiming that as a ruling mon-

arch It was sufficient for him merely to
send a representative, which he did, the
British government has allowed him
$23,000 a jelir

The Sultan sas that with the royal
taste and love of luxury In which the
Lngllsh have eductted him this la not
sufficient. The Sultan, although nearly
coal black, has been educated at Eton
and made English In ever) thing Speak-
ing of his condition, he said ' To think
of me, a king, brought down to the level
of a county squire by the niggardly pen
slon of the British government. It Is
not possible for me to live on such a
sum, with all my wives and family at
heme and expenses abroad

Finding himself without funds here, he
sought out N Dwarkardas, a pearl mer-
chant, and commissioned him to sell all
his Jewels and uniforms. Pending this
sale, the Sultan sits every afternoon in
front of the Cafe de la Palx, making
a single brand and soda go as far as
possible and dreaming of the time when
he drained numerous golden goblets fill
ed with the finest wines of the hurrahs
of his people

RECORD FOR ARMY AIRSHIP.

German FIer Slakes a on. ton
FllKht of 345 allies.

Berlin, July 11 The newest German
army airship, Parseval III, has executed
a nonstop flight from Berlin to Its sta-
tion at Koenlgsberg, 313 miles distant,
In slightly under eleven and
hours. The distance is co.ered In practi-
cally that separating Hamburg from
London or Cologne from Paris.

METHOD OF FEEDING DUCKS.

Paris, July 11 The best method of
feeding ducks was dlscused at
the French Acadmy of Sciences, when
M Edmoud Perrler read a report on the
subject of M A Magnan

Thirty ducklings were divided Into
threo dlv Islons ten were fed on meat,
ten on fish, and ten on vegetable food
The fish eaters scored heavily They be-
gan laIng when they were seven and a
half months old The g ducks
began a week later, and the vegetarians
were ten months old before they laid an

Between December 17 and May 14 the
ducks each laid fifty-fo-

eggs, the s fort five each,
and vegetarians were a very bad third,
with only nineteen each

The g ducks' eggs were the
heaviest. The vegetarians In this section
of the competition managed to beat the
flh eaters' eggs In weight, but the eggs
of the ducks were much bet
ter eating.

Another peculiarity Is that the eggs
were of different colors The plsclvors
as M Magnan calls the ducks

laid green eggs, the eggs of the meat
eaters were white, and those laid by the
yegetarians a'palo pink.

the dirigible sailed westward over Hol-

The people of Amsterdam left their
breakfast when It was reported that a
monster aerial cruiser was hovering
over the clt.

Before the bewildered Inhabitants
could learn the Identity of the strange
visitor the Victoria Lulse sailed north
east Into German territory She "srjoke
Bremen, then cruise over the sea, and
was next seen over Heligoland

The dirigible then sailed over the Kai
ser's yacht, which was anchored In the
lower Elbe, firing a salute as she did

Victoria Lulse. flnall) landed at Ham-
burg She carried twent-flv- e men dur-
ing the voage

week In Paris. The prices reached for
Individual pictures and curios at the
Landolfo-Carcan- o sale and at the Doucet
sale, have been, experts declare, out of
all proportions to the real value of the
pictures and curios sold In the Landolfo-Carcan- o

sale, the profits realized on
prices originally paid were, I believe,
enormous, but I am told In the Doucet
sale this was not so, for M Doucet paid
In many cases almost the same prices as
were realized

Collecting In Paris Is rapidly becoming
a craze, and wonderfully few collectors
now care to keep their collections very
long. They realize big profits on their
pictures of a special period, or of a spe-

cial painter, or of a special school, they
give up, at a handsome profit, a collec-
tion of furniture, and collect books or
something else with the purpose of real-
izing their collection again, and the news-
papers are printing variations on the old
stories of prodigal sons of the early
Victorian das, and are playfully proving
that while the two virtuous brothers who
Invested their mone In Isnd and In

securities came to the poorhouse,
the prodigal who flung his patrimony
away on pictures and artistic trifles, sold
his collection for a huge sum and lived
happily on a large Income ever after.
