Is that Cole, with whom the men are al-
leged to have been drinking In Grace-lan- d

Cemetery. Northeast, was lured out
Benning Road and attacked In order to
frighten him.

The police say Cole was attacked with
heavy palings torn from a fence by the
roadside and also with a knife Cole Is
said to have cried for help, but his
cries, which a colored man named Har-
ris says he heard, were unavailing.

The men held In custody differ, the po-
lice say. They deny that any one used a
knife, although Coroner Nevltt stated
after performing an autopsy on Cole's
body yesterday that he had been cut on
the leg and upper lip with a knife.

Two dollars, according to the police,
was all the money that Cole had It Is
believed that In order to have company,
he pretended to have a consld-rab-

amount of money on his person.
Cole's body was found about 4 15

jesterday morning by Henry Schafer, of
Hlllbrook. D C, who notified the police.
It was at first believed that Cole had
been uruck and killed by an electric
car. The autopsy performed at the
morgue, however, led the coroner to be-
lieve he had been murdered.
