his solemn promise to grant some form

Yoshlhlto, the lawfully acknowl
edged successor to the throne, was the
third son. the others dying soon after
birth. Yoshlhlto was born Auirust 3L
1873, and nominated heir apparent August
31. 1SS7. By the law of the Imperial fam-
ily the succession to the throne must be
through the male line though
he may not of necessity be the son of the
